| Appeal offers thissuggestion :

The proposition of the creditors
of the Siate is to uccept ninety-
nine-year bouds bearing three per
cent. interest. I this is accepted
and the state will levy a tax annu-
aliy sufficient to pay interest ut the
nite of four per cent. on the present
mndebtedness of £27,000,000, and af-
ter paying the three per ceat. inter-
est, use the other oue per cent. as
a sinking fund, the entire debt and
interest will be paid in forty-seven
vears. This propoesition is eqniva-
flent to the creditors proposing to
reduce the interest from six to four
[ per cent., and st the end of forty-
seven years to surrender the debt.
