An important meeting was held
at the office of Dr. T. D. Johnson
on last Monday, the purpose of
which was to devise measures for
enforcing and carrying out in detail
the excellent law relating to our fish
production and vrotection, which
was passed by the legislature, which
has just adjourned. The gentlemen
attending were lovers of the rod and
line, as their names will show, and
take a great interest in this subject.
They were: Capt. F. P. Gracey,
Dr. T. D. Johnson, Messrs. Ben. H.
Owen, Thos. J. Munford,S. B. Sew-ar- t,

and Walter McComb. They
propose to call a regular county
meeting on Monday next, immedi
ately after the session of the county
court, at which the merits of the
question will be presented to the
people of the eounty who are most
interested in the enforcement of this
law. These are especially those
living on the. banks of our county
streams, to whom, those streams,
now producing a scanty supply of
small and worthless fish may be
made the source of an excellent ar-

ticle of food as well as considerable
commercial wealth.

We understand the Hon. Geo.
Akers, U. S. Fish commissioner for
the state will be on hand and ex
plain to the meeting the best meth
ods for carrying out the important
purpose in view and lor the proper
proppgation of the fish from the
spawn.

We are pleased to see that our
citizens are taking prompt and im
mediate action in this matter for it
is only by the strictest enforcement
of this law that the present unwise
and destructive system of catching
fish can be prevented. We are con-

vinced that if the citizens of this
county are made to fully uuderstand
the real inportan-.-- e of every good
citizen taking a personal interest in
this matter, the present wholesale
destruction of fish, in our local
streams, by professional fishermen
with traps, nets, seins etc, can oe
stopped, and in a few years they
will abound in plenty of the very
finest fish.,
