Very little is known
in this country of his early educa-
tion, it not being reported thst he
was the graduate of any college, but
his brilliant career and undoubted
learning would iodieate that
wmust buve received a pretty thor-
ough edacation and early training.
When still in his teens he was ap
prenticed to an attoruey, but scon
forsook the law fur the lighter and
more facinating ealling of literature,
and produced his first, and as the
critics say, greatest novel at the age
of twenty-two. Hisliteratry efforts
from this on met with briliiant suce-
cess in England, and [n other coun-

tries, having been traoslited into |

many different languages. A few
years after the production of his
first work, he traveled extensively
on the continent, smd while there
wrole other books. Upen his re-
tarn to Eogland, he began (o take
an interest in polities, and present-
el himsell three or four times to
different boroughs for parliament,
each time o meet with defeat. In
1837 however, nt the beginning of
Victoria’s reign, he was returned to
parlinment for the borough of Maid-
stone, being now in his thirty-third
veur. The indomitable will and
cournge which sodistinguished him
in after life were thus vividly fore-
shadowed in his early political con-
tests. A mnn of lesser nerve and
apirit would have becomne disheart-
ened and quit the political arena
It issuid that his first experieace in
puarliamient, as a debater, wus no
less encouraging than his first polit-
ical asprintions, but never for
once faltered. He mude of
that stuff which seems to have an
intuitive prescience of success, It
was in this parlinment that, when
ridiculed and hissed in his first
speech, he exclaimed *I am not
surpriz=d at the reception I have re-
ceived, I have begun several times
many things, and I havesuceeeded at
last. I shallsit down now, but the
time will come when you will hear
me."” What a brave prophecy, and

asked by his opponent “*‘upon whal
he stood,” he replied, “upon iy
head.” From the time he first en-
tered pu“li-'-i, he never censed to
mingle in them until the last few
yeurs, and was alternately in and
out of power. He wastheacknowl-
edged leader of the Tory party in
the lower house, and conducted all
their campaigns with marked abil-
ity. In the mean time he did not
neglect his literary persulls, having
brooght out novel, after novel, the
last two of which, Lothair and En-
dvmion, are fumilinr to every reader
of the present day., His novels are
of a semi-political nature, and pur-
haps are not as universally read as
they otherwise would be, on that
account. While there is much to
admire in his writlngs, often
abounding as they do in epigrams
and brilliant wit and humor, still
on the whole they are not what will
please the habitual novel readers.
Heseems to have wrilten more o
please Disraeli himself, and to dis-
cant apon the virtures, foibles and
manners of his own contemporaries
than with any desire to be consid-
ered a great novelist. He wasamun
of singularly marked versitility ol
talents, his brilliant genius having
t““[l].l‘\ml itsellf both in literature
and polities and in their broadest
and highest sense.

He was truly a great man, and
take him, all in all, wedoubt if En-
gland holds his equal.

| spawn and the young fish tuke their
wuy down stream in the fall; the

uf the river ; they cateh the breed-
ing lish as they go up stream, aud,
with every fish they take, destroy
millions of their progeny,and snguin
they cateh the young Iry before
they are of an age to be worth tak-
ing.
