The railroad authorities
huve shown a laudable desire to
carry out what would seem to be
the wishes of the mujority of the
people, but this has been hard to

petition, and petition again, has
been sent them, nutil they have, no
doubt, a very confused idea of what
the majority want, and have very
good resson to believe that the peo-
ple themselves don't know what
they do want, thongh they may
know what they don’t want.

These petitions have not always
been properly presented to thesign-

ers.  They have generally been pre-

The uh]l‘(‘lillll'ﬁ {0 the secoml loea-
tion were that it was rather incon-
venient of aceess, that there was
lnck of room for the two depots
since the freight depot has been so
much enlarged, and that hacks, bug-
gage  wagons and freight teams
would be much in ench other's way,
and that it was at one of the ex-
treme boundaries of the town,

The objections to the third loea-
tion were that it was outside of cor-
pornte limits, a full mwile from the
Public Squuare, tobacco exchange
and warehouses, and near a suburb
which has not been always a eredit
to the ¢ity, and over which the city
police have no jurisdiction ; and the

| rallroad may add the objection that
for the depot located there they
would be at the expense of a separ-
ate set of employees, it being too far

| from the freight depot for the offi-
ciers there to attend todhe passenger
business,

Agninst the foarth loeation at foot
of Second street there cian no regson-
ible objection be made.  When the
little hill lower side of Second
street is cut away and thrown into
the hollow below (o forim site for
depot, about a hundred feet of the

cellorsville.

As usual, some other command
claims the honor of the day, when
a detaehment of the 14th alone has
any claim, and only proves what
our gallanc and brilliant Lisutenant
Mitehell was so often heard to say
during the progress of the war, that
“official papers were the only papers
that had comapliments for the 14th,”
and I am sure you will please all
the survivors of the old regiment,
when they see published this oficial
account and correction by the gal-
lant Marylander, Capt. Lemumon,
who was on the stall, as ordnance
officer, of the peerless Brigade Com-
nninder Gen. Archer,

The tribute Lo that brave earnest
soldier and thorough gentlemnn,
Capt. Wi, Moore will be apprecia-
ted by this entire community, and
by none more than those of us who
hadd no share in the honors of the in-
cident referred to,

The other ollicer of the 14th, re-
ferred to by Capt. Lemmon was
doulitless the commanding officer,
at the time, of company K, and was
probably Lieutenant Brown, anoth-
ergallant fellow, who also, alas,
must be numbered among the host
who with their immortal corps coms-

The failure of General Hooker to
cut Jackson’s colomn when moving
to his rear at Chancellorsville has
been mueh discussed.

GeNERAL Frrzitven Lee i(—Deas
Glenvral—Accident some time ago
placed me in possession of a copy of
your address of Octonber 29, 1579,
which you ought to have sent me.

When the ordnance train of Hill’s
division was approaching Uatherine
Furnace (where the road turns ab-
ruptly to the left and down hill) the
confusion ahead carried me forward,
where I found bullets whistling
through the wagons. Passing the
crest of the il and riding up to
some cavalry, formed some fifty
yards off and partially sheitered, I
asked the eomnander ( Lieutenant-

ginin, il my memory is correct)
“why he did not proteet the wag-
ons.” e told me that the infant-
ry had run out, and that he could
do nothing with the force at his
command, Itold him that there
was artillery in the train just back
of my ordnance, and (hat T would
run iy wiagons through the tire, 1f
he would stop the artillery and
check the enemy’s advance. This
done, two guns placed in position,
