which he delivered from the tender
of a locomotive. The response was
made oy vice 1'resident Guthrie.
The Clarksville car was then
coupled to the excusion train and
proceeded to Clarksville, where a
welcoming address was delivered
by Hon. J. E. Bailey, extending
the hospitalities of the city to the
excursionists. Gov Helm respond-
ed. A procession was formed
headed by a band, with Mr. T. D
Leonard as Marshal, and the distin-
guished guests were escorted to the
public square, where they were
assigned to homes among the citi
zens. Every door was thrown wide
open, and every soul provided with
comfortable quarters. A grand
banquet was giveat Moore's Ho-
tel, where speeches and toasting
ruled tne nour until midnight,
Tlris was the biggest day Clarks
ville had ever witnessed, but, of
course, there were the usual num
ber of discontents those who were
not bidden to the banquet who
made things lively. These formed
themselves into n party called the
Wolverines, and at the next city
election lacked only a few volts of
ousting the entire citv government

The road was completed to Mem-
phis March 20, 1801 only a short
time iK'fore the fait of FVirt llenrv
and Fort Donelson, and it soon fell
into the htuids of the Federal Gov
eminent. The as::ies:ate cast of
the road was about $2,000,000. Aa
I only proposed to write the ante
bellum history of the road, I wiil
not take up your valuable space by
following its adversities under
Brownlow's government, under a
receivership, and its passing out of
existence as a corperation by its
purchase by the Louisville and
Nashville railroad. The road was,
from its inception, an elephant on
the hands of the company on acount
of its length eighty-thre- e miles.
Even if the war had not inteferred
with its running arrangements, it
never would have paid a dollar di-

vidend on the an:ount invested,
and for this reason, if for none oth-
er, it was a wise stroke of iolicy to
dispose of it to the Louisville and
Nashville railroad.

He has organized a bureau of im
migration and sent an agent to
Europe. As a result, within the
past thirty days he lias brought in
to the country r00 immigrants.
which number will be increased to
1,000 by tiro end of the present
month, iie is locating these im
migrants along the lines of the rail
ways with which he is connected
wherever they can find employment
or comfortable homes. Up to the
present time 220 of these immi
grants have been landed at Salis
bury, .N. C, as a central point.
where they are looktd after try the
state immigration bureau until
they have secured employment or
selected homes for themselves, in
which they have found no trouble
as yet, being promptly employed
and welcomed by the farmers, to
whom they seem to give entire sat
isfaction.

Mr. John W. Faxon, writing to

the Courier-Journa- l, gives the fol-

lowing interesting: facta connected
with its early history. He says :

Believing it would not be inap
propriate on this occasion to give a
condemned history of this road. I
have taken the pains to examine its
old records and herewith furnish
the readers of the Courier-Journ- al

with am account of the organization
of what is now one of the most im
portant lines in the Louisville and
Nashville railroad's erreat svstem.

As far back as 1843 the subject of
railroads was agitated by the citi-
zens of Clarksville. At that time
an effort was made to connect
Clarksville with Hopkinsville by a
raiiroan, wmcn was to torm a nu
cleus for a more extended line in
the future, to connect with the
northern system.' Then Clarksville
was the main shipping point for all
tobacco grown in this and the Green
river section, a type of. tobacco
Known in au the marts or fc,urope
as "Clarksville tobacco." This pro-
ject fell completely through for
want of means caused by the s
lack of public interest. The rail
road fever struck the people again
in is4'J in the shape ota comtempla
ted railroad line from Louisville to
Memphis.. 1 h- - scheme, at first,
had but few advocates, as a large
majority of the people expressed a
decided preference for a road from
rsashvine to Henderson, passing
through Clarksville. ltas route it
was argued, would 'open up the coal
fields of Kentucky and would there-
fore offer to Clarksville, which was
then the headquarters for all the
iron-produci- establishments be
tween Eddyville and Betsey town,
greater advantages for makinar
Clarksville a manufacturing point
Through the stupidity of those hav
ing the control of the Nashville and
Henderson charter, and certain
strong influences brought to beaf to
prevent the division of any subscnp
i luiis already made, or 111 prospective
by this county, city, or the citizens
increoi oetween two roaus, tjiarits-vill- e

was thrown entirely out of the
line of the Nashville and Hender-
son road, and all the means raised
were donated to the Mem phis Clarks-vill- e

and Louisville nwd the link
between Louisville and Memphis.
Had the projectors some of them
the most prominent citizens of
Clarksville listened to the advice
of far-seei- men, who look forward
for results some of whom are now
living and divided the 6uhcrii-tion- s

between the two roadp, Clarks
ville would now be a prosperous
commercial city
with a population at least fourtimes
as lajge as that given by the last
census.

The charter of the M., C. and L
railroad was granted by the Ten-
nessee Legislature on the 28th of
January, 1S52. The required sum,
$T),000, having been subscribed May
2;), f853, the commissioners appoint-ed.b- y

the charter met and elected
the following-name- d gentlemen as
a board of directors: E.Howard,
W. Broaddus, Joshua Elder, Wm.
M. Stewart, I. B. West, Bryi-eStew-

art, W. H.'Drane, Joshua Cobb, W.
P. Hume, David Browder, G. A.
Henry H. F. Beaumont, James A.
Trice, and Thos. W. Wisdom. The
following officers were elected : Dr.
Joshua Cobb, president; Thomas W.
Wisdow, treasuer, ' and W. P.
Hume, secretary. The preliminary
survey was made in 1853 by a corps
of engineers under the charge of Mr.
Everett Pea body, and the road,
commencing at the Kentucky line
and ending at Paris, Henry couDty,
Tenn., was found to be eighty-thre- e

miles. Nothingf further was done
in 1853. On the Pd of June, 1854,
Maj. G. A. Henry was elected pres-
ident and Julius Adams chief en-

gineer, and the locating survey was
ordered. Here sprung up one of
those hotly-contest- war of words
and "tempests in a teapot" for
which Clarksville has ever been
noted. An attempt was made to
consolidate this road with the Mem
phis and Ohio road running from
Paris to Memphis. The proposition
had strong advocates and strong
opposers and the project was defeat
ed. At the next annual election
Mr. Wm. B. Munfjrd was elected
president, and in this position he
continued from the 25th of June,
1855, to the 25th of June 1858, when
he was succeeded bv Wm. A.
Quarles. On the 27th of March,
1856, the legislature of Tennessee,
having passed a law granting the
M. C. & L. and M. & O. roads au
thority to consolidate, a convention
of the representatives of the two
met at Paris, "but like all former at
tempts the consolidation was a tail
ure. On the 12th of March Presi
dent Mun ford advertised forpropos
als for putting that portion of the
read-be- d between the Cumberland
river and the Kentucky state line
under contract, and Mr. Geo. B
Fleece was appointed chief engineer.
Again the populace reared antl
charged, divided as they, were into
two factious, upon the question of
location of the road whether it
should come Into Clarksville by the
"upper or the lower route." Those
living in the northern part of the
city preferred the "lower" route
while those in the southern portion
preferred the "upper" route. Ex
citement was at its highest .pitch.
The "upper" route faction carried
the day by holding up to the peo- -
pla the neighboring town of New
Providence at that time a competi
tor of Clarksville for the tobacco
trade as a bugbear to frighten them
from building the bridge below the
town, or on the lower route, as it
would ruin Clarksville everlasting-
ly and build up New Providence.
Angry and exciting discussions
sprung up on the , stump, through
the press and around pot-house- s,

and the hole project seemed to be
on the verge of failure upon the
tfuestion of "up" or "down" town.
Quite a number of engineers were
consulted about the location, and
all of them, with the ecception of
Mr. George B. Fleece, agreed that
the upjier route would not only be
ruinous to the city, but would cause
an unjustifiable expenditure of the
means ol the company. But Mr.
Fleece calculated that the upper
route would "exceed iu cost the low-
er by only $10,000. UjMin Mr.
Fleece's estimate, which proved to
be accurate, the upper route was
selected.

In April following, thirty miles
of the road and the two bridges
one over the Cumberland river and
one over Red river and their tres-
tles were contracted for by Messrs.
Champlin, Holman & Co. This con-
tract was abandoned the same yesfr
and re-l- et to small contractors. The
road ruos through the counties of
Montgomery, Stewart, Benton and
Henry, and Clarksville and, Mont-
gomery county, with only25,(X)0
inhabitants, asa monument to their
liberality and enterprise (upon a
large portion of which the city and
county is still paying taxes), out of
a capital s'.ock ol $1,395,000, furnish-
ed the means for the road's con-
struction, with the exception of
about $25,000, which was suDscribed
by the county of Henry. The con-

dition of the finances May 22, 1876,
bore a very slim - showing. The
receipts amounted to $G,008, and
the expenditures, $4,376. During
the financial panic of 1857 the road
suspended ail contracts between
Clarksville and the Tennessee river,
and work was not resumed until
the summer of 1857. Wm. A.
Quarles assumed the Presidency of
the road" in June, 1858, and placed
the remainfng portion of the road
between the Cumberland and Ten-
nessee rivers under contract, and in
1860 the remaining portion between
the Tennessee river and Paris,
twenty-si- x miles, were let out to
contractors. Gen. Quarles resigned
the Presidency on the 13th of No--

The many friends of this famous

company, in our city, will be
pleased to learn that they are vic
tors once again, having carried off
the $1,000 prize in the competitive
drill at New Orleans last week. A
special to the Appeal, says : -

The Chicks were the last to drill.
Their exhibition was a fitting ter-
mination to a splendid contest. All
the companies did well. A few in-
dividual errors in the manual of
arms at the commencement cause
slight apprehension among the
anxious watchers for Memphis.
The great reputation of the Chicks
caused the judges to give a close at-
tention to their movements as well
as soldierly appearance. Their
marching .at once awakened the
liveliest enthusiasm, which was as
much indulged in by the New Or-
leans people as by the Memphians.
In their movements very few errors
occurred and the bearing was mag-
nificent. As soon as they finished,
the people knew the Chicks were
winners of the first prize, but the
official announcement was not to be
made until after the "dress parade of
the balance. The contest for second
place was very close. The result of
that was also satisfactory to the
crowd, for Harry Allen's company
had been heavily backed for second
place. After their regular drill, the
Chicks gave some faucy movements
but it was too dark for them to be
seen by trie people on the grand
stand. About rive thousand per-
sons were present. When the offi-
cial announcement was given,
cheers went up from the crowd, and
a general rush was made to con-
gratulate the victors. As Harry
Alien is a Memphian and

his company's victory for
second placo was highly gratifying
to the Memphis delegation.

On their return to Memphis, last
Monday, they met with a most
brilliant reception at the hands of
their friends. A Megram to the
American says :

One of the grandest ovations ever
received by any organization was
tendered the Chickasaws Guards to-
night. The special train which
brought them from New Orleans
arrived at 9:30. They were met at
the depot by the Memphis Light
Guards and a delegation of ladies in
carriages. A procession was formed
and, with a band of music and
under the- escort or. the Light
Guards, the company marched
down Main from Washington
street. At every corner, a bonfire
was burning, and many of the busi-
ness houses were illuminated.

A
supper had been prepared at the
Peahody Hotel, of which the visit-
ors, after marching to their armory,
returned and partook.

AN EITOHT TO RF.OPLJI THE
STATE DEBT lirESTIOS.

The desperate scheme of the dis-
appointed bowses of, the. low-ta- x

party to prevent any settlement of
the state debt, has at last Culminat-
ed by the filing of an injunction bill
to restrain the funding of the debt
under the bill pulsed by the. last
legislature. ( .

This scheme Ls the result of an
alliance between two differeut inter-
ests. First, there is a political ring,
composed of the" desperate and dis-
appointed leaders of the repudiation
party,who, knowing that if thedebt
should once be funded under the
settlement bill, that it could never
after be disturbed; such settlement,

.under the coupon feature, consti-
tuting a contract that could not be
repealed by any subsequent legisla-
ture. To prevent this landing un-

til another canvas could be made,
and a legislature elected who wuld
repeal the act before the debt was
funded under it, is the object of the
political part of this combination.
They well know that they can not
sustain the allegations of their bill
upon final hearing, and that if they
could, that the facts relied upon by
them would not nullify the act; but
their h:pe is to sustain an injunct
ion long enough to enable another
legislature to be elected, who, they
hope, would repeal the act, and
thus reopen the question that has
given them all of their political
standing.

The other part of this unholy
combination is a gang of reckless
speculators,: who, it is said, have
lieen selling bonds short, and join
in this scheme to depress them that
they may buy and fill their con
tracts. For a mouth past it has
been well known that this ring have
been preparing for this state of af
fairs. The points of the bill we
take from the Nashville Banner,
and are as follows:

The bill first gives a history of the crea-
tion of the debt, ami alleges that a certain
Dumber of the bonds were illegally burned,
to-w- it: The Mineral Home Railroad bouds,
bond issued for war interest, aud bonds is-
sued lor war purposes. It charge that the
1(0 3 a t was procured by bribery; that a
majority of the Legislature met pledged
against any such scheme; that divers mem-
bers of the Legislature were engaged at the
time of the passage of the act In speculating
ill Tennessee bonds, the profits of which
speculation depended upon their votes;
that one member of the Legislature receiv
ed SlO.ouO, another lo,iiu), and a third was
paid but his heart failed him; he paid
the money back and he refused to vote for
the bill. In addition to the frauds alleged,
me uiii cuarg-t- uiui uie juu--a act is uncon
stitutional.

1. Because it appropriates revenue for a
period of ninety-nin- e years, while the con-
stitution directs that no appropriation shall
be made for a longer period than two years
or until the rise of the nextUeneral Assem
bly.i It charges that it violates the constltu
tion by conferring judicial powers on the
executive officers of the State, In that it di-
rects them to pass upon the legality or ille-
gality of the bonds.

3. It violates the provision of the constitu-
tion iu reference to the school fund, because
by the con pou feature of the act, the re ve-
il u- - raised to pay the interest on the school
land maybe diverted br tbecouDons to
pay interest on the bonds Issued under this
act.

4. It violates the constitution, which pro- -
viues mat me iegisiaiure suait nave no
power to suspend any general law lor the
benefit of any particular individual, nor topass any law for the benefit of individuals,
inconsistent with the general laws of the
laud, nor to pass any law granting to any
individuals rights, privileges, immunities
or exemptions other than such as may be
by the sums law extended to any member
of the community who may be able to
bring himself within the provisions of such
law. Said act provides for the funding of
bonds hejd. by certain bondholders, hut
r- - "VPis.iHiiHiB helii bv thecharlhie aud educational FiisuiUuons of
stale.

. It violates the constitution, which pro
vides taut all acts which repeal, revive or
amenu lormer laws, snail recite in their
caption or otherwise, the title or substance
of the law repealed, revived or amended.
Said act repeals the 51st section of the act
of March, 1S7.1, which prohibits the recep
tion oi any m ing dui treasury warrants, gold
aud silver coin. United Slates Hunk aud
Treasury notes, and old issue of the Bank
of Teunessee for taxes by makiug coupons
receivable for tuxes; and repeals sections
ziu uiu inclusive oi me uwe.

The so called constitutional points
are what the lawyers call the mer
est "fly speck criticism," and seem
of no importance. Indeed, the low-ta- x

judge who granted the fiat in it,
says that most oT these points he
deems to be of no importance. The
grievances of the bill consist in the
charge that the bill was passed by
improper and corrupt measures.
We do not hesitate to say that if
there was corruption in the passage
of the bill, that we hoie it will be
ferrited out, and both the corrupted
and corruptor will be dealt with to

. such an extent that they may be an
example for all time. Such charges,
however, are easily made, and are
the common resort of the defeated
party, and hence are entitled to no
credit whatever until they shall be
sustained by proof. During the
passage of the bill the air was full
of slanders, and it was freely charg-
ed that an extensive ring of low-ta- x

short sjteculators were freely using
money to defeat the bill. This
crowd on the other hand charged
similar taciics tj the friends of the
measure. This condition of affairs,
this loose charge of corruption, af-

fords the strongest argument in
favor of adjustment of the
debt, and the permanent removal
of the subject from polities. In the
olden days, before this agitation
against the payment of tho dbt
arose, no whisper against the in-

tegrity of a legislature would have
been countenanced. This demoral-
ization of the politics of the state is
solely chargeable to the making of
a political question out of our state
debt, and this is the feast that we
are invited to continue indefinitely
by Messrs. Marks, Savage & Co.,
and if their litigation accom-

plishes the purpose they have in
view, will, for the next decade,
subject every legislator, whether he
take the one side or the other to
charges or suspicions of corruption.
The legal question presented by
these charges affecting the motives
of the legislature has long since
been settled. Chief-Justic- e Mar-
shall, in the great case of Fletcher
vs. Peck, before the Supreme court
of the United States, held that no
court could declare an act of the
legislature void upon an inquiry
Into the motives of the men who
voted for it. He declared that the
courts and the legislature were co-

ordinate branches of trie govern-
ment ; that to the first was sub-

mitted all questions of legislation;
their judgement within the lines of
the constitution was conclusive,
and no court had authority to ques-

tion either the wisdom, justice or
motives of a legislature. If the
legislature had power to pass the
act, and had passed the act, then It

mast be accepted as the law,
although corruptly passed. This

case was one in which private

HOKE OFFICIAL t'ORUlPTIOS.

"A new broom sweeps clean,"
and it seems that at every, whisk of
these useful household articles iu
the hands of the new officials about
Washington, some hidden job of
corruption and thievery is unearth-
ed. This time it is O. L. Pitney,
custodian of the United. States treas-

ury building, whose rascality and
peculations have been discovered.
The developments in the investiga-
tion of his official accounts gr6w
more alarming the further they are
investigated. The duty of this
sweet-scente- d ward of the govern-
ment was, it seems, to purchase
everything needed in the treasury
building from its furniture and car-

pets to its books and papers, and
from the lowest bidder. This law
he totally disregarded, by forming
rings with certain chums and pals
from whom he purchased the neces-

sary articles at the most exorbitant
figures, keeping no ccount on his
books or vouchers therefor. One of
his subordinates testified in the in-

vestigation of the matter, that ;
All of his time, for several years,

has been consumed in doing work
for outfide parties, instead of work-
ing for the government ; that he
spent one month in working on a
new house owned by a high govern-
ment official ; that he Irequentiy
went from one house to auother of
peisons in government employ,
doing whatever they wanted, and
the money paid for his services was
charged round to different govern-
ment bureaus. He swears that he
made fifteen fac similes df the desk
used by Jefferson- - when he wrote
the Declaration of Independence,
and which was presented to the
government a year or so ago ; that
each of these immitation desks cost
$G0, the material for which was
paid for out of government money,
and charged among the materials
needed for vernmenf, uses. These
rlftpon desks were given out as
presents by the authorities in the
treasury to friends. The furniture
belonging to the treasury has been
loaned out on occasions of recep-
tions at certain residences.

It does seem strange, that such
open and barefaced robberies of the
government as the "Star Route"
frauds and the one above men-

tioned have not been detected
long ajo and the guilty parties
have a just punishment meted out
to them. Secretary Windom is
doing good work in exposing these
corruptions, and if he will only con-

tinue in his task, he will receive
the commendation of all the good
people of the country.

VTA It KOI TK lUAIIBS.

We notice that very little seems
to be doing at Washington for the
last few weeks towards pushing the
investigation of the gigantic frauds
perpetrated by Brady, Dorsey and
others in the postal departments of
the government. Postmaster-Gen- .
James gave great promise of much
needed reform and correction, in
the conduct of this very important
branch of the civil service, by his
prompt discovery of the criminal
transactions of Brady and his thiev-
ing contractors ; but the country
will not rest contented with the
simple expulsion of these men from
their official positions. The people
want to see them prosecuted to the
full extent of theiaw.and, if guilty,
placed behind the bars of a peniten-
tiary. The first flush of these offi-

cial thieves from their cover dis-

closed a mass of corruption which
startled the countjy. Upon the
very surface of the investigation it
was shown that Brady, Dorsey and
a horde of dishonest contractors had
jiocketed hundreds of thousands of
dollars of government funds, for
which no service was rendered.
The itcople desire and demand a
full and thorough sifting of the
whole nefarious business. Nothing
short of this will satisfy them.

It ls a fact worthy of comment,
that the reforms now being under-
taken in the post-offic- e and other
departments of the government,
were instigated by an administra-
tion to which the most prominent
leaders of the republican party are
fiercely antagonistic. They were
also opposed to the proceeding ad-

ministration, and derided any at-

tempt of Hayes to work any reform.
How long are tbe people going to
believe in such men ? It is a favor-

able sign of the times that publi
sentiment is now the avowed ene-

my of such men.
