The newspaper correspondent has
liecome an institution in this coun-
try, and as essential to the great
dailies as an editor-in-chie- f, lie is
undoubtedly an indispensable fact-
or in successful journalism, and he
Ht'ms in no way backward in mag-
nifying his office, and not tit ail
low in appreciating his own

In fact, a more previous
individual cannot well be found in
any of the walks of life. lie is fast
Itoeoming a nuisance, which the
sanctity of the family circle and the
safety of private reputation require
should be abated, or at least con-line- d

within legitimate limits. He
is willing to sacrifice everything to
a sensation. .The reputation of
man or womau seems a secondary
consideration to him if he can only
communicate to the paper that em-

ploys him, in advance of a rival
sheet, some startling scandal to
blaze in captivating headlines at
the top of its columns. The whole
thing may be a base and cowardly
lie, set alloat by some designing
scoundrel; but this makes no differ-
ence with the reporter ; he catches
the scandalous rumor on the wing,
and without stopping to enquire
whether It is true or false, or with-
out pausing to reflect what inno-
cent hearts may bleed over its pub-
lication, at once blazons it to thou-
sands of readers, who will never see
the correction if the whole thing
should turn out a cruel lie. This is
trailed "gathering the news," "and

the newspaper that gives it to the
world felicitates itself on being very
enterprising, and ahead of its

in keeping up with
the times. To collect and publish
the news of the day is one thing,
and a legitimate one for a news-
paper. To convert its columns into
a sewer through which filth is con-

veyed to the family circle, or to
erect the press as an altar on which
private reputation is offered up as a
sacrifice to appease the vitiated ap-jtetit- es

and prurient fancies of a
corrupted taste, is quite another
thing, and is a gross abuse and per-

version of the functions of journal-
ism. The sensational eorreond-en- t

delights in nothing .more than
in being able to thus utilize a Hying
rumor which smirches the reputa-
tion of some man who has hitherto
stood high in the community, or
soils the fair name of some lady
who has moved in respectable
circles. Whether the rumor is
based on truth or "is a falsehood
made out of whole cloth, and very
dirty cloth at that, he neither
knows nor cares. He has furnished
his paper with a sensation, and he
is happy. The private conversa-
tions of gentlemen are considered
public property, and ever and anon
a gentleman wakes up in the morn-
ing to see some remark made by
him in the privacy of the social
circle paraded before the world in
blazing headlines. Some sneaking
scavenger of the press hapjen3 to
le present, and at once determines
to signalize his own vigilance and
the enterprise of his newspajer by
dishing up for the public a private
conversation, which no one with
the smallest instinct of a gentleman
would think of repeating, much
less publishing in a newspaper.

Only the other day, what pur-ttort- cd

to be an "interview" with
Hayes was published,

in which Hayes was reported as in-

dulging in some very uncompli-
mentary remarks in regard to
Conkling and Blaine. On beiug
called to account about it, Hayes,
of course, most solemnity denied
ever saying anything of the kind,
liutlicdid say it. Yet, the publi-
cation of what he said, left him no
alternative but to remain in a very
unpleasant tlx or to lie out of it.
No one at all acquainted with
Hayes' eccentricities would doubt
for a moment what he would do
under such circumstances. A pri-

vate letter from Hayes has since
Ieen unearthed, in which lie admit-
ted having stated substantially
what the correspondent reported,
but he said the remarks were mado
in the confidence of private conver-
sation witli friends, and he had no
dream that they would be pub-
lished.

The publication of such a conver-
sation ought to disgrace any news-
paper or newspaper men who
would omploy, as a correspondent,
any creature capable of perpetrating
such an outrage upon all the rules
and usages of genteel society. But
the correspondent and his employer
both, doubtless, regard the airair as
an achievement which reflects great
credit on them as conductors of a
"live newsiaper." Another in-

stance. Some week or two since a
Washington correspondent of the
New York Times, a fellow rejoicing
in the name of lloot, deriving his
patronymic in all likelihood from
tlii! si milarity of his instincts to t hose
of a hog, sent a telegram to his
paper to the effect that some jKirties
in the Star Itoute rascality were
known to be particular friends o
Congressman Money, of Mississip-
pi. Now it would be difficult to
conceive or frame a sentence lietter
calculated to damage Money with
his constituents. The other day
Mr. Money went to Washington
and hunted up lloot, or Hog, or
whatever his name is, and asked
him if he sent that telegram to his
pain r. He admitted that ho did,
but begged to assure Col. Money
that he meant no reflection on his
character whatever. To which
Money replied: "That won't do,
young man ; if you didn't mean to
convey any inference by that lan-

guage, what was your purjiose in
using it ? Now, I propose to give
you just about three days to correct
that impression in your paper ; if
you don't do it within the specified
time, I'll make it personally un-

comfortable to you. That's all I've
got to say to you." Served him
right, and if he fails to correct it,

A correspondent writes to us from
L'eipsic as follows : The emigration
statistics of Germany are engaging
the serious attention of the Imperi-
al Chancellor,' who has submitted
to the Bundesrath tables showing
that during the year 1880 no fewer
than 11,454 young meB liable to
military service quitted the father-
land for America., . As the exodus
during the past year was . nothing
beyond the common, whereas this
season the numbers are assuming
really alarming proportions, it
seems likely that the military ser-
vice will be deprived of at least
20,000 young men. The worst fea-
ture of the case. tf' course, is that
the emigration of this class means a
two-rol- d loss to tne country tne
sinew and - bacEbone oi me ianu
are leaving it, and the aged, infirm
and children are left behind. It is
not a little, remarkable, perhaps,
that thechiel exodus seems to be
from Prussia. . Bavaria, with a
population equal to one-nint- h of
the whole of Germany, only sup--
nlips one-twentie- th or tne emi
grants, seeming to demonstrate the
fact that life in tho South is not
quite so unendurable as in Prussia
itself.

It seems probable that the tail is
not less than fifteen degrees in
length, while the head is as bright
as Jupiter. The new comet is loca
ted iu tne constellation or Auriga
about eight degrees from Capella,
and it is not improbable that it
may be the much expected comet
of 1S12, which should appear not
far from that locality. As the two
dispatches were received in Roches-
ter simultaneously, there is some
question as to whether the honor of
discovery, and the Warner prize of
f200, belongs 10 mr. itwarua or
Mr. Larkin.

Tiik following, which we clip
from the Memphis Appeal, gives
the result of a terrible railroad ac
cident which occurred on Friday,
June 2Jth, near Mariposa, Mexico
by which over two hundred lives
were lost ; recent heavy rains had
underminded the supports of the
bridjre. and though known to be
unsafe, the railroad officials persist
ed in running the trains; besides
those killed and burned to death
fifty others were seriously injured

A horrible catastrophe happened
on the Moreles raiiroau triuay
mtrht at 11 o'clock. The Provis
ional bridge fell while a train,
whiclv was drawn by two engines,
was passing over it, and the cars
and engines tumbled down a preci-
pice. The fire of the engine caused
a sreneral conflagration of a hun
dred barrels of brandy. The
dead number 197 soldiers and sev
enteen officers, not including rail
road officers. Of the women and
children of the soldiers forty were
more or less wounded, ahd only
about sixty were saved. The Sec
retary of Public Works and milita
ry physicians departed on Saturday
for the scene or the disaster.

"The list of seventeen officers and
1D7 privates killed does not include
railroad officials and employes, or
women or children of soldiers. On
ly sixty person, in all were saved
alive, anu of tnose torty are more
or less injured. For a moment af
ter the plunge of tho cars from the
bridge all was darkness. Suddenly
one hundred barrels or brandy,
loaded on two of the vans, caught
fire, and the burning fluid inunda
ted the mass of passsengers strug
gling in the ruins. Only the few
not disable or hopelessly wedged
in the timbers escaped. The dead
and living were wrapiied in a sheet
of flame, and slowly burned before
the eyes of the survivors, who were
unable to save them.
