Now, everything
is as still as the grave. ' What's the
matter ? We do not hear how
much was set; how it look?; in fact,
nothing about it ; how it was set;
whether iu setting the index linger
was used in the place of & stick so
that the dear, precious stuff would
live; whether the festive grasshop-
per eateth it or not, ditto 'the horn
worm ; and, if so, whether the fly
lays the egg on the under or top
side of the leaf ; whether it is best
to top high or low ; prime or not
prime, ana wnetner or not tne
ground leaves get dirty.

I received a letter the other day
from a gentleman, who lives in the
extreme northern part (Ashland
county) of Wisconsin, inquiring of
trie: "What do you know . of .Bur-
ley?"

My reply was: "Nothing; it is
dead." - In the spring of 1880 I sent
the same party some Oronoco seed
and told him how to cultivate, and
he has been raising it since for
home use. I told him I could sntl
him some: nf The "same kind,' but
Burley was dead. I actually shed
tears while writing that letter.

changed my mind. I'm nuttin
wid dat 'backer."

I then told him that was what
the Burley boom was gotten up for

to make money off the sale of the
seed ; otherwise, we would never
have heard of it. The thing is now
too transparent. So soon as the
seed were disposed of those engaged
in the business raked in their
"pile," and Burley. collapsed the
bubble burst.

As I said in a previous article in
the Chkoniclk, those engaged in
the business were like Paucks, the
rapacious collector of rents in
"Bleeding Heart yard," in Dick-
ens' "Little Dorrit," whose motto
was "squeeze 'em, squeeze 'era."

Still Another Comet.
Prof. Swift, Director of the War-

ner Observatory, Rochester N- - Y.,
hus just verified the discovery of
another comet, in the Constellation
of Auriga, made July 14th, by Prof.
J. M. Schaeberle, of Ann Arbor,
Mich. This new comet is apparent-
ly coming directly toward the
earth, and, for a telescopic comet,
is very bright ; indeed, it can readi-
ly be seen with a good opera glass.
It is quite remarkable that it
should be in just the spot where
the. present large comet was first
seen by the naked eye in this lati-

tude, and it shows that the two
bodies must have crossed each oth-

er's paths. This makes the fourth
comet discovered within ten weeks,
a circumstance heretofore unknown
in history. ; Prof. Schaeberle has
duly filed his application for the
Warner prize of $200, and as yet he
is the only claimant.

A TIIIP TO V El. LOW CHEEK.

Editor Chronicle: In compa-
ny with two friends, on Friday, the
loth, we left for Yellow creek. As
we were passing 'Squire Blackford's
Deputy Sheritf Batson came out
and said he would go with us. We
were very glad to have him to go,
for we wanted some protection, and
he being sheriff, just tilled the bill.
At half-pa- st eleven we reached the
head of Barton's creek or Baker's
cave. After taking a cool drink
and a little rest, the sheriff and the
writer went into the cave, with Mjr.
Baker's little boy 413 guide. After
we had gone forty or tifty yards,
our guide lighted his lamp, and the
scenery around us was grand.
Hanging from the arch were rocks
of different shape and colors, some
white, while others were as yellow
as gold, one in particular. It Was
something near three feet in length
and two and a half in diameter.
From the color of the mud around,
it, too, must have been mud it t some
time. It may have been century's
In petrifying. After crawling
around, wading the branch.and see-
ding all we could, we started back.
We were an hour in going one
hundred and fifty yards.

. Just at 4 o'clock we rode up and
dismounted "at Tom Roeers. in
Dickson county, near the north-
western railroad.

In conversa-
tion with two of the baldheaded
race, I asked the cause. One of
them said it was studying devil-
ment; the other said it was intel-
lect. As to the cause I do not know.
I am sure it was not early piety.
One thing I do know: bobtailed
dogs and baldheaded men are get-

ting to be very fashionable. After
our return from the Lodge, every-
thing was hurry and confusion
digging worms, hunting wasps
nests and getting everything to-

gether for a big fish. Mr. Editor, if
you ever went fishing you know all
about the excitement. It is useless
to say that we caught fish, for we
had them to our heart's content.
We had one genuine case of fish
founder the sheriff. We hardly
knew what to do with him,
whether to stand him in the branch
or bleed him. The last bulletin
from his physician said he was con-

valescing.
The crop prospect is good. Roast-Ing-ear- s,
