Notes from Jeffersonville Indiana,

Eprror CaroNcLi:—I  have
been here now about flve weeks
and I ean nssure you that I do not
yet feel at home. 1 often think of
the many kind friends I left in the
city of Clarksville. If Clarksville
only had a few enterprising men
who would start & few manafactur-
ing establishments there, what a
grund city it would be to live in.
Suppose, for instance, she had car-
works, gluss-works, a cotton factory
or rolling mills, something that
required skilled Inbor, who would
go there and lind permanent homes,
then her general business would
improve, her property increase in
value, houses would be built for
rent and there would be many ex-—
tra mouths to be fed. The car
works here alune ewmploy
1600 men at an average monthly
cost of $50,000. You would be sur-
prised fo see men coming from all
directions of a morning going to
work. The car-works and lumber
yards cover twent-five acres of
ground just outside the city limits
and they are increasing their busi-
ness all the time. Then the plate
glass-works here employ about 500
‘men in the manufaeture of pinte
giass, The two ship-yards here
also employ about 1500 men, By
the way, I see two small boals be-
ing built here for the Cuamberland
river trade, which appear to be
very nice boats. At the prison
there are contractors who work
600 of the convicts in the munu-
facture of all kinds of bhardware
and steel tools, also saddle-trees,
boots and shoes, and coopering,
and it is surprising to see the
amount of goods that class of labor
can make with the improved ma-
chinery they wuse. The govern-
ment also has a large supply depot
lere for all the southwest in the
way of eommissary and quarter-
masters stores;, wherein they give
employment to a large number of
needy and deserving women.

What Clarksville needs above
all things isa spirit of manufact-
uring enterprise, Bhe can never
be a thriving and prosperous city
until she realizes this fuct.

I have been trying ever since I
left Clarksville to rent a house
here and huve not been able to do
g0 as yet. My regards to all friends
and to the CaroNicrLe which is
eagerly looked for by your humble
servant. T regret to heuar of the
death of Mr. McGuire.
