LOCATION OF THE LISE.

The clearest
idea of the proposed live will be ob-
tained by commencing on the nap
of the United Stutes at Mobile, and
from that point fellowing the thir-
ty-eighth iaeridian of longitude |
northward to Chicage, It will bs
found that very near to this line lie
the eitics “of Mobile, Tusealoosa,
and Florence, Alabama, Clarksville,
Tennessee, Ewvansville, Indiana,
and Chieago, Illinois.

It i= proposad by the new Iine to
establish communication  between
these important cities, together with
the intervening country. Not that
it will be required to construct a
ling to Chicago. Mobile South and
Evansville North are the proposed
termini. Evansville once reached,
the communications from that’
point, not only with Chileago, but
every Important point North, East,
and West, are so abundantly estab-
lished alteady that all the purposes
of the road will be fulfilled.

RESOURCES OF THE LINE.

Itis a wonder that no railrond
has yet penetrated the country to
be traversed by this. It is a terri-
tory whose resources are inexhauvst-
ible, From Mobile jto North Ala-
bama, »s fine a colton country as
exists, is penetrated. In North Al-
abama [t strikes the iron mines and
conl measares, the development of
which was the purpose of those who
first started the project; then im-
medintely on entering Tennessee, it
strikes the rich iron country of
Wayne, Lewis, Hickman, Dickson,
and Montgomery ; reaching Clarks-
ville it is in the middle of the noted
tobaceo distriet, to which this city
has given Its nnme; besides which
it will be fed by the manufaclures
which such a line eunnot fail to de-
velop here. Then in its course
through Kentucky it taps as fine a
coal district as can be found south
of Pittsburgh; and at Evansville
opens communications with the en-
tire United States,

This whole country is at present
destitute of railroad communi-a-
tions. In its route through Ala-
bama and Tennessee it passes
through a tract averaging over filiy
miles wide, with the Mobile & Ohio
road on one side, and the Louisville
& Great Southermon the other, but
itself destitute of rilroad commu-
nication.
