In view of the statements made
by your correspondent, you ask if
it has not been the ruling of this
office that a man may twist, press
or put in any shape he desires, his
own tobacco for his own use,

In reply I have to say that this
office has never required » farmerio
pay a tux, either special or specific, |
on tobaceo which he has produced
and has personally prepared for his
own consumption, either in the
form of chewing or smoking tobae-
CO, cigars or cigaretles,

Ify, however, he employs other
persons to manufacture tobacco for
him, or to make or to manufacture
cigars or cigarettes, he becomes a
manufacturer within the statutory
definition, (see 9th and 10th sabdi-
visions of section 8244, U. S. Re-
vised Statates) and, as such, 1s lia-
ble to pay the special tax therin
imposed, and to otherwise qualify
#s a4 manufacturer ; and if he sells,
or removes for sale or consumption,
tabucco, snuil or cigars, he becomes
Hiable to pay the specific taxes im-
posed by law.
