Letter From Florida.
Kn i tor Ci I RON iclk : Th is is my

first attempt to write a letter for
your valuable ami highly apprecia-
ted pajer, which has been a dear
friend to me since I came to Flori-
da. I cajne to Oca la November
last. The orange, lemon and ba-

nana trees were loaded with lus-

cious yellow fruit. Ocala is the
present terminnst-- f one of the many
branches of the Florida Transit
ltailrond. It is the county seat of
Clarion county, and lies 100 miles
southwest from Jacksonville. Its
Imputation is 1,200. There are six
churches; three for whites, Metho-
dist, Baptist and Episcopal, and
two for colored ; two public school,
one white and one colored ; three
hotels, and several boarding houses.

Within the borders of Marion lie
several leautiful lakes, viz: Or--

ange, Lock, Lucia and Weir lakes
and around these are some of the
largest and oldest orange groves in
the state. Marion contains a good
deal of hammock land, as it is call-

ed. Hammock simply means ele-

vated and more or less rolling hard
wood land, pine lands are mtstly
level, al frays sandy and poor. The
growtli of hammock are mag-
nolia, grandillora, sweet gum, while
oak, dogwood, ash and other hard
woods. In most places, cabbage
pal mettoes, the only large palm of
this section of the Stale. The wild
orange is found in the hammocks.
The soil is composed of sand, but is
iuite rich both in minerals and

vegetable matter, the former is con-

tributed from the lime stone rook,
composed almost wholly of large
and small shells. The hammock
land cover only a small area of
Florida, .r to 10 kt cent., the larger
lortion bearing the long leafed piue
scourged with the dwarf palmetto.
