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THE CHRONICLE AND READJUSTING.
The CaroxNIcLe hasfrom the very

beginning, maintained but one view
concerning the public debt of Ten-
nessee, and that view as time and
time stated, was and is, that the
State was legally and morally bound
to pay every dollar of our bonded
debt. We have at all times insist-
od that she wus entirely able to re-
sume and continue the payment of
interest upon our debt, and that the
wood name as well as the true ma-
terial interests of the State pointed
out such paymeunt a3 not only the
honest, but the wisest eourse,

We have constantly maintained
that inasmuoch as the friends of the
eredit of the State, were in no wise
responsible for the condition of af-
fnirs which had forced ocur creditors
to sce that they could not induce
the full payment of their demands,
und to propose an abatement and
compromise ; that it was altogether
right and just to endeavor Lo aid in
secaring the acceptance of any prop-
osition coming fromi them. DBat
we have also steadily msintained
that the State could not consist-
ently with her dignity, power
amd eredit chafer with, or dictate
terms to them. If a creditor be
hatiled by his debtor and payment
of his demwand unjustly refused, the
creditor may propose terms of set-
tlcment in order that he may at
least obtain part of that which is
Justly due, Insucha case the friends
of the debtor who have before ex-
hausted  their influenece to induce
him to pay all of the demand they
deemed just, may now honorably
say, ‘'we cannot approve your con-
dact in having tritled with your
honor, your credit and your best in-
terests, by the snjust refusal to pay
that which all enlightened and just
mien thought due from you, bat in-
asmuch yvou have taken this
course, and the creditor is withoat
any legal remedy, we now advise
you to accept the terms offered you
by your criditor, inasmuch as they
voncede every possible eguity that
the most partinl friend conld sug-
rost, and while such settlement will
not fully reinstate your credit and
integrity, yet by aceepting the lib-
eral terms otlered, you will have an
end to this dodging of constnbles
amd at least partially re-instate
yourself,"”?

Such is the course of Tennessee
and her ereditors and such has been
the adviee of the CHRONICLE tothis
debtor State. We are now urged
to change the tone of advice and
say to the debltor: “*You have been
able to beat the ereditor out of 40
per ecent, of his claims by the course
you have pursucd, now, although
we believe you have acted the ras-
cal in this whole matter, and that
you not only owed all your creditor
claimed, but were able to pay it,
yet we advise you to reject the
proposition made you, although it
is liberal amd fair, and offer him
another so har<h that you may be
sure he won't take it, and when he
does reject it you ecan then say:
‘Well you ean’t make anything out
of e and if you don't tuke what 1
have offered, you ean just go to the
devil,' "

THE NAME,

For short intervals the name of a
purty is sufficient for recognition.
Since the war, till quite a recent pe-
riod, there has been no difficulty in
distinguishing the Republican and
Demnoeratie parties fromn oue anoth-
er; itis true that greenbuek theo-
ries and rendjusting und repudiun-
tion have of late rendered the Dem-
ocratic party less easy of recogni-
tiow, and the Republicans are sorely

the conflicting claims of Stalwarts
and half-breeds; buat, down to the
commencement of Lthese perplexing
complications, there has been no
diffieulty in defining what isa Dem-
oerat and what a Republican. The
truth is, however, that both these
names have been used is senses by
no wenns identienl, at different pe-
riods of our history.

The Republican of the days of
Hamilton and Jeflerson was not
only diverse in his convictions from
the Republican of Seward and  Jefl,
Davis’ times, but diametrically op-
posite in all his convictions. The
first Republicans were State-rights
men as opposed to centralization,
those of our own timme are central-
ists as opposed to State-rights: but,
in regard to these two entirely scp-
arate and distinet organizations,
there could be no confusion or per-
plexity of thought ns the two wore
not continuous, The eoalition of
Mr. Clay with Mr. John Q. Adan
in 1826, completely broke up both
the existing parties (Federal and
Republiean) and new organizations
were set on foot in which neither
of the old names were uscd—men
ceased to be Federals and Republi-
cans and ealled themselves Whigs
and Democrats,
eral’ was foreverdropped in polities)

The term Demuoerat, on the con-
trary, has been coatinuous, and it
becomes the more important to as-
certain with care how f it has
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far
been used in the same sense at dif-
ferent times and in different parts
of the country. Not to speak ol
different shades of meaning ussign-
ed to it before the war, it must be
admitted that it came lo have a
different meaning after that event
from what it had before it: before
the war both Whigs and Democrats
were to be found in all sections of
the country and they were divided
by their opinions on questions of

It must be admitted that the Dem-
ocratic party after the war was
something widely different from

ADDRESS OF THE STATE
DEMOORATIC OOM-
MITTEE

To the People of Tennesses.

The endersigned, a committoe ap-
pointed by the Democrats of Ten-
nessee, to present 1o the people of
the State the reasons which impell-
ed them to dissent from the action
of the Readjustors, submit the fol-
lowing :

The juint convention of the two
win® of the Demoeratic party,
which assembled at Nashville on
the 20th instant, failed to harmno-
nize, and for the reason that a large
majority of those present adopted
resoluticns in regard to our State
debt, plainly wnd distinetly in op-
wsition to every declaration made

of Demperatic Government.

The resolutions declared the set-
tlement of the State debt made by
the Legislature with our creditors

This offer was made after months
of dlscussion through the press and
on the hustings, and therefors must
be accepted as the ultimatum of a
majority of the jont conyention.

As far back
1869, when Go.v Brownlow's rule
was overthrown and the disfran-
