Having done so, the
seller confers a favor upou the buy-
er, at least equal to that which the
former receives in payment 01 him
bill. Then why should a collector
be subjected to so much tliscourte- -
v? A real gentleman, one wno

has a projer appreciation of w hat
is due to others, is never guilty of
such impoliteness. The collector
who talis for his money is treated
with as much resieet and consider-
ation as is shown the buyer when
he makes purchases. This dejiort-nien- t

should be universal, and the
man who departs from it, and who
pays the money he honestly owes
grudgingly and with mai ked ex-
pressions of ill-wi- ll toward the re-

ceiving party, is lacking in one of
the most important essentials of
fair and square manliness, aud
more than that, iu business tact.
