HON. JAMES GARLAND.

The Most Remarkable Judge in America.

The Hon. James Garland, now,
ninetly yeurs of age, presides as
Judge of the Criminal Court of
Lynchburg, V. On the 6th of
June 18352, the Bar of Lynehburg,
gave him a pangquet in celebration
of his ninticth birthday. Jodge |
Garland is the father of Mrs. Bettie
Cole, who formerly resided in this
county, nnd the grand-father of Miss
DBettie Garland of our city,

Hoo"s Charge Across the Frankhn Plamn fo
the Bank of the Harpeth.

We had pressed tha enetny for
miles apon  miles, and at Jast hwl
themn in a trap with & river in their
rear, Al the sound of a gun in our
center, which wus the sigoal, our
movement  began—uofficers, 'hulh
field and stafl and line, In thelr as-
signed plmm by Hood's order, lead-
ing.
