It is urged by a great many hith-
erto State Credit men that they in-

tend to support Bate upon the
ground that Senator Bailey, Doak,
Fussell & Co., bolted the conven-
tion of the 20th of June.

The present canvass in this State
bids fair to be. very warm and hot-

ly contested. Hero at the outset

Editor Chronicle: The ques-
tion has often been asked "why did
not a larger number of delegates
publicly signify their disapproval of
theaction of the2()th-of-Jun- e conven-
tion and withdraw?"

D. B. Coojter, ol Maury, aroe and
entered the protest ot hi usell and
friends, a delegate Irom Davidson
entered a protest signed by a num-
ber of his coiioiy delegates, and a del-
egate from Henry a like protest ; at
this juncture, aud while twenty-liv- e

or thirty gentlemen from various
portions of the house were trying
to get recognition from th' chair for
the same purisc, the ltw-ta- x

crew, seeing that the bolt was tak-

ing a formidable shajte, raised a
yell to adjourn and the motion was
declared carried in the utmost con-

fusion. Thus effectually (tutting on
the gag and preventing the Stale
Credit Democrats from withdraw-
ing in a body as they would have
done if there had been any tossiole
slow. Let the (teople understand
this and they will readily see why
the Rcadjusters were so ready to
undo part of their hasty work,
when they met at night ; they found

THE STATE DEBT.

Editor Chroniclk: Our State
debt is at present the only question
which distracts a hitherto united
Democracy in the great State of
Tennessee. While Mtliticians are
discussing and demagogues are agi-

tating tho question, it is almost im-

possible for the honest yoemanry of
the country to give it that fair and
impartial consideration which its
status and im(Krtance demand. I
am one among many thousands in
Tennessee who believe that this
debt would have been settled long
ago, with entire satisfaction to the
landholders, if distractionists for
political preferment had only
ceased to agitate. There is certain-
ly honesty in the great body pol-

itic to do right if lot alone, but the
great misfortune with many of us
is, wo do not know what is right,
having so many counsellors and ad-

visers.
Discuss as we may, and agitate to

our heart's content, there are but
three questions to be considered:
First, is it an honest debt? Second,
is it honest to repudiate, or even
scale an honest debt? Third, are
able to pay it ?

In discussing the first proposition
wo will stato that it is argued by a
great many, that during Brown-low'- s

Dynasty a goodly number of
bonds were issued not having tho
sanction of the tax-paye- rs of Ten-
nessee, in as much as they were at
that time disfranchised and had no
representation. It matters but lit-

tle whether they were issued fraud-
ulently or wrongfully, tho main
question' comes up, did the State of
Tennessee reap the benefit of the
proceeds? If so, then anil in that
case these bonds should be prompt-
ly paid, and will be paid if the tax-
payers are as honest as I believe
they are. If the State of Tennessee
did not reap the Itonont of said
bonds and they were issued without
authority, then and in that case
they should not In- - paid, and the
bondholder took the same under
the old maxim, icavett etnitor."

As to the second and third propo
sitions, we do not propose to discuss
in the present pajter further than to
say that it is certainly dishonest to
repudiate any honest debt, whether
contracted by the State under legal
authority or by private individuals
under their own free will and ac-

cord. As to a debt being scaled
honestly, this detends upon a free
and voluntary agreement between
the debtor and creditor. If the
debtor Is unable to pay and the
creditor, appreciating , the position
and circumstances, chooses to take
less, then there is no injury to any
one and a fair, honest transaction
is effected, but it is wrong, decided
ly wrong for the debtor to say I will
give' you so much ami no more,
here again honor steps in and dic-
tates the terms of settlement, viz :

for the debtor to pay what he is
able to pay, and let a credit pro
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stitutes a majority or a minority of
the couference does not effect that
position at all.

Tho conference then having failed
in its purposrj as most men fore-
saw the Democrats who remained
called their convention for the 11th
of July, reported their platform in
accord with every previous utter-
ance of the party, nominated their
candidate for Governor and there
the matter rests. The resulting
platform and nominee have every
title to recognition as the Demo-
cratic platform and candidate. The
secession was made in 1880. We
see with regret so many good Dem-
ocrats joining it in 1882, but that
makes no difference in the duty of
the faithful who remain, they and
they only have the privilege and
responsibility of acting for tho
Democratic party ; for the action of
those who prefer to join the seced-
ing rcadjusters they are not respon-
sible, nor is their position affivted
by that secession, be the numbers
what they may.

As to the nickname of Bolters
which it has attempted to llx upon
them, they are indifferent to the
attempt, as . the thing they aban-
doned was not the Democratic
tarty, but simply an abortive con-

ference lietween the Democratic
arty and a faction which had re-

volted from it.
This is what the convention of

The Courier-Journa- l is now daily
using its columns in an unwise and
weak effort to uphold and support
the unholy cause of repudiation in
Tennessee.

"Tlie division in tho Democratic
(inrty in Tennessee seems to be past
all healing, which, considering the
cause, is not to bo rcgreted. A sol-
idity purchased by the sacrifice of
convictions, by the suppression of
opinions, cannot long be maintain-
ed. When the repudiation element
left the convention at Nashville
in 1880 the issue was clearly
made ; harmony then could only be
secured by committing the party
to readjustment, to repudiatetlon,
to a refusal to fulfill sacred obliga-
tions. Before the division the debt
paying element was anxious for a
compromise ; they cousentod to
sacriilces which were exceedingly
dangerous ; they made concessions
which, later on, their calmer judg-
ments could not justify. When

anil, failing to secure their demands
set up a separate organization tho
Democratic party, relieved of a dis-
cordant element, was enabled to
plant itself in n stronger losition,
and secured a popular support and
approval, which, otherwise, would
have been sought in vain. The
course of the Tennessee Democrats
was approved by the National con-
vention, and it commends itself to
right thinking men everywhere.
Defeat under such circumstances
was far more honorable than victo-
ry purchased by compromises. By
the determination of tho tarty in
1880 to use all its power to wipe out
the stain of repudiation, more was
done for Tennessee, more for the
juirty, more far the advancement
of Southern interests, than was jtos-sib- le

Such expressions of opinion, com
ing as they do from Col. Colyar, an
intelligent gentleman and one who
has made, both as a citizen'and an
editor of one of the leading news
papers of the State, a special study
of this vexatious question, ought
indeed to have great weight with
those who honestly desire its final
settlement. It seems to u. that as
tiie protosed 50-- 3 compromise can
never bo carried out, it is the bouu
den duty of every good and law-abidi-

citizen of the State to stand
for the maintenance of a settlement
already made and already a law up
on the statute books of the Slate.

The voice of justice, of reason and
of common sense as well as a plain
duty to ourselves calls for its Arm
and faithful maintenance.
