maintained, He touched in a cur-
sory manuer upon the eanvass of
1380 and thesubsequent actious of the
Legislature that finally resulted iu
the present settlement. He did not
for once guestion the validity of the
settlement or the inability of the
State to pay, but fell back apon the
poor argument that 1t was a Repub.
lican measure and did not meet
with the approbation of the people,
e then followed the example of
