Home controversy having arisen

Death of Judge W. H. Humphreys.
The distinguished jurist, whose

name heads this notice, died on
Monday evening last, at the resi-
dence of his son-in-la- Capt. John
W. Morton, near Nashville, Tenn;,
in the 77th the year of his age lie
was the .son of Judge Parry W.
Humphreys, famous in the early
judicial annals of-th- e State, and
brother of the late Judge Robert W.
Humphreys, of this city. The Ban-
ner says of him :

' " .

The deceased had long occupied a
position of prominence as a member
of the legal profession, and was as
well known as any public man in
the State. He commenced thepractice ol law in 1828, was a mem-
ber ef the constitutional convention
of 1834, afterwards a Representative
in the Legislature, in 1839 elected
Attorney-Gener- al and Reporter ofthe decisions of the Supreme Court,
in which position he contiuued until
1&51. Two years later he was ap-
pointed by President Pierce, United
btates District Judge, which heheld until the breaking out of thewar between the states, when hewent South and remained until theclose of that eventful period. As aReporter and Attorney-gener- al hemade himself famous, and Humph-
reys' Reports will continue to bequoted for generations to come. Inhis death the State lost one of hermost able jurists, and the prolession
one of its most honored members.

Many years ago Judge Humph-
reys practiced his profession in this
city and was known to many of
our older citizens. He has relatives
yet living in this city.
