New Ferry Boat.

The new ferry-boat, which Mrs,
Johns has had built for the town
ferry, is nearly finished and will
soon take the plice of the old one.
It is a buoy-boat and for material,
workmanship and safety is certain-
ly the best ferry boat we ever saw
on Cumberland river; it is sixty-
five feet in length and fourteen feet
in width, each gunwale is a solid
piece sixty-five feet long, thirty
inches deep and six and a half
inches thick, clear of sap; the bot-

| tom is of seasoned white oak, one

and a balf inches thick, put on
“steamboat fashion,” that is, run-
ning fore and aft, the deckiong of the
same material well spiked; the
aprons at each end are wide and
well put together, with five heavy
hinges made of wagon tire reaching
clear across and turning over on the
outside. Everything about the
boat is of the best material and put
