The Drift Towards Prohibition.

Few people realize the progress
that is being made in this country
in the Temperance cause., Dr, Dan-
iel Dorchester shows by fMets in
the Christian Advoeate how strong
iz the drift towards Prohibition,
He cites, first, the long record for
Prohibiticn of Maine, New IHump-
shire, Verimont, the shorter record
of Kansas, and the recent Prohibi-
tion victory in Iowa. Probably not
less than ten other States, he adds,
are moving for a Constitutional
Amendment similar to that lately
adopted by lowa. Under “local
option” Probibition: obtains in
quite a pumber of towns and
cities in New Jersey; In Logan
| county, Medin, and other places in
Pennsylvania; in nearly all the ru-
rinl districts in South Carelina; in
forty-two counties, besides church
and school neighborhoods in Geor-
gia, equal in all to one-half the area
of theé State; in ten to fifteon coun-
ties and numerous distriets in Ala-
bawa; in large districts in Missis-
sippi; in many parishes in Loulisi-
ana; in aboul one-half the State,
under the “four-mile law,” in Ten-
nessee; in large sections in Arkan-
sas; in several connties in Texus.
The votes given in various State
Legislatures in 1881, cited by Dr.
Dorehester also, are signifieant.
In Wisconsin the vote in the House
stood 51 yeas to 39 mays. In that
State in 1578, 15,000 people petition-
e for Prohibition ; in 1879, 10,000);
in 1880, 100,000 ; and a still larger
number in 1881. In Pennsylvania
the vote ia the House was 109 to 39,
the measure failing in the Senate.
In Michigan the IHouse voted 63 to
33, the Senate 21 to 10—the neces-
sary two-thirds being wanting by
ouly one vote in the House and by
three votes in the Senate. In Ne-
braska the record was 49 to 28 in
Ohio, in the House 77 to 16, in the
Sennte 20 to. 11 (lost by four votes)
in Illinois, House 46 to 51, Senate
16 to 21; in Nebraska, 49 to 25; in
West Virginia, 40 fto 20 in the
House; in Arkansas, House 66 to
173 in Texas, House 41 to 34, Benate
23 to 7, Hereare a large number of
majorities that bid fair before long
o increase to the requisite two-
thirds. The Temperance skies evi-
dently are brightening.

The Prompt Payment of Bills.

The advantages to be derived
from the prompt payment of bills
are not sufliciently recognized by
many business men. That defer-
ring payment of bills' beyond the
time of their maturity is an act of
injustice towards the payee is eloar-
ly seen, but the injury suffered by
the payer, in case ol delay, is not so
commonly noted.

ys its bills tardily, investigations
into its credit and suspicions of the
soundness of its financial standin
naturally arise, causing loss of busi-
ness and vexation to the firm, even
when it maay be perfectly able to
pay all claims against it. On the
contrary, when a firm pays its bills
promptly, it is the best guarantee
that its financinl standing is good,
and econfidence in ils stability is #o
great that no guestions are asked,
Moreover, the prompt payer of bills
can always buy goods cheaper than
a negligent payer, whose trade I8
often shunned by the best firms. It
would be well for tardy payers,
even if they are too selfish to con-
sider the just cluims of payees, to
gpend a little time in reflocting on
the great injury to themselves whieh
results fron: delay in settling their
bills,
