its large tobacco market, which is
losing none of its -

manufacturi interests, which
need a little more public spirit to
increase them ; its fine schools and
a reputation for morality and intel-
ligence, it is destined to grow to be
a city of importance in the not dis-
tant future. With a banking capi-
tal and deposit of at least $750,000,
and a commercial capital of $600,-
000, it has the necessary wherewith-
al to open up avenues of (rade, and
to compete with other points for
custom. The wealth of rksville
will compare favorably with that of
any place of itssize in the South-
west. Many of its capitalists, how-
ever, have their funds invested in
securities, which pay them interest,
but add nothing towards building
up the place. It has been said that
a publie debt is a national blessing,
but as & means of locking up wealth
it is undoubtedly a national curse,
If one-half the money now hoarded
here by capitalists was put into
manufactories the popalation of
Clarksville would increase in a few
years at least 100 per cent. Unpro-
ductive capital is a bane to civili-
zation. herever and in whatever
branches of indastry -circulating
eapital is actively and profitably
employed we see an increase of
fixed capital, and the change of cir-
culating into fixed capital is one of
the surest indications of a prosperous
community. Itis the duty of every
citizen to encourage and promotelin-
dustry. The unaqnal distribution of
wealth in any community is caused
by the locking up of capital. Wealth
is created by the union ot ecapital
and labor. Manufactories bring into
service men who are otherwise con-
sumers and not producers. They
encourage and promote industry
and distribute wealth, What
Clarksville greatly needs is the
withdrawal of a larger portion of its
wealth from investments in United
States and other bonds, that the
wealth thustied up may pe put into
manufactories, ith fine iron beds
in almost a stone’s throw of this
city, coal flelds adjacent and inex-
haustible torests of all the most val-
uable timber known to the age in
close proximity, it seems strange
that there is not enough energy and
foresight among the many moneyed
men of Clarksville to bring together
these products and reap the benefits
of their cirenlating eapital by add-
ing to their individual wealth and
the wealth of their city. But this
does not argue that there are not
live men in Clarksville. As a gen-
eral thing the commercial men are
a live body of men, as is evidenced
