Death of Leon Gambetta. the French States-
man-

Leon Gambetta, the great French
statesman and politician died at
Paris on Monday night, .the 1st
inst., in the forty-fift- h year of his
age, after a short illness. Sev-
eral weeks ago he received a slight
wound from the accidental dis-
charge of a pistol which he was
handling, but this, it appears, had
no immediate connection with h
death. The dispatches only stating
that he died of piemia or blood-poisonin- g,

resulting from suppress-
ed erysipelas. Although as yet a
young man, he was looked upon as
one of the foremost men of the
times and, perhaps, France's great-
est statesman. He had held many
offices of distinction and was at one
time the premier of the French
cabinet. He was an ardent friend
to the Republic and had much to
do with the establishment of that
form of government after the fall of
the Napoleonic dynasty. He was
considered a great orator and states-
man and a true patriot and was
immensely popular with the people.
It has been said of him that "since
the death of Thiers there was not
in France a man who could be com-
pared to Gambetta. He stood, like
Saul, head and shoulders above his
compeers." It is not believed his
death will effect in any way the
stability of the French Republic.
