' After a. protracted illness and
much suffering, Mr. J. H. Pearce
succumbed to the fatal and compli
cated disease that baffled the skill
of his physicians.

He was a royal arch
Mason and a member of the Lodge
of Knights of Pythias in this city
Clarksville has lost in Mr. Pearce a
good citizen and his death is very
generally regretted. His wife and
an adopted daughter survive him

The funeral took place at 2 o'clock
m., yesterday (Friday,) with

services by Rev. J. W. Lupton at
the residence. The remains were
interred in Greenwood Cenetery
with burial rites by Cumberland
Lodge, K. of P.
