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UNDELIVERED SPEECHES,

A paragraph h_a_‘

s been going the
rounds of the press for some time
which states that an undelivered
speech of Gen. Joe Wheeler, of Ala-
bama, cost the Government a large
sum of money to have it printed in
the Congressional Record. The par-
agraph has brought this unpardon-
able custom of Congressmen before
lh.e public in a strong light aad
elicited much adverse eriticism,
The American people fail to recog-
nize the benefit deriveed from
these unspoken speeches. They
are too elose kin to “unkissed kis-
ses” and “songs that were never
sung™ for the practical public of
this utilitarian age to catch on to
their value as works of art. It is
not claimed that they have any
practical value, or that they accom-
plished any real good. They are
printed to gratify the vanity of
congressmen who eould not be
heard on the floor, und to show
what such members would have
said if they had only had a chance,
They act asa mild deception for
the unwary constitwents, who are
not posted as to this kind of proced-
ure, and lead them to believe that
their immediate representative has
made a very brilliant record in
Congress. A distinguishing trait of
the American people is a propensity
to stick to business and to eschew
what is not business. They admire
eloquence when it serves a purpose,
but fail entirely to appreciate that
kind furnished by the posthumous
speeches of the Congressional Rec-
ord.

The matter complained of
amounts to an evil and publie senti
ment demands its correction. There
is no sense or sound purpose in ap-
propriating thousands of dollars at
every session of Congress to print
these speeches that were never de-
livered, it Is an imposition on the
people to gratify the wvanity of a
few petty politicians. Then, too, it
makes an incorrect report of Con-
gressional proceedingsand is, in that
particular alone, s great wrong.
The democratic majority of the
next house can make a happy hit
by putting an ead to this conceited
practice. The public will appreciate
sach action and the Congressional
Record will be read with more in-
terest when it is known that it con-
tains nothing except what was ac-
tually spoken on the floor of the
Iouse or Senate. The custom adds
nothing to the glory of the Congress-
men who indulge in it. To the re-
verse, it puts them in a light rather
bordering on the ridiculous and is
in no way calculated to enhaoce
their reputation with sensible peo-
ple. A member of the next House
can add more to his fame by a mo-
tion 1o abolish this custom than by
publishing, at the pubhec expense,
the best unspoken speech that ever
adorned the Record.

. Teacher's Institute.
The Teac
sembled in the Howell School build-
ing Saturday was well attended by
the teachers of the county, but the
publie generally failed to manifest
that interest that such an oceasion
should have excited. Buperintend-
ent Miller seems to be very earnest
in his efforts to promote the eause of
public education. It is & good
cause, not from a seatimental point
of view, but practically considered.
It prowmises advaneement and solid
benefit to the interests of the coun-
try and should be encouraged by
business men and leading citizens.
Counties that have good public
schools will attract good citizens
and lands in such counties will ap-
preciate in wvalue. Sowme of the
counties of Tennessee are awaken-
ing to this fact and those that do
not will soon be left behind in the
march of progress.

The Institute Saturday was called
to order at 10 a. m., by County Su-
perintendant J. Miller, who presid-
ed over the meeting, ex officio. Mr,
A. P. Crutcher was made Secretary.
The exercises cousisted in the dis-
cussion of" various edacational and
school topies which were joined in
by the male teachers present., The
ladies, who could, no douabt, have
made some very interesting and in-
struetive speeches on the subjects
discassed, modestly declined to take
part in the debates. Dr. D. F,
Wright, who isa member of the
school board, manifested his interest
by being present and muking some
very pointed and pertinentspeeches,
Pending the discussion of the best
mode of teaching arithmetic, the
doctor said that he had obseryed
that raany examples i the arith-
metics, now in use, were very dif-
ficult of solution by the rules pre-
scribed, but became easy enough
under the use of algebraic symbols.
Observing the principle thal the
simplest methods should be taught
first, he thought that rudimentary
algebra should be taught prior to
the more intricate methods of arith-
metie, He proposd a remolding of
the text books on this plan. This
speech brought out some remarks
from Mr. Barbee and the County
Superintendant, the former approv-
ing the proposed change and the
Iatter expressing a preference for ex-
isting methods.

Prof. Broadhurst illustrated his
mode of teaching the arl of penman-
ship by some strokes on the black-
board and made some remarks
about his ideas of teaching in gener-
al. He thought the most essential
thing was to interest the pupil in
his studies, Mr. Barbee read a
well prepared and lengthy essay on
school discipline, whick consamed
the remainder of the morning ses-
sion.

The CHRONICLE reporter found
it impracticable to attend the aflter-
noon session but learned that the ex-
ercises were as interesting as those
of the morning.

Our
object is to purchase the property
and convert it into a beautiful littie
park, with bordered walk-ways,
seats and music stand, with grassy

I'he exact monument is not conclu-
| ded on by the committee, though
it will not materially differ from the
l design shown by our friends the
canvassers for subseriptions.

We as a committee duly appoint-
| ed for that purpose, call upon all

ficent and beautiful monument,
erected to our Confederate dead,
towering in view of the Capitol and

! THE BOSS METEOR.
| 1t Kulis® a family Knocks Down a House and
I' Terrorizes a Whole

| Community.

[ The following appeared in the
Cincinpati Enquirer of 16 inst, It
may be true but the fact that Towm
| Ochiltree has recently returned
home from Congress makes usa lit-
tle skeptical. It has a family re-
semblance, too, to that report of the
sinking of Wade's furm at Reelfoot
lake which got into print sometime
ago, and that fact is not calculated
to increase our credulity. However,
ifitisa lie itisa good one and is
meretorious in that particular if no
other. Our readers can form their
own opinions,

DaLnas Texas, April 15,—The
following telegram has been receiv-
ed from Wllhiam’s Ranch, Brown
County, dated the 14th: About
two o’ciock this morning a ponder-
ous meleor fell from the heavens
upon the outskirts of this town,
killing several head of cattle and
completly destroying the dwelling-
house of Martinez Garia, a Mexicun
herdsman, who with his family,
consisting of a wife and five chil-
dren, was buried beneath this mon-
ster meteor. ‘I'he greatest conster-
nation prevails here over this singu-
lar phenomenon. The descent and
shock from which may be compared
to the shoek of an earthquake and
thedescent ofan immense ball of fire.
In shape it resembled somewhat
the Court-house at Fort Worth, and
is still hot and steaming. It is im-
bedded in the earth probably 200
feet, and towers above the surface
of the earth about seventy feet, and
will cover about one acre of ground.
The concussion was terific. Nearly
every window in town was shatter-
ed to atoms. People were hurled
violently from their beds on to the
floor. Goods in store houses were
thrown from the shelves, and every
thing was thrown into a state of
chaos and confusion. No lives were
lost as far as heard from, except the
Mexican herdsiman and his family
although several buildings fell to
the ground, and cattle fled in terror
in every direction. The air was
filled with a sulphreous gas, and the
wildest confusion prevailed, as it
was a long time before any body
could even conjecture what it was,
This is undoubtedly one of the lar-
gest meteors that has eyer fallen in
Texas, and it has already been visi-
ted by many people, and willdoubt-
less continue to attract great atten-
tion for months to eome. Great
| excitement prevails, not only here, |

but all over the surrounding coun-
try, in conscquence of this singular
phenomenon, .
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Result of Rabate.
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The Boston Post of the 16th gives
a table showing tne total gross ex-
changes at the twenty-six leading
clearing houses of the United States
for the week ending April 14th,
together with the percentage coin-
parison with the total gross exchan-
ges for the corresponding week in
1882.
