One of _the most peculiar eases
ever tried in the courts of this coun-
try had a hearing here to-day, The
defendants were D. E, Westcoltand
his wile, who were prosecuted for
the inhuman practice of burning the
hands of their two sons, Willie and
Charlie, by placing them upon a hot
cooking-stove to cure them of the
habit of stealing. The couple did
not attempt to deny that they hud
placed the hands of the boys on the
stove, but they pleaded that in ex-
tenuation of the act that the stove
wits not red-hot, as had been alleged.
Mrs. Wescott, whao is a strong mind-
ed step-mother of rehigious tenden-
cies, told the ecourt that she knelt by
the stove with little Willie and tried
to impress him with the fact that
that was the throne of grace, and
that the heat which made him howl
when it touched his palm was in-
tended to remind him of the tor-
ments of eternal fire which awaited
him unléss he reformed forthwith.
Then she prayed, and asked tho boy
to unite with her while she contin-
ued to hold his hands on the purga-
torial metal, but instead of being
reconeiled to his martyrdom the lad
yvelled with pain and terror and

thrilled the neighborhood with his |

agonizing cries. Charlie, the other
brother, was treated sumilarly by
his father and step-mother.
