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Among English speaking people
he who knows not Shakespeare is
an uneducated person and a Philis
tine. This ust d to be said of those
who knew not Horace and Virgil,
Homer and Sophocles, nor am I in
any way willing that the master
spirjts of G reek and Roman litera.
ture should be dispensed with as an
element In a liberal education, but
if all ancient literature on the one
hand and Shakespeare on the other
had to be abandoned, I would
without hesitation say Shakespeare
against all the world.

But Shakespeare is never goirJg to
take a place antagonistic to other
literature. On the contrary, the
study of him is certain to lead to
other reading ; his master mind is
so suggestive of far reaching
thoughts in every department of
human speculation that it is impos-
sible to become acquainted with
him and then stop short.

The great English statesman,
Charles James Fox is reported to
have said that he knew nothing of
English history except what he got
from the historical plays of Shake
speare. He never said, so, and it
would not have been true if he had,
for his range of historical reading
was very wide. What he did say
was that he would never have stud-
ied English history if he had not
become interested in it by seeing
and reading those plays. I can well
believe it, for I well remember
when a school boy witnessing the
performance of Richard III by a
small provincial company, and
making the discovery then and
there that the history of Plantage-ne-t

days, instead of a dry and
hateful school exercise, could be
come a tale of passionate interest,
and from that time history has been
the foremost study of my life.

But in other departments of
thought Shakespeare has this sug-
gestive value. Thus the controver-
sy, far from decided yet, whether
the insanity of Hamlet is real or
assumed has led to subtle and far
reaching discussions in mental phil
osophy. Macbeth again. has been
held up as a terrible instance of the
enthrallment of a mind originally
noble by the gradual progress of a
guilty passion, and many a sermon
has warned men less impressively
of the perils of temptation in its
first approaches.

We are glad then th,at we are to
have one of Shakespeare's great
tragedies here on Monday night;
we are not at present acquainted
with Mr. Stafford's merits or demer-
its as an actor, but Hamlet can
scarcely ba put on the stage at all
without some of the deep thoughts
of the author-comin- g to the surface,'
and we trust the opportunity will
not be lost, especially by the young.
From the age of thirteen to twenty
there is no stimulant to taste arid
thought equal to the acting of a good
play after the latter age the drama
may be mastered by reading, but
for the intelligent, impressible boy
or girl, the acted drama is the thing
required. I say then to enlightened
parents, go yoursel ves, but whether
you go or not, let your children go.

Some will say let them read
Shakespeare. I say so too, but they
won't ; Shakespeare is never read
much In a community where he is
never acted ; let them see a play
and they will read that and others;
let them never see one and Shakes-pearewi- ll

remain a closed book to
them. D. F. W.

The time in which taxes can be
paid without a penalty is drawing
to a close, and we wish to suggest to
our friends that the prompt pay-
ment of such dues now will save
them considerable cost.

But when lie comes to
show up with seeds from all over
the county, he is likely to discover
his mistake in finding that his teed
won't bear comparison with those
of some other farmers. The stim-
ulus aroused by competition is an-
other thing to be considered. It
will cause the .farmers to be active
in looking up the best of every
thing in the seed line and to dis-
play more industry in their search
for what is really good than they
wouldordinarily do in selecting
seed for planting purposes.

Visible results from the seed ex-

hibition may be . expected in the
crops next fall. Parties who plant
from seeds selected at the coming
fair will naturally watch the result
with more than usual care and can
show what they have done in the
exhibit of products to be made in
the fall.
