WHERE SHALL THE FIGNT BE?

Chicago has been selected as the

place for holding the next Demo-
cratic convention, and July the Sth
is the time agreed upon. It 1s now
in order to discass who the candi-
dates shall be and what the peolicy
that is to lead the party to victory
or defeat. The prospects of Demo-
cratic success in the next election
are bright, but nol by any means
assured, Judging from the No-
vember elections the outlook 1
doubtful and the contest will be a
very ciose one. The victory the
party gained in Ohio may be re
versed in the pext election. The
floating vote in that State is of =0
uncertuin a character that the wisest
politician would not hazard a
prophesy as to what will be the re-
sult therein the presidential contest.
Precidents are against the Demo-
crats, for Ohio bas been accustomed
to go Republican in Presidential
years. One thing the party can
count on as a certainty, and that is
the Solid South. No matter who is
nominated and no matter what the
platform may say of the tariff, tem-
perance or any such issue, the
South Is going to oppose the Repub-
lican ticket with that solidity for
which this section has become no-
ted. The Republican party has
never had anything but persecution
and malignment for the South and
the South will never have anything
but positive opposition for the Re-
publican party.

While sach is the septiment of
the South a similar opposition to
the Democratic party prevails in
the Northwest. Outside of Ohio
and Indiana the Democrats eannot
look to a single State in that section
with any anticipation of success,
and Indiana and Ohio are doubtful.

Rio Grande; it also branches off to
the west to Guadalajara (the second
city in the repablic) and to San
Blas, which is an important port on
the Pacific Coast. The Mexican
National is a narrow-gauge road,
and connects with the United States,
via Monterey, Saltillo and Tampico,
at Matamoros(Mexico) and Browps-
ville (Texas). They are neither
fully completed, but are being act-
ively pushed forward, and the City
of Mexico will have, the coming
spring, through connection by rail
with San Franeisco on the one hand,
and with New York on the other.
The road first named, the Mexi-
ean Railway, wus bailt and is still
owned by an English conpany ; its
constroction, begun about 1857, oc-
cupying over ten years. This may
seem a long time to bulld 263 miies
of single-track railroad, but to one
traveling those 263 miles—the great-
er part of the way among the moun-
tain-peaks and fearful abysses of the
Sierra Nevada—the only wonder is,
that it could have been done. It
was at first deemed an utterly futile
undertaking, but it has been ac-
complished, It is one of the best
paying railroads in the world; its
expenses probably do not amount
to a million a year, and its earnings
m 1876 were over two millions of
dollars. If they have increased
sincein the ratio of other enterprises,
the company must receive a net
revenue of several millions anoual-
ly. Itisa railroad truly worthy of
note; at one place there is a rise of
4,700 feet in a distance of twenty-
five miles, and it reaches, at Boea
del Monte, an altitude of 8,310 feet.
The traveler may enjoy a sight of
the most wonderful and waried
scenery, as he is now seemingly
whirled through space—now plun-
ges into the heart of a mountain—
now suddenly emerges, and looking
straight down a thousand feet, he
sees & foaming cataract of erystal
waters, sparkling under a chance
ray of the sun, as it bathes the feet
of the mighty peaks, It is impossi-
ble for pen to describe, and it is im-
possible for mind to imagine, the
grandeur of the mountain-scenery,
and the feeling which comes over
one, as the train makes one of its
fearful dashes, and sweeps in a
mighty curve around the Peak of
Orizaba, whose summit, crowned
with eternal snow and ice, 15,800
feet high, shining likea great dia-
mond farup above any clouds that
may overhang the lesser crags,—is
visible for seventy miles out at sea,
or at a distance of nearly two hun-
dred miles. Writers gush about the
Alps, as I do (and better than I do)
about these grand Sierras of our
continent ; but the faet msy be
noted, that very few of these writers
have ever traveled this road. I
have heard several travelers who
had been among the Alps express
their opinion that they were not
more beautiful, and less awe-inspir-
ing, than those Mexican mountains.
Between towns- in the interior
where the railroad has not yet pen-
etrated, means of conveyance are
supplied by diligencias, great, lumn-
bering vehicles of some long «dead
and gooe era, which no oune is likely
to forget for several days after he
has ridden in one—from his bruises
and joltings. Out in the western
part of the republie there is yet a
great deal of danger and many ad-
ventures to be had gratis with' a
diligence-ride. There 18 always a
chance, or rather, a probability,
that the traveler may fall among
thieves, who are quite as unaccom-
modating as those on the road to
Jericho. These Mexican highway-
men have not the polite sang-froid
and the debonair of the James type.
Their advent is heralded by rifle-
shots, which cease only when all
the passengers (who remain alive)
throw away their weapons and hold
up their arms. Sometimes a party
of foreigners, if well armed, man-
age to repulse the atdack, and even
capture some of the rubbers; but
the native Mexicans are seldom so
daring. I was told of an incident
that ocearred a little more than a
year ago, near Guadalajara. The
diligence contained only three or
four passengers, among whom was
a young American engineer. The
driver warned them, when they
were in & lonely part of the country,
that they should probably have the
bandits upon them soon. The
American agreed with his compan-
ion, a Mexican, to show fight in-
stead of passively being robbed and
perhaps murdered. When the high-
wayman rode down upon them,
yelling and firing their rifles, the
young engineer got in two or three
shots and killed his men. But the

women, clad in their one garment
(a plece of coarse cloth wrapt about
them, extending from shoulder to
knee,) carrying upon their backs a
great load of vegetables or gruin,
They also ecarry their children in
the same manmer, and the young
ones possess &1l the stolidity of the
American Indian papooses, All the
men’s heads are covered ; all the
women’'s are bare—their thick black
hair, coarse and wiry, is their only
bonnet.

And this article; so necessary to
the complete entity of the fair ones
of our more northern states, is
something rarely seen upon the
heads of the glowing brunettes of
the Spanish South. Their abundant
tresses form a coronet-covering for
the head, and over this is drawn
one corner of a lace mantilla, fasten-
ed by a golden dagger gleaming
with diamonds. These young Mex-
iean ladies, however, wear very
little jewelry, and some ornament
for the chevelure is generally the
extent to which the weakness is
earned. I would like to deseribe
their dress, for the edifieation of
any women who are unflortunate
enough to reand these so called
“sketehes ;" but T am not yel suffi-
ciently independent Lo be eareless of
the ridicule which would 1all to my
lot, were I todo so. 1o plain mas-
euline languuage, their dresses fie,
and well they may, for Worth has
a host of patrons in the City of
Mexieo, and moreover, the women
seemn to possess a more acule ariistie
instipet than is'geaerally met wit:,
It is strange that they do not load
themselves with jewelry, for Tiflu-
ny's windows never held more
beautiful or fanciful designs than
may be seen in every joyeria along
the Calle de Plateros. Ordinary
ornaments of plain gold and silver
are but little esteemed ; instead are
insects, small birds, complete flow-
ers, and many others, each with its
sepurate parts beautifally wrought
inold gold, dead gold, virgin gold,
frosted silver, and so forth, and
joined together in the perfection of
luxurious art—containing all man-
ner of precious stones, rubies, dia-
monds and opals predominating.
The jewelers are generally skilled
workmen from Paris, who have
come to this country so rich in its
mines of precious stones and metals,
and who have greatly increased
their natural capabilities by the
efforts and suggestions of their
unskilled but artistic Mexican em-
ployes.

Would that the tailors were alike
artistic! It requires a brave and
careless man to show himselfl in a
European rig designed and made
by an ordinary native tailor. There
is a vast number of Sastrerias on
every street, but their power does
not seem to extend beyond their
native sphere of short juckets and
close-fitting, slashed trousers. The
true Mexican dandy, it is true,
dresses in approved Parisian style;
but he either sends his measure to
Paris or patronizes the French shops
in the city, which are few and ex-
clusive,

In this nation of the monk and of
the convent, of yeiled women and
rigorous duennas, there is, of course,
little social intercourse between
young people. Their courting is
necessarily different from that of
the freer Northern states. And it
proceedeth somewhat after tnis
wise:

When a youthful hidalgo has, by
some happy circumstance, become
fired by a glance from the intoxiea-
ting eyes of a noble and closely
guarded senorita, he proceeds about
his wooing in a truly romantic and
heroic manner. He takes his stand

Last in these papers, I mention
what first strikes the notice of the
foreigner in Mexico. ‘Dhis.is the
cigarette—the inevitable cigaretle,
without which a Mexican is scareely
complete. As you pass along the
street, you may often see fair faces
at the barred windows of the
houses, and not infrequently the
scarlet lips hold a cigarette, and
breathe forth clouds of perfumed
smoke. The ladies sinoke when
sitting in their carriages upon the
Paseo ; it is perfectly en regle. And
as for the men—well, as I havesaid,
a Mexican ean hardly be consider:d
a complete Mexican unless he pos-
sesses this necessary appurtenance.
They do not smoke in their churcly-
es, but they dosmoke everywhere
else. Il is beginning to be consider-
ed bad taste to smoke in the fash-
ionable opera-houses, but yet, the
back seats generally revel in a fog
of smoke. Cigars are consumed
largely by foreigners, especially,
and are excellent and remarkably
cheap. But in every (labagueria
there may be seen a huge pile of
cigarettes, done up in bunches of
various sizes, occupying often the
whole of one side of the room, from
floor to ceiling. The dandies scorn
to touch the cigarette with their
lily-fingers, but hold it in delicate
golden tongs, attached to aring upon
the finger by a tiny chain of the
same metal. The poorest peon in
the cily manages to procure his
daily quantum of eigarros in some
manner, and whenever he enjoys a
moment of idleness, he will daintily
wiiid gracefully roll up a few erumbs
ot tobacco in a piece of corn-shuck,
or a kind of medicinal paper they
use.

And now, in a cloud of ity per-
fumed tobacco-incense, I take my
leave of Mexico. Itis hard to leave
this land, with its soft, rich atmos-
phere, its dreamy life in the cool
shade and in the warm sunshine—
its.tropical perfumes and beautiful
flowers. Here have been spent
many happy dsays, and there are
some whose memory alone will be
happiness., 1 havesaid much about
its faults, but they are fewer than
its virtues. Itis impossible to de-
seribe the nameless charm which
the old city holds over me. It is
hard, and it is sad, to think that
Progress and Commerce will come,
as come they must, with the inevi-
table laws of the tradesman, and
crush out the last remaining vestige
of the happy, drowsy life of the
people, and the Oriental character-
istics of the genuine Mexicdn gentle-
man,

And with a long look, and a
whispered farewell, we sail away
from its shores, into the hurrying
life of the North; but none who
have been aunder thy spell can ever
forget thee, Oh, Land of the Sunset !
