day's News Journal:;
Those who anticipated trouble

last night had their expectations
more than realized. There was an-
other attack on the jail and also on
the court-hous-e made by several en-
raged citizens, and before the hour
of midnight there was ' bloodshed.
The attacking party would listen to
no proposition save the surrender of
the murderes in jail and the release
ot those members of the party who
were arrested on Friday night while
participating in the attack on the
bastile. The people composing both
the attacking party and guards last
night were stern and unmovable in
their determination, and the
guards refusing to comply with the
demands of the avengers, war to
the death was declared by the at
tacking party. This was followed
by rumors of fearful and frightful
slaughter, and for a time the utmost
confusion reigned in loose portions
of the city adjacent to the scene of
trouble. The torch was applied to
the court-hous- e, and the report went
out that tne uatung gun in tne
hands of the guards, had been let
loose on the people, who were being
slayed by the score.

DEATH OF CAPT DESMOND.
Among the first reported killed

was Capt. J. J. Desmond, of the O.
N. G. who was shot while leading
his men to escort the firemen to the
point where there services were
needed. The firemen were not per
mitted to go to work, but they were
told to go pack to their houses.

The rumors and reports which
flew throughout the city occasioned
the most painful agony, and the
night was one of the wildest terror
to many a household whose rela-
tives were known to be on duty in
and about the jail. The excitement
among the people on the streets
spread to Sixth and Vine, and pla-
ces of business were speedily closed,
while piercing yells rent the air,
and men and boys rushed wildly to
and fro, hardly knowing what they
were doing. A pistol shot fired
near Sixth and JLodge alley increas-
ed the excitement, and for a time
the fire-bell- s were kept busy ring-
ing at intervals, and the rattle of
musketry awakened the echoes
every few minutes. It was simply
awful.

DEAD AND DYING
The fire at the court-hous- e con-

tinued to burn for hours, and the
people accidentally set fire to Pow-
ell's gun store, which they entered
for the purpose of procuring arms
and ammunition. Blood was also
shed there, a fatal collision being
had between the avengers and the
police. The fire at Powell's was ex-
tinguished by the invaders them- -

selves.after which they held possess-
ion at will The continual firing of
musfcetry and repeated fusillades
from the Gatlmg gun could not fail
to result in widespread death and
destruction. There were necessary
many mere spectators shot.

THE GATLING AT WORK.
At 11 p. ra. a call was made at po

lice headquarters for a patrol wagon
to remove some or the numerous
dead and dying on Main street, be
tween Jughtb and IN intra. .Patrol
No. 2 responded, but had not reach
ed Fifth and Main before twenty
shots were nred at them and a yell
ing throng of thirty chased them
back to their house, firing as they
went.
TheGatlinggun belched forth lead

en death, producing missils as fast
as it couid be munipulated, and
men and boys fell before the leaden
hail by scores, and some were re
moved by friends, but many tramp-
led under the feet of the crowd as it
advanced to its former position.
The bodies or the dead and woun
ded filled all the drug stores in the
neighborhood, and the residents
were horror-stricke- n as the cries of
the wounded, yells of the avengers
and rattle or the bullets mingled in
a horrid medley.

THE FOURTEENTH REGIMENT,
The fourteenth regiment, com

manded by Col G. D. Freeman, ar-
rived at 10:30. and marched at once
to the scene or trouble. The regi
ment formed a squad facing front,
when one of the files opened fire.
killing a bystander on the sidewalk
and getting a series of pistol shots
in return, Col. Fred Steube, in
charge of the rear Gatling gun, then
turned it upon the crowd, and two
or three persons were wounded.

VOLLEY AFTER VOLLEY.

The lurid glare from the blazing
building threw a weird light upon
the faces of the dying men convuls
ed by the agony they were suffer
ing. Approaching nearer the burn
ing pile, the sounds of musketry be
came even more ominous, and
whenever a party made a sally
from the throng into the cleared
place immediately in front of the
court house, n volley would be fired
into them by the militia and four
or five of the party would fall woun
ded or killed. Nothing daunted.
the ranKS would close up and a rep
etition oi tne scenes enacted
Among those who were purely spec
tators several stampedes occurred.
all resulting from some cause entire
ly dmerent Irom what it was sup-
posed to be. A man would slip
and fall, when some one would cry
out: liiere ih another man shot,"
and this being echoed bv two or
three hundred voices would be
followed by a surging of the crowd
in all directions, the greater part of
them not stopping until forced to
do so by fatigue. Having recovered
their breath and a sufficient store of
courage, they would return, impell
ed by an overpowering curiosity
until again stampeded. Several of
the curious were severely wounded
and some killed outright.

AT THE COURT-HOUS-

Such a scene as that around the
court-hous- e and county jail last
night was perhaps never witnessed
be lore, it was one ot carnage and
bloodshed almost unparalled. A
surging mass of humanity boldly
faced the bayonets of the militia,
demanding as the price or the with
drawal tne surrender or the men
confined in juil on the charge of
murder. Their demands were not
complied with, and a terrible
slaughter of human beings was the
result.

The Late Bishop Kavanaugh.

The following is related of the
late Bishop Karnaugh, the senior
Bishop of the Methodist Episcopal
Church, south :

now." And he went.

THE SOUTH SINCE THE WAR.

The South has suffered much
from Republican misrepresentation
since the war. The baneful effect
of the stories told by her traducers
has been greater than would be
supposed on a superficial considers
tion of the matter. The Northern
press is virtually the press of Amer
ica, so far as the outside world is
concerned, and the stories of
"Southern outrages" told for pohti
cal effect in partizan papers, has
given this section a very unenvia
ble and undeserved reputation
abroad.

An Instance of how these slanders
have been received as the truth by
foreigners is found in a very inter-
esting book recently published by
Mr. Justin McCarthy, "A History
of Our Own Tiroes." In speaking
of the Jamaica question that caused
the British Government some trcu
bie in the early part of the present
reign, he says : "As we have seen
much more lately in the Southern
States of America after the civil
war and the emancipation of the
negroes, there was still a pertina
cious attempt made by the planter
class to regain in substance the
power they had to renounce in
name." Such an assertion as this,
which is lar from being a true state
ment ot the case, is inexcusable in
a writer ol as much research as Mr,
McCarthy and should be eliminated
from a book which pretends to his
torical exactitude. We do not
mean to accuse Mr. McCarthy of
having imbibed the prejudice that
exists against the South ; what he
says would not justify us in doing
so, for he seems to consider this sup-
posed "pertinacious attempt" to
nulify the constitutional amend
ments only the outcropping of an
acknowledged principle of human
nature. But if Mr. McCarthy was
as fully ported in the matter as he
Bhould be, he would know that the
South, since the close of the civil
war, has furnished no fitting illus
tration of the Jamaica troubles.

The Southern people had more to
excite them to acts of insubordina
tion than did those of Jamaica.
The British government paid the
people of Jamaica for their slave
property, and the emancipation was
effected without military coercion
The experience of the South was
exactly opposite to this and to add
to the aggravation the emancipa
tors were the people who had sold
the South her slaves. More than
this, the large majority of the
Southern whites were deprived of
the right of ballot directly after the
war, which was bestowed on the
negroes. Notwithstanding these
facts, the pervading spirit in the
South was not and never has been
in opposition to the changed condi
tion of affairs. The new order of
things was readily concurred in and
there has been no more disposition
among the Southern whites since
the war to restore slavery, in fact
or in form, than there has been
among the Southern blacks.

No county was ever so vandal-
ized and pillaged by political ad-

venturers as the South was.
That tho intelligent and property
holding class should have vigorous-
ly protested against such a state of
affairs and made "pertinacious at-

tempts" to alter it was in every
sense right and justifiable. The
great industrial advancement made
in the South since the war is proof
perfect that no such perturbed po-

litical condition has existed here as
partisan newspapers at the North
have represented. A people could
not improve their agriculture and
exteud their mining and manufac-- ,

turing enterprises with such results
as the South can show and at the
same time keep the country in a
turmoil of political riots. Congress-
man Hoar some years since in a wit-
ty speech, advised the South to "raise
more hogs and less hell." The im-
plication that the last mentioned
crop was the principal production of
this section was made for political
effect and not from any earnest de-

sire to speak the truth. 'Twas from
such utterances as this that Mr.
McCarthy made up his opinion.
But Congressman Hoar's speech
enunciates a principle which the
South can use to advantage. It
means that "raising hell" is incom-
patible with other industries, and
since the South can show by such
an unanswerable array of figures
that she has so materially advanced
her industrial interests, the hell
crop must have existed only in the
fancy of the New England states-
man.

It remains for the future historian
to do the South full justice, and he
will record the moderate conduct of
her people since the war as simply
marvelous.

Outside of the "Solid South" the
Dfmocracy will require 48 electoral
votes to gain the presidency and it
therefore seems that the policy of
the party should be some scheme to
capture those 43 votes. New Yoxk

can give 36 of them and New York
is usually a Democratic State. New
Jersey can give 9, Indiana, 15, Con-

necticut 6, California and Nevada
1 1 . Each of these is probably Dem-

ocratic, and it is to these States that
the Democrats must look. Ohio is

the only other State the Democrats

have any hope of carrying. It looks

like New York was the main

chmce.

FCRIOCS FLAMES AND FB1GBT-rVLSLAFBHTE-

Cincinnati has just suffered from
one of those terrible riots that have
occurred within the experience of
many large cities. One of those
areaaiui occasions when a mass
meeting is turned into a mob and
maddened men rush wildly to the
destruction of life and property
without aim or definite object
'Twas a repetition in character Of

the No Popery riots or historic re-

membrance, which Lord George
Gordon unintentionally instituted
and of all such outburst of violence
where excited crowds are led to
believe they are carrying out .some
great revolution and have grown
superior to law. Such riots are
natural phenomena and are as cer
tain to occur where the necessary
Incentives and ingredients exist as
gunpowder is to explode when
comes in contact with fire.

Wm. Berner was found guilty of
manslaughter on Monday of last
week for the murder of W. H
Kirk, in the Criminal Court at Cin
cinnati. Kirk was a prominent
citizen and was killed several
months ago in a stable by a blow
from a sledge hammer, robbed
about $100 and his body carted off
and thrown into a mill pond, where
it was found two days later. Ber
ner and a negro named Joe Palmer
were arrested . and confessed the
crime. Berner claimed that Palmer
did the killing and he only came in
for a division of the spoils.

The return of the verdict of man
slaughter in a case where cowardly
brutal murder was so evident crea
ted a feeling of the deepest indigna
tion, the Judge who tried the case
himself declaring it an outrage
The jury on leaving the court-roo- m

were hooted at by the crowd, and
several suggestions that they be
hanged were made.

Since then the feeling that justice
had been outraged had grown in
intensity, and it had been evident
since Monday that trouble of a seri
ous nature was brewing. One of
the jurors was on Wednesday at
tacked and beaten and another
compelled to leave the city by
friends of the murdered man.

An indignation meeting was all
ed at Music Hall Friday night in
which many prominent citizens
took part and resolution were pass
ed condemning the action of the
jury. The meeting was orderly and
no talk about lynching was engaged
in. But when this assembly bad
adjourned a large portion of the
crowd went as if by instinct and
without any preconcerted intention
to the county jail. As they got
nearer the jail their excitement was
changed into fury and an assault on
the jail was instituted. The Couri

special says :

The news that a lynching party
was assaulting the jail spread like
wild-fire- , and soon the entire neigh-
borhood swarmed with the thous-
ands. The advance guard of the
would-b- e lynchers arrived with
piece of joist, rushing down the
steps leading to the basement en
trance of the jail office. These were
backed up by

the crushing crowd
behind. First a window was smash
ed, and a wild yell went up from
the crowd. Another shattered win-
dow, and a wilder yell. Then the
thump, thump of the improvised
battering-ram- , pounding against
the office door began. Every thump
awoke a responsive yell. Bricks
and stones were hurled at the jail
windows and the shouting mob
grew wilder as success seemed near
er. The door at last gave way and
tne crowd poured into the jail omce,
bnerin Hawkins and the few depu
ties who were inside were powerless
to stem the fierce human tide; be-
sides the Sheriff had given orders
that his officers should not use their
weapons on the mob, believing that
mch a proceeding would only make
Dad worse.

A terrible fight was kept up for
some time between policemen and
mob, the latter increasing in
strength and renewing its attacks,
"Most of them were young men,
but there were some few who ev
idently were quiet citizens who
were drawn into the mob, crazed
with excitement. One aged party
with spectacles, evidently a Ger
man, rushed up the jail stairway
and into the corridor, shouting :

'Give us justice! Give us justice!'
He was shoved down stairs by the
police, but he rushed up again with
the same cry. This performance he
repeated two or three times. A
tall man with a black mustache
pushed him from the rotunda, and
he fell over the railing of the stair
way to the flag pavement below.
It was a terrible fill, but he picked
himself up and started back up the
stairs again to the cell corridor

The crowd on the outside that
had broken into a blacksmith and
carriage shop and taken away ev
erything that could be used as
weapons, hurled through the jail
windows hammers, hatchets, pieces
of iron and steel, and many of the
gang on the inside carried knives in
their hands. Some of them were
evidently shoemakers, and carried
the small knives peculiar to the
craft. Against such odds the police
were fighting with empty hands.

At about 2 o'clock a. m. the mob
assailed Kittredge's gun store on
Main street, between Fourth and
Fifth streets, carried away all the
guns, revolvars and other weapons
of eyery description, with ammuni-
tion, and returned to the jail.
About fifteen minutes later another
section of the mob that had broken
into the armory on Court street
visited Kittredge's to supply them-
selves with ammunition. The
whole front of the store was broken
in. One of the double doors was
broken from its hinges, and the
glass in the other was shattered.
Both large plate-glas- s show-window- s'

were shattered and several
show windows."

Finally the militia were brought
out, and fired on the mob. Three
men were killed and quite a num-
ber wounded. One of the killed
was Officer Joseph Sternes, of the
Police force.

The late unpleasantness in Cin
cinnati has led some able editors to
moralize on the difference in
Southern and Northern lawlessness,
The principal difference, as It pre-
sents Itself to our view, is, that
when they start out to lynch a man
in the South they generally make a
dean job of it with very little noise
and bravado, and when it Is over
every man goes about his business,
But when they undertake the same
kind of thing at the North, an aw
ful fuss is raised, the principle ob
ject fails, and the result is an out
break of wild fanaticism and all
kind of mob violence. Another
important difference is that lawless
ness in the South is sought after
and looked at through a magnifying
glass while like exhibitions in the
North are considered without the
coloring of prejudice.

When some political utterance is
reported as coming from a public
man now a days, it is always best
to wait for a corrected edition be-

fore we iudulge too freely in criti-
cism of the same. Congressman
Caldwell was reported a few days
ago as saying that "I would not
vote for the Morrison bill if 1
thoughtft would pass the Senate."
What Mr. Caldwell did say was
that the bill would, in his opinion,
receive the votes of many mem-
bers whose support would be with-
held if they thought it would pass
the Senate, but he is not himself
one of them. Mr. Caldwell will
support the Morrison bill because
he believes in tariff reduction. He
stands on the Ohio platform, and
would have preferred a different
kind of "tariff reform," but takes
the Morrison bill in preference to
no reduction at all.

There is not even a slight prob-
ability that the State debt question
will figure as an issue in the coming
campaign, and the supposition that
the "Sky blues" will attempt to
reassert themselves comes from
those who have profited by Demo-
cratic division in the past. The
real probabilities are that Governor
Bale will be renominated and re-

elected by the usual Democratic
majority and that the debt settle-
ment will be talked of only by the
Republicans. The Penitentiary
Ring is likely to be shown up in all
of its hideous depravity and the
Democratic masses who constitute
the major portion of the wealth and
intelligence of the State will see
ttiHt these rascals are turned out.

It is useless for the defenders of
the Railroad Commission to talk
about "casting aspersions on the
character of gentlemen," and such
like buncomb. No one wishes to
wantonly slander the members of
the Commission, but the people
would like to know why in taking
the Georgia rates as a standard,
they increased the charges on farm
produce and cut down tho3e on ar-

ticles manufactured by the Peniten-
tiary lessees fffty per cent. The
Commission might deign to give
some explanation of the matter if it
can do so.

The Memphis Appeal says "State
politics grow in interest and inten
sity every day, and it is made more
and more apparent that the peni
tentiary scandal is to be thoroughly
aired on the stump and in the press
and that there will be more candi-
dates for office than ever were
known before." The Appeal quotes
largely from State papers to support
these assertions.

The Nashville Banner is dis
tressing itself unnecessarily about
the surplus in the State Treasury.
A State that owes as much as Ten-
nessee does, according to any view
of the debt question, is not likely to
be much bothered about surplus
revenue. Such talk as this makes
some people believe the Banner is a
sore head.

Field Marshal Murat Halstead
was not heard iroin in the Dat-ti- e

of Cincinnati. His military ex-

ploits are confined strictly to the
South and began when the war
ended.

Senator John Sherman will
probably not move to investigate
the Cincinnati affair, though it was
a big circus compared to the Dan
ville and Copiah county side shows.

It is generally admitted that the
last Cincinnati festival was gotten
up entirely on home talent. There
was no necessity to send abroad for
artists except the military.

Oe the 186 yeas defeating the
Whisky Bill, 91 were Republicans
and 95 Democrats. Of the nays,
the Democrats furnished 72 and the
Republicans 11.
