We understand thatMaj. Gordon
President of the I., A. & T. R. R,
Co., proposes to change the gauge
of his road from a norrow to a atan
dard gauge, provided the subscri
bers to the First Mortgage bonds
consent to such change. By the
terms of the change every subscri
berwill get the same amount of
bonds he was to receive under the
narrow gauge plan, and the contract
is not to be changed in any way ex
cept that the gauge is to be standard
and the company is to be permitted
to put a mortgage on it to secure an
issue of $20,000 per mile instead of
$10,000 per mile as provided for in
the narrow gauge mortgage. We
understand that every subscriber to
wnom me contract nas Deen pre
sented has promptly assented to the
change and has signed the agree
ment to that effect.

This will be welcome news to the
friends of the enterprise, and all
who feel interested in the prosperity
of Clarksville. A narrow gauge
road was better than no road at all.
but it was a sort of second class con
cern at best, and the news of the
proposed, improvement is therefore
very gratifying intelligence. The
standard gauge is that of every
trunk line in the United States, ex-

cept some of the older Southern
roads, and will eventually come in
to general adoption. The change of
the gauge of the I. A. & T. railroad
is a strong evidence of the fact that
that it is not to be a local line from
Clarksville to Princeton, but is to
reach from the Ohio to the Gulf
and take a place among the leading
railroads of this country. As the
proposed change is in every respect
desirable and the security offered
the subscribers to the bonds is in
no way impaired, if indeed it is not
increased, we suppose it will meet
with no opposition. The enthusi
asm that has hitherto been display-
ed for the narrow gauge should
grow in proportion to the widening
of the track. The improved road is
a bigger thing than it was under the
old plan, and a bigger interest should
be taken in pushing it forward.
