11.000 persons. A platform
is being built for COO musicians. To
light the building with Incandes
cent lamps will require 15,000 light
and 1,800 horse power. To Hunt
with the arc system will require
700 lamps and 7 00-hor-se power to
operate the dynamo. The total
steam required for lighting nnd
for machinery hall will be at least
8,000 horse power. Id this estimate
is included the power for five arc
lights of 36,000 candle power each
which will light the grounds. Theso
are the largest single lamps ever
constructed.

The cost of this structure, lacking
no single feature for the purpose in
tended, will only be about $100,000,
and the other buildings will be pro
portionately inexpensive.- - -
