The Republican convention which
sssombled at Chicago last week nomi-
nated James G. Blaine of Maine, for
President and John A. Logan of Tlki-
nois for Vice-President.

The press all over the eountry, and
out of the country too, for that matter,
has expPessed opinions as o the
strength, availibility &e. of the ticket,
and the opinions are almost a8 numer-
ons as the papers that expressed them:
The CuroxtcLe must, of course, come
in for ils say in the matter and inform
the public what 1t thinks of the nomi-
nations,

in the sense thit the men who com-
pose the tickel are men of ability and
personal foree, the ticket is a strong
ono, but it is by no means so clear
that Messrs. Blaine and Logan are the
strongest team that eould have been
yoked together Lo earry - the country.
Blaine i undoubtedly ' one of the
moet brilliant men who has ever fig-
ured in American politics, whatever
mey be said of him as a statesman,
His corruseating qualities and evident
love of sensation have led some people
to doubt that he has the soundness
andd solidity necessary to the wise ad-
ministration of an execntive office
and, in that way, he probably has nu-
merons admirers who would not be
willing to trust him in the Presidenoy.
But Blaine iga leader,and so is Logan.
They will both gather about them a
strong personal following and the en-
thusiasm ol their friends will have a
telling eflfect in arousing the careless
and lethargic voters. A campaign
with such a ticket in the field will nee-
essarily be an exciling in
localities where the parties are not
divided on the eolor line, as is the case
in the Southern States, the scenes of
1544 will be repeated.

Men of such strong individuality as
Dlzine and Logan, however, while they
attach to themselves hosts of friends,
also make many enemies, and this has
boen particuinrly true of the man from
Maine, No other nomination that the
Republicans could have made would

A New York Times correspondent
tells how three colored delegmites from
Tennessee who went to the Chicago
convention as Arthur men, sold out to
the Blaine party. The correspondent
overheard the following econver-ation
between Mr. Albert Daggett and Sam
McElwee, a big, black negra from
Brownsville, who wasa a delegate from
the Ninth distriet.

There was a debate in the Lincoln
Cownty Democratic Convention over
the tariff resolution, but the free
traders were squelched by a consider-
able majority.

The exploring party did not enter
a number of side eaverns that they
passad in going through the cave,
One of their discoveries werea num-
ber of old ovens, indicating that
salt peter had been manufactured
there many years ago.
