The Chrowicle does not feel called
on to adopt the tariff plank in the
platform promulgated by the late
convention at Nashville in order to
maintain its Democracy. It3 opinion
on the tariff issue was fixed before the
convention met, and it is of the same
opinion still. The paper will support
the candidacy of Gov. Bate and the
Democratic ticket throughout its
nfcole length and breadth, as opposed
to that pot forward by the Republi
cans, but in so doing it does not feel
called oa to renounce its belief that
the tariff should be so adjusted as to
entourage productive industries. We
object to the tariff resolution adopted
by the Nashville convention in that it
fails to express this idea. We have no
objection to the positive declarations
of the resolutions; it is the sin of
omission and not that of commission
that brings it under our disapproval.

We believe that the present tariff
needs readjustment and reform, and
we have always claimed that no more
revenue should be collected than is
required for the necessities of the
government economically administer-
ed. Under this limit we believe that
import duties can be so levied as to
prosper numerous agricultural, man
u factoring and mining industries, and
in so doing add to the wealth and
general prosperity of the nation.

The wholo matter is a business
question and should be treated in a
business way. The idea is simply to
place American manufacturers and
producers on a comiieting basis with
thoeo of Foreign countries. To illus
trate; if Australian wool can be sold
cheaper in America than that grown
in this country, then the American
grower should be protected by a duty
on the imported wool that will make
it cost the manufacturer as much as
home grown wool sold at a fair profit
over the cost of production. In this
way a benefit is dono the whole coun
try and all of its inhabitants of every
class and occupation. An important
industry is sustained that would oth
erwise go down, and the industry
airorus occupation and profit to a
large class of people. The man who
engages in wool growing is taken out
of competition with his neighbor who
grows grain and made a consumer of
the Litter's produce. Thus there is a
mutual benefit as the result of the
change. If tlie grain grower loses
anything from the increased price he
pays for woolen goods, he more than
makes it up on the profit that accrues
to bin by having establisned a home
market for his grain.

The same idea will apply to any
protected industry. It can be easily
ascertained by a business investiga-
tion what industries need protection
in order to place them on a competing
basis with foreign industries, and that
is the way the tariff should be adjus-
ted

The platform adopted by the Nash-

ville Convention failed to express any
idea of adjustment in regard to the
tariff, and we therefore cannot adopt
it as the Chronicle's creed.

XEKDACfOCS WATTERSON.

Mr. Watterson pretends to give a
frank reply" to correspondent who

asks him about his "flop over" on the
Ohio platform, and, to draw it as mild
ly as a plain English expression of the
correct idea will permit, he tells a lie.
He says :

"We accepted the Ohio platform;
not one resolution, but the platform
as a whole. When the Nashville
American speaks of the Ohio platform,
it means the second resolution alone.

Now the gush that Mr. Watterson
tnlegnqthed his paper from New York
was in these exact words :

"Of the platform, as a whole, it is
ncdless to speak. It is admirable.
Of the tariff clause, I can only say that
the party next vear can do no better
than oopy it. It is, in all respects,
preferable to the tariff plank of 1876,
from which that of ISM) was taken,
and expresses with precision the
meaning of tariff revision and tax re
form as they arc understood by those
Democrats who denounce the present
System as a masterpiece of injustice,
inequality and lalse pretense.

- The past week in Congress will
not go down to history marked by
any great legislative results but,
nevertheless, it was an, Interesting
one, and an eventful one, as weeks
in Congress go. ,

First, Senator Ingalls of Kansas,
and Brown of Georgia, furnished a
sensation by indulging in a bitter
quarrel, which, intermiltantly las
ted for two days. Then the Mexi
can Pension bill got all mixed up
with politics in the Senate and still
hangs there. A pusilanimus at-

tempt was made by the Republicans
to investigate, as a lobbyist ex- -

member English, father of the
member who recently took possess
ion of Mr. Peeles fraudulent seat
The Anti-Polyga- bill came
triumphantly through the upper
House, but too late perhaps to be
acted on this session at the other
end ot the'Capitol. There was some
sharply seasoned debate on the
measure. Senator Brown opposed
it on the ground that some other
States, Massachusetts for instance
were as wicked as Utah. Then the
majority in the House took pleasure
in rendering tardy justice to tho
Democratic opponent; in the Ohio
contested election case of Campbell
vs. Morey. In advocating the claim
of thejatter Representative! Miller
of Peno,',? disclaimed ail partisan,
and sectional proclivities, and made
a speech suggestive of a valedictory.

was caused by the disposition onthe
part of the majority to "kick out
Colyar," by framing a tariff resolution
which be and his adherents would

This assertion should probably have
been qualified by limiting the charge
made to the leaders of the maioritv
There were doubtless many honest
delegates with the majority who voted
their convictions for principle sake,
and from no- - feeling of animosity to
their opponents.

These same honest delegates didn't
desire a row, and would have agreed
to any reasonable measure to have
insured harmony. This is evidenced
by the fact that when the motion was
made to lay all resolutions pertaining
to the tariff on the table, the vote, as
counted, stood 644 J against 678 for the
motion. The motion was, in fact,
carried. The 37 , votes of Lincoln
county were counted wrong and the
chair ruled against having them
changed. The chair also ruled out of
order a motion made by Hon. George
B. Peters of Memphis, that had a sim-

ilar purport to the one just mention
ed.'.
, The mass of delegates who compos,
ed the convention would have easily
agreed, but the leaders in the battle
against the Ohio idea were very de
termined in their hostility to those
who supported it and wanted no plat-
form that would afiord their opponents
a standing ground. ;

The compromise resolution which
Hon. W. a Whithorne introduced
was liberal enough for all Democrats
to have agreed to, but for that ' very
reason Mr. John J. Vertrees was on
his feet in a minute to oppose it, and
Frank Wilson played on the stupidity
of an East Tennessee Delegate to de
vise a means for its defeat ' '

This is the Whithorne resolution :
"Resolved, That we favor a tariff for

revenue adequate to the wants of the
general gavernment economically ad
ministered, and so adjusted in its
details within the limits of such rov
enue as to give fair and reasonable en
couraeement to the great agricultural
commercial, mechanical and manufac-
turing industries of this country,. but
not to promote monopolies.

No reasonable objection can be
urged to this resolution. It is in'the
language of the celebrated Kane letter
of James K. Folk. Messrs. Vertrees &

Co. opposed it simply because it was
acceptable to the minority, and it was
their game to drive the minority to

"

the wall.
If the Democratic party is going

before the country in the attitude of
an enemy "to the great agricultural,
commercial, mechanical and manufac
turing industries," it will go as a party
that quotes defeat and would merit
the dubbing it would be certain to
receive. Yet the defeating of trnch a
resolution as the above by a Democrat
ic convention would seem to indicate
that such was the position of the par
ty.

The resolution would have carried
by a large majority if it had ever come
to a vote, and it was the chicanery of
that eminent patriot, Frank Wilson.
that prevented it from doing so.

If the committee on resolutions had
introduced such a declaration to begin
with there would never have been any
row. It would have been adopted
immediately without any wrangling
and everybody would have gone home
happy, prepared to join hands in the
fight against the Republicans. The
implacables succeeded in "beating
Colyar," but they raised a great deal of
bad blood in the party.

THE FIKHT GDN.

Judge Frank T. Reid, the Repub
lican candidate for Governor in this
State, has made his initial speech,
opening the campaign.

It is to a great degree a repetition of
his speech of acceptance, though
more exhaustive treatise of the issues
of the day. -

The speech bears evidences of the
scholar rather than the politician, and
indicates the truth ot what some one
has said of the Judge, that "he is a
clever sort of doctrinaire." '"

He seems to have become convinc
ed, in an abstract way, that secession
was not right and that slavery was a
great wrong, and ho therefore ' felt
called., on to join the Republican
party. He rigidly applies to politics
the doctrines of his own philosophical

;system.
The Judge is not so wrapt in

this manner of thought, however, to
be entirely neglectful of policy. He
makes an adroit appeal to the Old
Lines Whigs, the Sky Blues, the
protectionist Democrats, the young
men of the rising generation, and to
all whom he supposes there is any
chance to w in from the ranks of the
Democracy.

All of this has been tried before
without eflect, and is not likely to
accomplish anything in the coming
campaign. The strong feeling against
Republicanism that exists among
Southerners is not pure predjudice, as
Judge Reid seems to think, but ration-
al resentment The Republican party
has had no vital principle to support
it since the war. Its legitimate mis-

sion was ended with the abolition of
slavery. The arbitrament of arms, in
which a great many Democrats took
the aggressive side, determined against
the right of secession. The thing that
has been called the Republican party
since the war has simply been an or
ganization to tierpetuato ; the hatred
which the old abolitionist had for the
slave holder. Every measure of im
portance that it has championed since
the war has been something to hum-
ble the Southern whites, and its ex
istence, has been made possible by
outrageous slanders of the social and
political condition of the South, indus
triously circulated on the eve of every
election.

It would doubtless be a good thing
for the country if the parties could be
so readjusted as to do away with sec
tional politics, but the South is likely
to remain solid so long as the lines are
drawn as they are now.
