! THE PLATFORM. ,

The greatest fault to be found with
tho National Democratic platform is
its length. Since it was drawn up by
experienced newspaper men, it is
rather surprising that it should con-
tain so much rhetorical flourish and
useless verbage. It fills two columns
and a half of solid burgeois in the
Chronicle and we believe tho same
substance could have been better ex-

pressed in half that space.
There is much in tho platform that

is purposely vague, not to say ambigu-
ous, but, on the whole, it is a good
Democratic document, and we find no
difficulty in subscribing to its decla-
rations.

The tarifl plank is, of course, the

on all measures, to exempt from
taxation any particular ; towns, cor
porations or individuals. Ills dis-
approval of aarge uumber of bills
that were sent to him by a - Legisla-
ture that adjourned In haste was for
reason that ho set forth at length.
His disapproval of three of tho New
York city reform bills was on the
ground that they were so loosely
drawn. The remainder of those
bills he has already signetl. A large
part of "the 'Governor's record has
thus been made iu objecting to bills
that have come to him when both
Democrats and Republicans havo
controlled the Legislature. tAVhllo
it is tho yiJt;f . negatiouj ilux tnost
conspicuous side always, there is
yet tho most intuitive assertion of
the doctrines approved ny ino

Tho very vetoes of Gov.
Cleveland, therefore, form a pro-
nounced and jtosilivo part of his
record. The list of bills that ho has
approved number less' for tho two
years of his office than for any two
years of recent limes. The mem
bers of tho Legislature have learned
to know and foar his disapproval,
and they do not "chance it" on pass-
ing bills with the assurance that the
tjovernor will help them throuirn
Nor do wo hoar tho old excuso of
Legislators for votina for a bill:
think it is an unconstitutional mean
ures but then the Governor will
veto it." It is not necessary to
make that remark now that Gov.
Cleveland is in the chair. Among
tho measures that ' have ' becoirio
laws by tho approval of the present
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Donald, of Indiana, was sacrificed in
the house of his friends. The Courier
Journal persistently boomed him as
the candidate of the 'revenue only"
faction and he received only 6G votes.

Bamum, of Connecticut, was again
put on the national executive commit-
tee and will be again made its chair-
man. Tho Courier-Journ- al that has
frequently denounced him as a Re
publican on account of his tariff views,.
now says : "Somehow or other tho
Democratic party can't get along'
without Barnum."

The proof of the spirit of concilia
tion that prevailed in the committee
on resolutions at Chicago, was display
ed in the fact that a motion to adopt
the 4)hio tariff plank was voted down
bv a vote of thirty to bit, and the
motion to adopt the St. Louis platform
of 76, which declared for a tariff "only
for revenue," was lost by the emphatic
vote of 31 to 6.

Far bo it from us to keep alive the
tariff strife in tho Democratic ranks,
but we cant help remarking that the
"revenue only" squad have the same
cause to bolt the national platform
that they had to discard the Ohio ut
terance. The Randallitcs construe it
with equal plausibility to mean what
they advocate.

Tho New York Herald says : "The
Democratic platform docs not raise
the tariff issuo as the main issue of
the Presidential campaign, and in this
the framers acted wisely. The cam
paign i3 not to be fought on such an
issue, lecauee the nomination of
Blaine gave prominence to another
more important one--t!i- at of honesty
and decency in the administration of
the Government"'

The New York Times, hitherto a
leading Republican paper, comes out
clearly and unequivocally for Cleve-

land in a double leaded editorial
which concludes aa follows : "Tho
Times will heartily, support Gov.
Cleveland. .In ojposing Mr. Blaine it
finds itself already upon impregnable
ground and in excellent company.
Jt has closely watched the career'of
the, candidate nominated at Chicago
yesterday, and it has entire confidence
in his probity,' .in his intelligence and
in his administrative ' ability. JIo
ought to he the next President of tho
United Stales, and we believe he will
ite.' . '",',;'',''

ULK WANIIINUTOX LETT Kir.

The hulls of Congress are given
uj again to dust and desolation. A
fow attcndcrits are going tho rounds
clearing the desks of members of
their rubbish, and piles of bills,
sjiceches, reports and crumpled
manuscripts are scattered about tho
floors, awaiting consignment to tho
junk shopu. Tho janitors are put-
ting double locks oil the doors, and
nearly all tho rooms aro deserted.
Tho Presidents roofo has been strip-
ped of its rich draperies, which
have been packed away securely
from mot lis. Tho enrolling clerks,
journal clerks, and tho clerk of tho
llouso apjtropriation . committee,
with his assistants, havo boon the
hardest worked clerks of the session
am! aro now arranging pajers,
which will detain them several
weeks yet. .

Tho general public does not re-

gret the close of a session of Congress
but the residents of tho District of
Columbia havo never known too
long a session. ' The "departing'
slulcsmeu are always sure of a cor-

dial welcome on their .return tolhn
Cajtit.il City. .

But little enthusiasm or excite-
ment marked the closing hours of
Cmgress, although lhe Senate and
House, in a determined struggle,
locked horns for a thirty six hours
session, before an agreement was
reached on (ho Naval bill. And
then Representatives Cox, and Heed
ran against each other and had
some unkind words of parting, an
eyisodo which the gentlemen from
New York, and . Maine, at , least,
will remember I ho remainder of

"their lives. ; ,

Congress has create I quite a num-
ber of new otiiciuls. Besides tho
Commission to secure more intimate
relations lielween this country and
Central ami South America, a bu-

reau of animal industry, another of
lalior statistics, a bureau of naviga
tion, and a commission to inquire
into the signal service and coast nur-ve- y,

have been established. Tho
latter is the only body to consist of
Congressmen. The new legislative
bill provides for Ihreo addilional
walchuieu in the State, War arid
Navy Department building, and
seven hundred applications have
already .been tiled for the positions.

During tho jtast session of Coil
groHS tho President approved three
hundred ami seventy bills, and ve
toed one, the Fitz John Porter bill
Five other measures, passed during
the last leu days of the session, fail
ed to beeouio laws by reason of tho
withholding of Executive apjiroval.
They were all private relief bills.

Those who have watched Con
gress havo noticed tho importance
into which conference committees
have grown. The fashion now is
for each House to disagree to all
amendments to a bill coming from
the other, aud. refer the points in
disjmto to a committee composed Of

three members ot either house.
These six Congressmen can change
the bill as they choose for the most
part, aud their work is tcenerelly
ratified without much objection.
The custom has grown popular be
cause of the difficulty of getting the
Houses in free and open debate to
agree to anything. The ilevlce
greatly increases the responsibilities
of the President of the Senate and
Speaker, as they have to select all
the conference committees.

The Democratic. Candidate for President of
Viiitcd States.

' Grover Cleveland was born in
Caldwell. ? Essex County N." J.
March, 1837 When k he wasquito
young his parents removed to Fuy-ctt- o,

tJnonodasa County, N. Y. At
the age of 15 ho .was sent to the
academy at Clinton, Oncdia County
but his studies were of short dura-
tion. When ho wai 10 years old lie
was obliged to accept a jiosition as
clerk in a J eoantry ,tore, but soon
alter was offered and accepted a po
sition as teacher ih trie JNew York
Asylum for the liliDd, where he re-
mained for one year. While thus
employed he was persuaded by a
young companion' to start for Cleve-
land, ()., to seek- - his fortune. Stop-
ping at Bolfalo on tho; way to visit
an uncle, lion. LewisF. Allen, ho
wits dissuaded from iroceeding fur-
ther and soon after began the study
of law. He was admitted to practice
in 1809 and In 1S62 was appointed
Assistant District Attorney, for Erie
County, in which position, although
but 25 years old, he disjdayed great
ability. In 18G5 he was nominated
by the Democrats for District Attor-
ney, but was defeated by the

nominee hy a small major-
ity, lie then resumed his private
practice of law, being a member of
tho linn of Laning, Cleveland &
Folsoni. .

:

In tho fail of 1S70 be was elected
Sheriff of that county, and held the
ollice lor three years, ju !S7 h
was elected Mayor of Buffalo, rc
ceiving hundreds of Republican
volts', iulsiougn lie was the Homo
cratic candidate. As Mayor he
confirmed the ood opinion enler-
taiuetl for him by honest men of all
parties. Exercising the veto (tower
unsparingly, he was the means o
.Irfcutini' many corrupt municipal
jobs originating in bis own as .well
us the Republican party, and by the
utmost care and vigilance he saved
to lax-paye- rs manv thousands of
dollars which, if he hail jierformei!
bis duty less conscientiously, might
have boon ruthlessly squandered
It was while administering this
office that he came into notice out
side tho city of his residence.

When a successor was to lie selec
tod lor liov. A. Ii. Cornell, Mr.
Cleveland was only mentioned as a
possible candidate. , Gomel! had
incurred Jbo hitler hato of his for-
mer friends nnd patrons of the ftal-wa- rt

wing of the party by abandon
ing them during the lirst lew
months of the Uariield administru
tion, and they determined to crush
him. In this they had no doubt tho
fUjport ot President Arthur. Secre
tary forger was selected as the stal
wart candidate. J lis nomination
was secured by a most disreputable
use or the macrniio and forged prox
ies iu the. nominating convention
When the public fully understood
tho matter "the Indignation "was
great. Two of the nominees for
State officers on the same ticket
with Folger withdrew, refusing to
aceeiit nominations which they had
reason to Ixilicve were inspired by
fraud. The Republican leaders were
thrown into consternation. After
many vaiu attemjt:3 to fill tho va
cancies on their ticket, and when
almost on the point of giving up in
dispair, they secured the consent of
two obscuro individuals to stand In
the' breach. Republicans Yf un-
doubted loyalty to their jxtrty were
outsjioken in their condemnation of
tiro managers, who were believed to
be rosjHtnsible for the scandals at-
tached to their organization.

The Democrats resjtondod by
nominating Grover Cleveland, and
his election over ivir. Joiror was
one of the most romarkablo events
in American politics. He carried
almost every county iu the State,
The vote was light, comiarative!y,
showing that thousands of Repub
licans remained away from the polls.
It is robable that nmuy Demo-
crats, feeling confident of tho elec-
tion of their 'candidate, also failed
to voto. ? - - . s e

most interesting feature. It is care-
fully and adroitly worded and affords
standing room for Democrats of all
shades of opinions. In its plainest
and most , rational construction, it
means a revenue tariff so adjusted as
to protect American industries and
labor, but those who oppose such ad-

justment havo argued it into an advo
cacy of their views. "

This clause, to our mind, is explicit
in expressing the adjustment feature:

"The necessary reduction in taxa-
tion can, and must.be effected without
depriving American labor of the abili-
ty to compete successfully with foreign
labor, ana without imposins: lower
rates of duty than will bo ample to
cover the increased cost of production
which may exist in consequence of tlie
higher rate of wages prevailing in this
country.

A rtvisim qf the. tariff is clearly de-

manded, but the platform speaks only
of a reducliun of taxes and is particular
to say:

The Democratic party is pledged to
reviso the tarifi in a spirit of fairness
to all interests, but in making a reduc-
tion in taxes, it is not proposed to in- -

jure any uomesuc industries, uui raui
cr to promote tneir healthy growth.

Tho free trailers say that this insti
tutes the argument that the carrying
out of their ideas will promote tho
healthy growth of industries, but that
is the forced, and not tlie most obvious
construction. .

The opening sentence of the tarilT
plank sounds something like the Mor-

rison bill, in its indictment of. the
"liepublican party for having failed to
relieve the people from crushing war
taxes," etc., but the platform afterwards
defines "war taxes" in the following
manner:

The system of direct taxation, known
as the "Internal lievcnue," is a war tax,
and so long as the law continues, the
money derived therefrom should bo
sacredly devoted to the relief of the

eop!e'from the remaining burdens of
the war, ami be made a fund to defray
the exjiense of the enre and comfort of
worthy soldiers disabled in the line of
duty in the wars of the republic, and
for tho payment of such tensions as
Congress may from time to time grant
to such soldiers.

This is significant when taken in con-

nection with a declaration in another
Mtrtiou of tho platform that, '"From

the foundation of the Government,
taxes collected nt the custom house
have lecn the chief source of Federal
revenue; such they must continue."

Pensions to le paid soldiers of the
late war will cease to exist in course of
time, and under the altove declaration,
tho internal revenue taxes will cease
to exist with them, anil custom house
duties are considered the only perpet
ual source of revenue.

We are willing to admit, however.
that an argument that the platform
does not in spirit demand a reduction
of the tarifl would be specious. We
simply call attention to the fact that
in point of substance it makes no such
demand, and its neglect to do so was.
no doubt, intentional. The Ohio plat-
form, to which the so called "revenuo
reformers" violently objected, called
for a reduction of all taxes to the req
uisitc revenue point and the National
Republican platform does the same
thing. A simple demand for reduc
tion, therefore, imports nothing; it
the manner of the proposed revuhm
of the tariff that has caused differences
of opinion, and under our construe
lion the Democratic platform means
that it shall be dono with due reeard
to American industries and labor,

The clause that gives the free tra
ders most comfort is tho one with
which tho tarilf plank closes and is as
follows:

We, therefore, denounce the abuse
of tho existing laritl and subioct to the
preceding limitations, wc demand that
federal taxation shall be exclusively
for public purposes and snail not ex-
ceed the needs of the Government eco
nomically administered.

We would have agreed to a declara
tion for "a tariff for revenuo only" if
it was qualified with such limitations
as had lccn previously made in this
platform. The fact that there are
limitations admits the Ohio idea. On
that idea we have always stood and
still stand, in perfect consistency with
the National Democratio platform.

Os the threshold of this canvass it
would bo well enoutrh for the people
of Tennessee to make every candidate
lor political position to declare his
construction of the platform of the
democratic party, stttc and national.
Then he can lie elected or rejected, as
tho people see lit 2mhvale WorliU

For our part we think it is about
time that this foolishness of certain
Democrats attempting to proscril;
