A bloody affair recently occurred

In Hickman fcounty.f Tennessee,
which re;allaLth6.memorab.Je scenes
about Norvoo when the early Mor-
mons, were driven from III! nof3 by
the outraged citizens. Several
Mormon elders "went to Hickman
county a few years back and by
their preaching succeeeded in con-

verting 8i number of 'natives and
founded an, organlxatioi. . t Their
presence In the countyj excited the
usual antmosity against Mormons
which grew in intensity until last
Sunday when the following tragedy
occurred. This account of the affair
was given the Nashville Banner by
Col. W. M. Johnson of Oentreville :
- Last Sunday morning, when the
Mormons assembled they were at-
tacked, and several parties lost their
lives. Col. Johnson says he heard a
rumor of the attack in the morning,
but could learn no particulars until
John DePriest, the mail-rid- er be
tween Centreville and Ivy Mills,
Lewis county arrived. When ques-
tioned Mr. DePriest gave the fol-
lowing particulars of the affair :
About 11 o'clock three Mormon
elders met at the house of an old
man named Guilder, near Ivy Mills,
and proceeded to hold one of their
regular meetings. Among the con-
gregation were Mrs. Conder, young
Martin Conder and John R.Hutson.
Between 10 and 11 o'clock ten or
twelve mask men rode up to the
house and were met at the door by
young Conder and.Hntson. ..The
mob demanded the young men to
surrender, but they refused and
showed fight. , One of , the mob
knocked young Conder in the head,
crushing his skull and causing in-

stant death. Hutson, who had by
this time siezed a double-barrelle- d

shotgun, fired upon the - mob and
killed one, who after his ma.sk was
removed, proved to be David Hirt-Bo- n,

a well-to-d- o farmer, who lived
on Bushy fork of Beaver dam.

' The mob drew their weapons and
fired upon Hutson, killing him in-

stantly. They then entered the
house and opened fire on the Mor-
mon elders, two of whom were kill-
ed outright. One of the "elders
sought protection behind Mrs. Con-
der, and a bullet aimed at him took
effect in the lady's leg, fracturing
that member. The other elder see-
ing his brothers lying dead, fled to
the woods.,. .He was pursued, and
fired upon. It was thought he, too,
was killed. ' On the way toConder's

.The Courier-Journa- l, speaking of
the election of Judge Holtj, Republican
nominee lor Appellate Judge in the
6th "Kentucky District, over Judge
Reed, the Democratic candidate, in
district Uiat had hitherto gone Demo
cratic by a majority of 7,500, says :

In Uie result there is a lesson se
vere, but deserved to demagogues
and wire-w-or iters; to men woo, re
gardless of proprieties, trample on Uie
sensibilities and prejudices of those
who believe Uiat there are some things
more sacred, more to be regarded
than mere party success. This defeat
is a notice served on political bum
men, hirelings and professional office
holders that it is time for them to take
up a march to Uie rear. They have
presumed once too often on the toler
ance and good nature of our people. If

some insubordinate self-style- d leaders,
and select its best men for its highest
positions.

Some narrow-minde- d, bigoted par
tisans may consider this defeat a party
calamity, but the people of Uie State
at large will on the contrary hail it as
Uie first indication of a brighter and
better day. Hereafter a nomination
will not be all that is required to se
cure an election. The party needs
purification, and there are men brave
and intelligent enough to undertake
tne work.

Ihereisa good deal in these re
marks that, in a general way, applies
to Tennessee politics, and the condi
tion of the Democratic party in this
State. We can truly say with the
Courier-Journa- l Uiat "Uie party needs
purification" and we hope there are
men "brave and intelligent enough to
undertake Uie work."

A band of domineering demagogues
have constituted themselves Uie Dem
ocratic party in Tennessee and try to
sustain themselves in power by ma
chine methods in public bodies and
unstinted abuse of all who presume to
differ with them. If a paper ventures
to criticise the actions of this ring it
is straightway pronounced a Republi
can in disguise and there is no epithet
too vile to be applied to Uie individual
who is not in accord with all its
schemes and mechinaUons.

It would certainly be a desperate
remedy for these evils to turn the
State over to the Republicans, and we
do not wish to be understood as en
couraging any d:sauection from the
Democratic candidates for State offices.
The true interest of Uie Democratic
party is what we have in view and we
sincerely believe Uiat unless these
Tennessee swash-buckle- rs are rebuked
and the despicable means they em
ploy to control politics, done away
with, Uiey will ruin the Democratic
party in this State.

One of the fruits of these methods
was seen in the defeat of the Demo
cratic nominee for Trustee in David
son county last week, and the decreas
ed majorities for the other candidates.
Commenting on this unexpected result
Uie American says :

Impracticable methods, coercive in
their character, if persisted in, will
nave tne etiect to disintegrate the par-
ty. There is too much intelligence in
uiis community lor hectoring self
constituted leaders to manage party
affairs. Ignorance and bigotry cannot
ana will not control intelligence even
in party matters; that a lew men, or a
single newspaper, or a convention even,
siKill do Uie thinking for an enlighten-
ed jieople, and give the word of com-
mand and apply the lash to all who do
not obey orders, even as to matters of
form or as to the mode of organising is
as oncnsive to intelligence as it is
wrong in tiieory. Intelligent men are
fit subjects for reason and argument,
but the party lash has lost its power,
and to attempt it is so onensive that it
often drives independence into oppo
sition.

Ignorance misapprehends party re
lations. To belong to a party does not
mean that the right to think and talk
and act have been surrendered to
the party managers. To belong to a
party gives no license to a blatherskite
on the stump or the ignorant publish
er of a newspaper to chastise for sup-
posed party delinquency. To vote
with a party in po way subjects the
private citizen to public criticism and
censure. Men voting with a party,
and not candidates for office, are only
private citizens, and as long as a man
is a private citizen, to quit the party or
not to vote, or vote tor a part of the
ticket, is a right and publicly making
criticism is a social offense,and is only
done by uncultured people. This mis-
take by leaders, and
constant personal assaults upon pri
vate citizens, has had the effect to ali-
enate many intelligent men. This
mode of conducting party politics
always produces disintegration. It
may do among an ignorant people,
but will not do among an intelligent
people. .

BEN BUTLER- -

Those who supposed that Ben But-- '
ler would not be a candidate for the
Presidency had little conception of the
old demagogue's cliaractcr. With all
of his native shrewdness Ben is the
greatest egotist in America and great-
ly magnifies his tiersonal following
and influence. The world has never
produced a man who possessed a great-
er degree of Uiat audacious effrontery
commonly called "cheek." He would
have been a candidate if no party had
tendered him a nomination, and he
needed no issue to bring him before
the public but the personal one of
making Ben Butler President He
went into the Chicago convention with
the hope of capturing the Democratic
nomination, and Uie certainty of .at-

tracting notice. His dissent from the
platform adopted there was only made
to furnish him a means of escape from
the party. He is the embodiment of
low cunning and contains in his 'per
son all Uiat an elevated idea of charac
ter can object to.

The columns of the Clarksville
Chronicle and a sort of tariff assiniila
ting hoper into which the most di-
vorce views and declarations roar be
put, and a few turns of the crank by
which it is run, made, and lo they all
coine out ouo and Uie same thing.

Rational platform and the Montgom-
ery county resolutions are all made to
mean exactly uie same thing. All
reduced to two propositions, reduction
of the tariff to Uie lowest revenue point
ana protection ot American industries.

We won't stop to comment on the

admirable persrecuity of the above. It
is one of those Japanese puzzles to
which our neighbor occasionally treats
ito readers, and which we can't under
take to interpret

Making a rougn guess, we suppose
Uie Democrat lias reference to an edit-
orial in a recent issue of the Cheoki-cl- b

headed "The Tariff Not an Issue,"
and intends to dissent from Uie views
therein expressed. Our contemporary
would make its assertions more effect-
ive if it would place the platforms of
which it speaks side by side and point
out their differences. The simple dec-
laration that they express "the most
diverse views" is not, in itself, con-
vincing.

The editorial alluded to made no
mention of Uie Montgomery county
resolutions. Our recollection of them
is that they contained a good deal of
high sounding buncomb that meant
nothing in particular. But in as much
as they declared for a discrimination
in duties reduced to the requisite rev-
enue point, we do not hesitate to ex-

press it as our opinion that they do
mean about Uie same thing as Uie
platforms mentioned in Uie above.

The Democrat indulges in some fine
spun arguments as to Uie impossibility
of adjusting a tariff that raises no more
reyenue than the Government requires
for Uie purpose of placing American
labor and industries on a competing
basis with those of foreign countries.
That is not to the point The question
we are discussing is whether or not
Uie platforms put forth by both Uie
Republican and Democratic parties
declare in favor of just that kind of a
tariff and whether or not they are
identical in that particular? We
would be glad to have the Democrat
put Uie two platforms in juxtaposition
and point out Uie difference in their
meaning.

The phrase "requisite revenue" is
found in Uie Republican platform and
that document declares strongly for a
"reduction of Uie surplus." The Dem-
ocratic National platform, as it speaks
of reduction, differs from the celebra-
ted Ohio platform only this much:
The latter calls for "a tariff for revenue
limited to Uie necessities of the Gov-

ernment economically administered,"
and Uie former says, "All taxation shall
be limited to the requirements of an
economical Government" The Na-
tional plank is Uie least definite of Uie
two, as it does not relate purely to Uie
tariff. All , three of these platforms
clearly express Uie adjustment idea.

It is only the Republicans who are
trying to make the tariff Uie issue of
Una cjuojiaign. As Carl Scaurs says,
"they uso Uio tariff question as a
great fig leaf which Uiey stretch and
spread to make it hide Uie crooked-
ness of their standard bearer." The
Democratic platform was so framed as
to prevent this concealment and we
shall give our aid in helping to tear
away the fig leaf.

It is altogether unprofitable for
DemocraU to be warring among them-
selves at Uiis time on any issue, and
we don't caro to be a party to such
unseemly strife. The Democrat and
The Chkoxicle are striving to elect
Uie same candidates and it won't help
Uie cause along for them to quarrel
about Uie issue on which Uie fight
shall be made. In fact, we fail to find
wherein the Democrat differs with us
on Uie tariff, since it agrees to admit
discriminatiou in duties for purposes
of protection, but its argument in
Uiat regard seems to us to be paradox
ical wiUi what goes before.

The attendance was very small,
only one' delegate from Cheatham
county and ' three from Houston
being present. . Montgomery coun-
ty was mostly represented by dele-
gates from No. 12. Nos. 1, 6 and 7,
and probably some other districts,
had delegates In attendance.

Q. M. Bell, Esq., called the con-

vention to order, saying the doty
devolved on him as secretary of the
Montgomery County Executive
Committee, in the absence of Mr.
Savage, the chairman. He an-

nounced the first thing in order the
election of a temporary chairman.
; Mr. Munford moved that Mr. Bell
occupy the chair until a permanent
chairman should be elected. Car-rie-d.

The Chair requested the repre-
sentatives of the press to act as sec-

retaries. '

Messrs. A. H. Munford of Mont-
gomery, J. II. Balthrop, of Cheat-
ham and J. N. McDonald of Hous-
ton, were appointed a committee
on credentials and basis of repre-
sentation. ;. ,

The committee recommended that
the same representation be allowed
the counties composing the Floturial
District in this convention as was
allowed them in the recent State
convention at Nashville, viz:
Cheatham 8 votes, Montgomery 23
and Houston 5. The committee
also recommended the adoption of
the two-third- 3 rule. The report was
adopted. ...

S. A. Caldwell, Esq., of Mont-
gomery county, nominated H. H.
Buquo, Esq., of Houston county,
for permanent chairman and Mr. J.
U. Balthrop, of Cheatham county,
seconded the nomination. Mr. Bu-

quo was unanimously elected.
On taking the chair he said that

although the convention was a
small assembly, he felt compliment
ed in being called to preside over it.
Every. Democratic meeting held
this year was au important body.
The Democratic ticket was to be
elected this year from top to bot
tom, and every convention the par
ty held was part and parcel of the
entire work.

The chair appointed Messrs. Bell,
McDonald and Balthrop a commit
tee on resolutions.

Nominations of candidates for
Representative were now announc
ed in order.

Mr. Buquo called Mr. DeGraffen
reid to the chair and took the floor
to place in nomination Mr. L. L
Skelton. of Houston county. He
said : "I wish to place in nomina
tion a man whom I have known
long and with whom I am well ac
quainted. There has been a tacit
agreement between the three coun
ties represented in this convention
that the candidate nominated shall
come from Houston county. With
this understanding a primary elec
tion was held in Houston county
to elect a candidate and the man
whom I will nominate received
nearly all the votes cast, though he
had several competitors who were
gentlemen of eminent respectability.
This will of the people expressed at
the ballot box was ratified by the
county Democratic convention,
which recently met at Erin. Gen
tlemen of the convention, I have
known thiu man to be a Democrat
good and true with unswerving de
votion to the party for 17 "years. He
has made an efficient ofllcer and is a
citizen of. sterling character. He is
not a man accustomed to public
speaking but belongs to the good,
substantial farming class and will
make a conservative and trustwor
thy representative." Mr. Buquo
then mentioned the name of his
candidate.

A. V. Goodpasture. Esq.. moved
to nominate Mr. Skelton by accla
ma tion.

A. II. Munford, Esq., said before
that motion was put he wished to
endorse all that Mr. Buquo had
said of Mr. Skelton, and added
some very complimentary remarks
concerning that gentleman.

Mr. Goodpasture h motion was
then put and carried.

Mr. Skelton then came forward in
response to calls and in a very man-
ly and unassuming manner express-
ed his thanks for the honor conferr-
ed upon him. He is under the im- -

He overhaul
ed the records ol Uioyrutlriwen who
are opposed lo him in the congres-
sional race and spent some lime in
discussing National politics.

The committee on resolutions then
made the following report :

Resolved. That c moot heart;! v
endorse the platfoniri .i! i tc- - hv
the State and National conventions
and enthusiastically pledge our-
selves to support the nominees of
said convent mm.

Resolved, id, That we favor a
udicious reduction of the tax udou

merchants and farmers, a judicious
reform of present privilege tax. Tho
present system being oppressive to
the tax payers in many instances.

Itesolvea, au. That we favor a
statute of limitation barring the col
lection or an taxes not collected
within a specified time after they
become due. The time not to ex
ceed three years, unless the proper
ty remains in ine nanas or me same
owner as when the taxes accrued.

The convention then adjourned.

The result of Uie county elections
throughout the State of Tennessee
show large gains for the Democrats es-

pecially in the eastern division. This
is gratifying, but county elections are
so much influenced by personal con-

siderations Uiat Uiey cannot be taken
as a fair indication. .

The candidates for Governor, will
not reach darksvllle until Uie leaves
begin to turn, but Uie "jint debate"
will be no less interesting on account
of its nearness to election day.

The fact that our Sales ibj the

tiectations and in many instances
has greatly surpassed the estimate,
The rainy season which followed
close on the harvest damaged in
many instances the grain while in
the shock, but In spite of the freez
ing out In many counties last win
ter causing the stand to be thin, and
other unfavorable conditions during
the period of its growth and ripen
Ing, the crop generally is reported
to be the finest both as to quantity
and quality that has been grown in
the State for many years, and it is
believed by most of those who have
kept themselves familiar with the
estimates of the yields of the past
few years, that it will exceed the
croo of 1882. which amounted to
nearly 10,000,000 bushels, and which
was perhaps the heaviest yield of
the past decade, if not in the his-

tory of the State. In addition to
the abundant yield, the quality of
the grain is reported very superior,
and the crop is reported to be mostly
housed and in good condition."

The corn crop is reported to have
Improved considerably during July
though some of the conditions pre
vious to that time were not favora
ble. The crop is said to have been
greatly damaged in some localities
bv storms. The excessive rains in
the early part of the month had
rather a damaging effect on the hay
crop, however, a large proportion
was saved and in good condition.

"Of the conditions of the tobacco
crop, forty-seve- n counties report Im
proved conditions as compared with
the previous month, thirty counties
report a decrease, while the remain
Ing twenty report condidions equal
A few counties report some of the
crops "frenching" to some extent
Montgomery county reports, that
with no further unfavorable condi
tions the crop will be the heaviest
for ten years. Other counties report
fine prospects for a heavy crop. In
the June report an error appeared
which was discovered too late to be
corrected. In the general summary
we said that the large area plaated
in tobacco this year was thought to
be due to some extent to the legisla
tion permitting the producer to sell
one hundred pounds without paying
license. It should have been one
hundred dollars worth without pay
ing license."

Mr. Henry Frech, of this city, ad
dressed a letter to Uie Nashville Ban
ner inquiring if the railroad commis
sioners are still drawing their salaries,

The Banner is of the opinion that they
will claim every dollar of the pay
allowed them. Aside from any con
8ideration of the necessity of a railroad
commission, this should not be allow
ed. Mr. Frech makes a good point
when he says : "If the law is void the
offico is, and some good citizen of Ten
nessee should file an injunction on the
treasuror to stop their pay." If the
law is not void it ia in abeyance, and
salaries should bo so too. - There
should be no pay for services not ren
dered.
