To the Chronicle
It is said that fools ask questions

that wise men cannot answer, and
I very much fear that the wise men
of our City Government will hard-
ly answer this one, and I am will
ing to rest under the imputation of
being a fool just: to see if our Al-

dermen will try and answer why it
is that they do not comply with
the ordinances of the city when
they have such daily evidence of
the need of 'compliance. For in-

stance, there was an ordinance pass-

ed April 5th, 1882, and entitled the
"Pavement Ordinance." Sec. 7th
of which reads somewhat like this :

" Whenever it shall be ttiQ opinion
of the Board of Mayor and Alder
men that pavements or sidewalks,
or curbing to same, along the line
of any alley, street, avenue or pub
lic square, should be built, construc-
ted or repaired,' the Board of May
or and .Aldermen shall pass a res
olution to that effect, etc. etc.,"
going on to give the exact way of
giving notice to the property owner,
Now it is well known to every cit
izen of Clarksville, outside the
Board of Mayor and Aldermen,
that there are various and numer
ous pavements and sidewalks along
the most frequented streets of our
city which are positively danger
ous to persons walking along them,
and they have been in this deplora
ble condition from two to twelve
months. Now why do not our City
Fathers attend to this matter?
This is not a hard question to an-

swer, yet I'll wager a small sum
that not one of them will answer it
Too wise, I fear. My idea is that
we vote at the next election for
some dd fools for their position
in the city government and maybe
we can .get an answer to a simple
question, and' an answer will soon
lead to a correction of the evil. As
the proper steps are . not taken to
have sidewalks repaired, the infer
ence is natural that the Board of
Mayor and Aldermen do not eon
sider that repairs are necessary.
Well, jif that is so let us find a set
of men who will think a little more
like their constituents think. For
no man, woman or child an walk
along Seventh cross streetjust to
give you an example or on Mad-
ison street, from the railroad bridge
600 feet towards town, without los-
ing much of the little religion that
he or she imbibes in this badly
managed city.

THE. WRECK OF THE BELMONT. .

A Terrible Accident ou tlie Ohio Elver.

The transfer boat, Belmont which
plys between E,vansville and Jlen-derso- n,

was capsized and sunk by a
storm Friday of last week and a
m umber of lives lost by the accident.

The facts, as eathered from the
two pilots of the boat, the one on
duty and the other off watch, are as
follows:

Jim Kay. who was on duty said :
"When the bont leltEvansville this
morninsr at 8 o'clock there was no
appearance of a storm, only a small,
dark cloud in the Northwest, but
which commenced to develop rap
idly after we had got down the
river a short distance, and only felt
its full force just below the upper
locks at Hart's point, when the
wind struck as - astern sending the
boat alone: much more rapidly. As
we rounded the bend, opposite Stan-lev- 's

Point it struck us broadside.
New lines were run out to the barge
to make everything fast, and tho
boat headed for shoaler water on
the Kentucky shore, but before
reachinsr it the wind lifted her.
causing her to list badly. The mid
ship hatch was open, and when the
boat careened she commenced tak-ia- z

water. I still remained in the
the pilot-hous- e until the barge lines
parted, when i maae a jump ai me
cabin w) going and

and as the boat came bottom up I
got ott her, as did Bob Redmond,
the engineer. Milt Long. Sam But
ler, and a drummer named Mitchell
and we remained there until we
were taken oft by skiff. I have no
idea how many passengers there
were on board as ! was not in the
cauin after we left the wharf. The
last I saw of Capt. Smith was after
he left the pilot-hous- e and passed
in front of the chimneys just as they
fell. Pilot Jim Iiurnett was asleep
at the time the storm came up, but
got up and went down on deck to
help the Captain get out a couple
more lines in the barge. He saw
the wind was blowing down the
river and seuding the boat along
about 20 miles an hour. He said to
Cant. Smith that after the boat got
around the bend he didn't thing she
would stand it. After making the
lines fast, he went over in the barge
and stayed there, and after it naa
narted from the boat landed her.
lie then went ashore and got a mule
and rode to llendi rson :ifter the
Houston Comb and took her up
there, but she could not pull the
barge off, and it was not long before
the lnn Cliff came along and took
it to Henderson." Of rho 20' pas-
sengers that were on the boat, 14 are
known to he lost,- - While Capt. John
Smith; of the crow win theouly one
lost.

is pastor, are building a new church
on JMam street in the place" where
theiroldeharch; which was rather
an unsightly structure, has stood for
years past. The new church will be
quite a handsome building and will
add greatly to the appearances of
the locality jvler6 it is situated.

The work or the church;': has now
progressed to" the first floor, the walls
of the basement . being completed
At this stage of the building it was
proper to "lay the corner-stone- "

and Thursday afternoon was set
apart for that purpose. The color-
ed Masonic Lodge assisted in the
ceremony and added to the interest
of the occasion by the solemn per-
formance of their -- cabalistic rites-Th- e

stone was supplied with such
things as will suggest the ' temper of
these times to the future archaeolo-
gist who searches among the decay-
ing walls for relics of the past.
Among other things the. stone con-

tains is a copy of the Chronicle
trade issue of last May.

The most interesting feature of
the occasion was the address deliv
ered by Rev. A. D. Sears, D. D., of
this city. The doctor is a very
graceful and pleasing speaker and
his valuable stor of ; knowledge in
regard to such matters as this pe-

culiarly fitted him for the occasion.
He begun by explaining that the
custom of laying corner stones orig-
inated with the Masonic fraternity,
to whom it had an especial mean-
ing, i With them, corner-ston- e .and
foundation stone meant the same
thing. This portion of the address
was quite instructive, and contain-
ed some information not easily
found elsewhere.

The doctor then spoke of the' fact
that' the largest number of colored
people who belong to any51 church
are either Baptist or Methodist.
He attributed this to the fact that
these denominations display more
feeling thau pthera. aotlthe colored
people are naturally demonstrative
and entHusiastfc. Another cause
was that the colored people like
emersion. The colored Methodists
were generally emersed though
their church does not;,make it im-

perative thaf theyshdold be. When
he heard of an emersion to take
place among the colored people he
couldn't tell whether theywere
Ba'itist' br Methodist".

f The Baptist jchurch among the
colored people was flourishing "and
aiding in the elevation of the race.
There were in the South 15 colleges
where colored Baptist preachers
were educated and trained for the
ministry that had been endowed by
philanthropic people at the North.
In these there were 412 young men
being thoroughly prepared-.t- go
out and preach to the people. There
were some men of learning and dis-

tinguished ability at the head of
these institutions. Among them
might be mentioned Dr. Corning of
Richmond. A great change was
coming for the colored people and
they : must prepare themselves ito
meet it He thought itv woul( be
their mission to evangelize and civ-

ilize Africa. It was a work God
had reserved for them. White men
couldn't accomplish it on acccount
of climatic impediments.

The doctor referred to three color-
ed preachers of the Baptist church
he had known who were men of
high character and greatly respect-
ed. Henry Adams, of Louisville,
London Ferrellt pf Lexington, Ky,
and Nelson Merry, recently deceas-
ed, of Nashville. Colored people
should emulate the example of
these men, and here was no reason
why they should not all attain as
high places, in public life as .these
divines had done.

The doctor's address was very at-

tentively listened to, and we hope
the seed fell on good ground.

Bishop Pierce Dead.

Bishop Pierce, of the M. E.
Church, South, died at his home in
Sparta, Ga., Wednesday. .He was
one of the mast eminent divines in
the country and was very generally
beloved. We take the following
concerning him from the Nashville
Banner :

Bishop Pierce was born at Greens-
boro, Ga., in February, 1811. He is
a son of the celebrated Rev. Lov-ic-k

Pierce, D. D., who died a few
years since in Georgia. Bishop
Pierce eraduated from, the State
University at Oxford, Ga., at about J

the age or eighteen, lie studied
law, and was about to engage in the
practice of that profession when he
was converted and joined the Meth-
odist Episcopal church and entered
the ministry. He soon gave evi-
dence of great popularity and pow-
er as a preacher. He has tilled
many of the most important sta-
tions in Georgia and South Caroli-
na, being for years president of the
female college at Macon, Ga., and
afterward president of Emory Col-

lege, in the same state. For many
years he labored as presiding elder,
and was one of the most successful
workers in the Christian ministry.
In 1854 he was elected and ordained
bishop, in which office he has con-
tinued to this day. In all respects
he has proved one of the most el-

oquent and impressive preachers
that America ever produced. In
his middle life he was remarkable
for his fine personnel. His voice
was rich and mellow and full of
power. Bishop Pierce had a clear
mind and a vein of poetry ran
through his discourses. He has
preached all over the western por-
tion of this continent, and especial-
ly in the western and southern
states. Ho has been a man of un-
blemished character, a pure Chris-
tian and is loved and honored by
his church perhaps as much as any
man ever connected with Meth-
odism. He delivered here last
spring a most eloquent and impress-
ive sermon in memory of Bishop
Kavanaugh, who was ordained
bishop at the same time he himself
was. No man in the ministry had
a greater reputation. He was to
the Methodist Episcopal church,
south, what the late Bishop Simp-
son was to the Methodist Episcopal
church, north. Perhaps two more
eloqent men never died in the same
year.

Last February Bishop Pierce and
his wife celebrated their golden
wedding at their home in Georgia.
The friends and family connections
came from far and near to do hoaor
to the aged couple who had travel-
ed the path of life together from
early youth. It was on this occa
sion that the venerable Bishop, in
tne presence or the assembly, im-
pressed a kiss of love on the lips of
his faithful wife and announced
that she had made him what he
was.

The Gallatin Tennessean, a newspa
per that never had an honest principle
and was never suspected of entertain
ing one, grows furious about the circu.
Lttion of the "railroad supplements" by
the country press and indulges in
some of the mud flinging that charac-
terizes its class. Among '.'other dirty
things, it says that the papers in Ten
nessee that oppose a railroad commis-
sion are in the pay of the railroads and
have been bribed to take that side of
the question. "s .j "

This is the tactics of such papers as
the Tennessean. It belongs to a class
of journals in this State that were born'
of repudiation and have maintained a
meagre existence by feeding the worst
elements of the body politic on cheap
demagogy. Newspapers that pander
to the prejudices of the ignorant and
never make up their estimate of any
issue from honest conviction. '

Their base assertions and baser in
sinuations are not worthy of notice,
and will have no weight with candid
and intelligent minds against honest
argument.

Hon. Andrew J. Caldwell's re- -

nomination for Congress by the recent
Democratic convention was, under all
the circumstances, eminently proper.

There is an individual in this State,
popularly styled "the old man of the
mountain," who has proved to Tennes-
see what "the old man of the sea" did
to the unfortunate Sinbad. With an
insatiate thirst for office holding and
personal notoriety, he has pandered to
prejudice, played on ignorance and
brought the most unfortunate disten-
tions into State politics, for the sole
purpose of making himself prominent

To this objectionable character is
almost entirely due the agitation of
the debt question, all the evils that
attended it and the long delay about
Its settlement. But for John Savage
and his designs on the' United States
Senatorehip, Tennessee would have
settled her debt' years ago as other
Southern States did to the satisfaction
of all concerned.

The debt question having been fi
nally arranged in a manner that com-

mitted Savage to a maintainance of
the agreement and, we hope, perma-
nently removed from State politics,
the old demagogue now goes' howling
over the State with another scheme
that will keep him before the people
and secure him food from the public
trough.
