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Tarw CuroxicLE is always able to
show cause for the lhith that is in it
and has abundant reason for its oppo-
gition to a railroad ecommission in
Tennessee.

In the first place,a mandatory com-
mission would never be sustained by
the courts, snd an advisory commis-
sion would be nothing more than &
scheme to create more offices and
more taxes to support them.

No commission is needed in Ten-
nessee, 'We bave had railroads  for
more than thirty years without any
commission and the scheme was only
thought of when the professional peli-
ticlans wanted more offices. The rail-
roads are not extorting from and rob-
bing the people as charged by the
demagogues. Their charges are lighter
now than ever before and from ome-
half to three-fourths less than their
charters allow them. Within the last
few years passenger fure has been re-
duced 40 8 cents per mile, and the
roads show a disposition to accommo-
date the people by giving reduced
mites Lo parties attending politicel con-
ventions, church assemblies, agricultu-
ral fairs, and, in fuct, all public gath-
erings,

It takes the finest financial ability
and business capaeity to manage rail-
roads and a commission would subject
a large amonnt of important property
to the control of office hunt-
ing politicians, changed  every two
years by the doubtiul methods of pop-
ular election.

It will disable trunk lines of mil-
road passing through Tennessee in
their competition with other lines out
of the state and thus work to the det-
riment of Tennessee towns and the
State generally. To illusteate: Hunt-
ingdon controls a system that now ex-
tends from New Port News on Chesa-
peake Bay to the Pacific coast., His
lines pass through Tennessee, and
Memphis is the point where they con-
verge. Jay Gould controls a system
that includes seversl lines running
Boath and West from St. Louis, and
which compete with Huntington’s
roads for the carrying trade of Texas,
Mexico and California. It can be
readily seen that if Tennessee cripples
the Huntington system with a coin-
mission it will work to the detriment
of Memphis in favor of St Louia. An
injury o Memphis will be an injury
to the whole ol West Tennessee, and
to some extent, to the entire State,

This argument will apply to all the
important roads in Tennessee which
have the greater portion of their lines
out of the State.

A railroad commission could regu-
late nothing but local freights and that
is (oo small & maiter to pay the ex-
pense of sach an institution. All the
staple products of the State are ship
ped miles beyond ite borders, and the
goods brought here in return. come
from equally as great a distance. Mr.
John J. Vertrees urges against the
Louisville and Nashville road, which
he styles “the Dagon among these
Philistines,” that its charges are higher
from Gallatin to Louiaville than from
Nashville to Louisville,. How would a
commission with no control over
freights beyond the Tennessee line
remedy this evil if it be one? The
truth probably is that Nashville has
cheaper rates than Gallatin because it
isa #0 much larger shipping point.
The proportionate shipping between
the two points and Louisville is as a
4housand to one.

The railroads are not growing rich.
No Tennesseo railroad pays a dividend
of G per cont. on its stock, not even
“The Dagon among these Philistines.”
The majority pay no dividend at all’
It follows that if they are tumed over
to the tender mercies of Savage & Co,,
they will be bankrupted.

A commission will, from its very
nature, prevent the building of more
railroads, and Tennesses needs a great
mpany new roads for the development
of her mineral, agricultural and com-
mercial resources. No capitalist will
invest money in eaterprises they can-
not control and whose management
must be changed every two years and
eflected by the vacillations of politics.
We publish on the first page of this
paper an extract from the Memphis
Avalanche giving a letter from a capi-
walist who contemplates building a
long line of road through the State in
sddition to that he already owns. His

controlled by & commission is conclu-
sive of what we have above stated.
More evidence on this point is found
in the following : We subiit forcon-

He should econsider also that how-
ever advissble a commission may be,
it will be the height of folly to elect
commissioners and pay them salaries
during the pending of the matter in
the courts, which will be at least five
yenis, '
The eléction of Savage, Gordon and
Tarley will mean not only the perpet-
vation of & commission but the con-
tinuance of $2000 per annum to each
of these worthies while they are pre-
vented by the courts from discharging
the duties imposed on them by the act.
‘We hope for the good of Tennessee,
and as a rebuke to the demagogues
with whieh this State is so sorely af
flicted, that they will be defeated.

THE OCTOBER ELECTIONS-

The State slections in Ohio and West
Virginia come off next Tuesday. The
important bearing their result will
have on the Presidential election next
month makes them the obpcl. of gen-
eral solicitnde.

Reports are so conﬂlctm;, and the
claims of the two parties are at such
variance that we are completely pus-
sled in our attempts: to prophesy the
resalt. Our bewilderment is made
greater because there are 80 many is-
sues and causes at work that it is im-
possible to tell what the eflect ia going
to be on the voters.

We are very much encouraged to
hope, however, that the Democrats will
tripmph. In order to do this it is not
neoessary that they carry Ohio. That
State is conceded to the Republicans,
and they must maintain a good major-
ity there or own a practical defeat.

The indications are that the German
vole, hitherto Republican, will go al-
most solidly Democratic. The whisky
interests are opposed to the Republi-
can ticket and a number of Independ-
ent Republicans who oppose Blaine
will vote with the Democrats.

Opposed  to this is some disaffection
among Irish Democrats, the dissatis-
faction of the wool growers because
the lawt Oongress relused to restore
the tariffion wool, and the fact that
the Republicans are spending four
times ns much money as the Demo-
crats,

Blaine's personal canvass of the State
has probably done him more harm
than good. A stumping tour is not
considered ‘exactly the thing for a
presidential candidate.

Different couses operate in West
Virginia from those that effect the
election in Ohio. The whisky ques-
tion cuts no figure there and the tariff
enters more largely into consideration,
It i8 said by some that the Democratie
ticket in this State is not a strong one
aud that the party may lose some votes
there on that account.

We will venture no absolute predic-
tion as to the outcome of these elec-
tions, but wish to express this guarded
opinion which we hope will be taken
with all due allowance. On the whole
the Democrats are going to have more
cause to rejoice than the Republicans
but their source of congratulstion will
come rather from Ohio than West Vir.,
