23, 1873, to February 28, 1874, was
taken up with the second "Tich-borne- "

trial, which resulted In the
conviction of the prisoner, as
Arthur Orton. In this name he
was sentenced to fourteen years'
imprisionment. He was sent first
to Millbank Prison, from whence he
was removed to Dartmoor. The
remainder of his term, which was
shortened considerably in reward
for uniformity good conduct, was
spent at Ports ea. Prison, t with the
exception of the- - last few dnys at
Pentonville, London, from whence
he was liberated.
