The following is an extract from
the monthly circular of Sawyer,
Wallace & Co., of New York dated
Jan. 2.

Prices of dark tobacco in tjie
country have ruled as high or
higher than last year, placing far-
mers in the happy condition of get-
ting more for their crops than they
expected, and affording a stimulus
to raise a still larger crop this year.
Less than usual has, however
changed hands. During a recent
visit to the stemming region we
found the only buyers evincing con-
fidence and readiness to pay going
rates, held orders from English
manufactures. Such had virtually
monopolized the business, the old,
regular stemmers awaiting lower
prices which they expected would
come when receipts increased. The
quantity of strips made this year
depends thus upon the price of the
raw material. We should say that
20,000 hhds. was a moderate esti-
mate, and 30,000 quite possiDle
should crops pome down a cent or
two per pound. The quality of the
crop was estimated at a cent per
pound poorer than the last, being
more or less injured by houseburn
where not fire cured. Bur ley Crops,
on the contrary, have opened at
about one half the price of last year,
but neither in this has there been
free trading, farmers not being yet
reconciled to the heavy decline.
