It was a little allusion we made re
cently to "The Survival of the Fittest,'
in connection with the theory of evo-
lution that got up the dander, as it
were, of the ' Dotsonville savant and
made him arch his back at us with
such an ominous growL He thought
we meant to be personal, and were in
sinus ting that his nee tors were mon
keys, or probably that he came from
the offspring of that famous union
when the monkey married the bab- -
boon's sister.

Our wise reviewer can possess his
soul in peace and enjoy in undisturbed
repose the "boundless contiguity of
shade" that surrounds Dotsonville.
We don't believe in evolution and con
sequently couldn't possibly have in
tended these base insinuations against
his ancestry. His lineage is, no
doubt, very aristocratic; we have
no disposition to dispute that he

is a direct descendant of Adam. But
discarding evolution and taking up
metemsychosi, it must be admitted
that our DoUon ville friend furnishes
some evidence in support of the theo
ry. The spirit that now enlivens him,
no doubt, once lived in a wise house
cat that could out "yowl" all the other
cats in the neighborhood, or probably
it animated the carcass of .

We don't believe in evolution. We

haven't any fixed opinion in that re
gard because we don't know anything
about it. Unlike the sage of Dotson
ville, this writer is not a scientist Be-

yond a cursory reading of the.?Origin
of Species," The Descent of Man," and
some of Mr. Huxley's minor writings,
we have made no study of evolution,
and wouldn't pretend to express any
opinion of its merits.

If we believed that our Dotsonville
friend had read one-fourt- h as much,
we might treat his article with some
degree of seriousness, but we are con
vinced that alt he knows about evolu-

tion was learned from that rat story
which we related in the editorial of
which he complained. He doubtless
thought our tale of the cannibal rodent
embraced the nebular hypothesis, nat
ural selection, survival of the fittest, in
fact, all the ingredients and concom i

tanU of the theory of evolution, in
eluding even "the missing link."

We believe, in the light of history
that it is foolish for the church to be
come alarmed over the promulgation
of scientific theories. Such theories
never meet with popular acceptance
until tliey become demonstrated facts,
and without such demonstration time
will sink them into oblivion. The
church persecuted Copernicus because
he said the world was round. Some
years later Columbus demonstrated
this theory to be a fact, but Christian-
ity didn't suffer in consequence; it
only served to carry the gospel "into
the uttermost parts of the earth."
Giordano Bruno was burned at the
stake for holding some s.ich idea, and
when the great Galileo said the world
moved, the theologians held up their
hands in holy horror, and forced him,
on penalty of death, to publicly retract
the heretical statement This action
of the churchmen has Ions been a
subject for ridicule, the world goes se-

renely bobbing around in its orbit,
and the glory of the Divine Intelli-
gence that directs its motion is all the
more manifest in consequence.

Evolution is far from being a dem-

onstrated fact Its most zealous advo-

cates do not claim as mucli. But it is
futile for Uie church to try to suppress
its discussion, and no harm need be
feared from it if it is false.

These are all the ideas we have on
evolution. We should not have intru-
ded them on the public except to es-

cape the misrepresentation of our
friend of Dotsonville. We will enter
into no further discussion of the sub-

ject md hereby inform our rural crit-
ic that if he seeks a controversy, be
luuat find some other opponent or ar-

gue a solo. But he will do better to
discuss a subject he knows something
about a dog law, for instance.

So far aa Christianity is concerned,

General Grant and Mr. Wm. H. Van-derb- ilt

concerning the business trans,
actions between the two, of which the
country has beard so much recently,
removes any blame that might have

Grant called on Mr. Vanderbilt a few
days previous to the failure of "the
firm of Grant & Ward, and borrowed
from that gentleman, for one day.
$150,000. This money was never re
funded, and a few days ago Mr. Van
derbilt obtained iudzment against
Gen. Grant for the amount ' and
levied on a collection of the old horo's
war relics, swords Ac, and numerous
articles that were presented him' br
foreign potentates in his trip around
uie world. Mr. Cyrus W. Field at-
tempted to raise a subscribtion to sat
isfy the judgment and Mr. Vanderbilt
contributed to it 100,000. But Gen.
Grant refused to receive such assist
ance. ',,'.. t

This was the light in which the mat
ter stood before the public and - its
true inwardness not being revealed
both of the parties most concerned
were subjected to criticism and cen-
sure. Mr. Vanderbilt on 'the 10th
inst, wrote a letter to Mrs. Grant, in
which he recites theja facta : .

"
,

On Sunday, the 4th of May last Gen
Grant called at my house and asked
me to lend him $150,000 for one day.
I gave bvm my check without ques-
tion, not because the transaction was
bnsiness-like- , but simply because the
request came Irom General Grant
The misfortunes wich overwhelmed
him in the next , twenty-fou- r hours
aroused the sympathy and regret of
the whole country. You and ne sent
me within a few days of that time
deeds of your joint properties to cover
this obligation, and urged my accept-
ance on the ground that this was only
a debt of honor which the General had
personally incurred, and these deeds I
returned. During my abserxe in Eu
rope the General delivered to my at-

torney mortgage upon all his own
real estate, household effects and
swords, medals and works of art, which
were memorials of his victories, and
presents from Governments all over
the world. These securities were,, in
his judgment worth one hundred and
titty thousand dollars. - At his solicita-
tion the necessary steps were taken by
judgment, et&, to reduce these proper-
ties to possession and the articles men-
tioned have been this day bought in
by me and the amount bid applied in
reduction of the debt Now that I am
at liberty to treat these things as my
own, the disposition of Uie i hole mat-
ter most in ncco. d with my .eelings is
this:

ne then tenders to Mrs. Grant as
her seperate estate, the debt and judg-
ment he holds against General Grant
and also the mortgages on his real es-

tate and household furniture, and pla-

ces in her bauds in trust the souvenirs
above mentioned, which shall at the
General's death, or if she desires it,
sooner, "be presented to the Govern-
ment at Washington, where they will
remain as perpetual memorials of his
fame and of the history of his time."

Gen. Grant replied to this on behalf
of his wife, declining to receive the
property tendered her as a seperate
estate, but accepting the gift in trust
The General says,

In this matter von have anticipated
the disposition which I had contem
plated making of the articles. . They
will be delivered to the Government
as soon as arrangements can be made
for their reception. The papers re-
lating to all other property will be
returned, with the request that you
have it sold and the proceeds applied
to the liquidation of the debt which I
so justly owe you. You have stated in
your letter with Uie minutest accura-
cy a history of the transaction which
brought me in your debt I have only
to add that I regard your giving me
your check for the amount without
inquiry as as act of marked and unu-
sual friendship. The loan was to me
personally. 1 got Uie money, as I be-

lieved, to carry the Murine National
Bank over a day, being assured that
the bank was solvent but owing to Uie
unusual calls needed assistance until
it could call in its loans. I was as-

sured by Ferdinand Ward that the
firm of Grant & Ward had over 660,- -
000 to Uieir credit in the Marine Bank,
besides f 1 ,300,000 of unpledged securi-
ties in their own vaults. I cannot
conclude without assuring you that
Mrs. Grant's inability to avail herself
of your great kindness in no way les-

sens either her sense of obligation or
my own.

On receipt of this, Mr. Vanderbilt
Wrote again, expressing his regret at
the decision, and saying :

But I must insist that I shall not be
defeated in the purpose to which I
have given so much thought and which
1 have so much at heart. 1 will, there--
fore, as fast as the money is received
from the sales of Uie real (state deposit
it in Uie Union Trust Company. With
Uie money thus realized I will at once
create with that company a trust with
the proper provisions for an income
to be jiaid Mrs. Grant during her life
and gi ving power to ber to make such
disposition of the principal by her will
as she may elect

This last communication of Mr.
Vanderbilt's brought forth the follow
ing replies : .

New York, Jan. 11, 1885. Dear
Sir : Your letter of this date received.
Mrs. Grant and I regret that you can-
not accept our proposition to retain
the property, which was mortgaged in
good faith to secure a debt of honor.
But your generous determination
compels us to no longer resist

New Yory, Jan. 11, 1885. To My

Dear Mr. Vanderbilt: Upon reading
your letter this afternoon, Gen. Grant
and myself felt that it would be un-
gracious to refuse your princely and
generous offer. Hence his note to you.
But upon reflection I find that I can-
not I will not accept your munificence
in any form. - I beg you will pardon
this apparent vacillation, and consider
this answer as definite and final. With
great regard and a sense of the obliga-
tion that will always remain, I am,

same period were $1,701,139.11, leaving
a balance of $045,214.83.

Tha coventor relcrs to the bonded
indebtedness of the state and the
work of Uie funding board, and shows
that Uie bonds funded amount to $$,--

090,215.39, leaning $20,695,851 still un-
funded. Assuming that all of Uie
debt will be funded, Uie interest nec-
essary to be paid annually will be

Holding their sessions in Nashville.

Concerning the cost of criminal
prosecutions he recommends leeisla
tion requiring the clerk of each court
to keep a record and submit a report
to the attorney-gener- al by the 19th of
December, immediately preceeding
the regular session of the legislature.
