Another good effect mty be had in the
destruction of insecu which prey upon
the plants.

If possible a second breaking should
be given in February, and a third, but
shallow one, early in May. Before the
latter is done all the manure that can
be collected from the Btable, the barn-
yard, the ashhoppers or Uie tobacco
barns, should be hauled to the field
and scat tered broadcast over the poorer
spots. We say poorer spots because if
the field is at all rolling there will he
some places from which the soil lias
been washed and deposited in lower
levels. The thinner spots will there-
fore need assistance while the richer
low lands may produce a good crop
without it. The object next in view
should lie so to distribute the manure
so as to make the crop as near as may
be of uniform size when it matures.
Uniformity in product is a great factor
in securing good prices.

After the field has been harrowed
and brushed until the soil is well and
deeply pulverised it should be marked
off each way 3 feet apart (some farm-
ers prefer & by 4 feet), and at the points
where the marks or furrows intersect,
a tablespoon ful of some good supei-phosph- ate

of lime should be dropped
and well worked up with the soil and
a low flat hill made. These flat hills
are much better than decapitated
ridges, for the reason that they are
more moist and the transplanted tobac-
co is more apt to live; besides the fer-

tilizer is much more easily applied.
The chief object in applying a fer-

tilizer to the hill is to induce a quick
growth. The quicker the plants be-

gin to grow the sooner they will be be-

yond the destruction of cut-wor- and
grasshoppers and the sooner they may
be worked. Thev come into top and
