It is pretty certain that if growers under-
stood more perfectly the natural laws which
govern the curing of tobacco they could and
would so control the conditions of atmos-
phere in their curing burns as to improve
the qualities of the cured leat. It is I think,
generally admitted that the weather has
much to do with the curing of tobaeco.
Tnls is known to be true, because iu some
localities ia certuin years the tobacco cures
uuiformly bad, while iu other parts thecure
is favorable. Sometimes heavy loss results
from shed-bur- n and pole-swea- t, while at
otiier times the tolwicco i known to cure too
rapidly to develop the most desirabj colors
iu the produce. These facts should lead to
investigation and study with a view ol
rinding out a means of properly controlling
the conditions of atmosphere in the curing
barn. 1 have done this lu part and as I be-

lieve to the benefltof my tobacco. I believe
that white veins are caused by loo rapid
drying during the curing process and can
be prevented largely oy iigi.isueusanu clos
ed doors. Of course, the ni-s- step ia to con-
struct the curim; sheds correctly. In many
sections where tobacco is grown tile curing
barns a:e hardly the thing to cure looaceo
in. They need to be made so as to admit of
being closed very tightly or opened toadmit
the outside atmosphere at the option of the
grower.
