The rock in this hill
is 90 per cent. lime.

The works near by, owned and op-

erated by Messrs. Harris it Buquo,
probably turn out n greater yield, as
they keep three kilns running and the
other has only two.

The barrel and stave factory, owned
by the Mine firm, id also a prosjierous
industry. The products ef this factory
and the lime kilns keep one or two
traveling salesmen busy, and are ship-

ped to all parts ol the United Sta'.es.
