THE INDICTMENT AGAINST THE RAJL-
ROAD.

The CuroxicLE was the first paper
in Clarksville to urge that when rail-
roads violated the laws they should be
msde to suffer the penalty provided in
such cases.

There are strong laws on the Ten-
nessee statute books that subject rail-
roads not only to eriminal prosecu-
tion for discriminations, but make
them liable to civil suits for damages
when they are guilty of such acts.

The CaroNiCLE pointed out and
printed these statutes during the last
campaign, urging them as arguments
against the necessity for a cumber-
some and expensive railroad commis-
sion. It has repeatedly referred to
them of late, when eomplgint was
made of railroad wrong-doing. They
afford the only remedy now provided
in such cases, whether more efficient
means can be crested or not.

We believed in the efficacy of the
courts,and expressed our faith in the
ability of jurors to do right between
citizen® and corporations, but it pleas
ed a sensational contemporary to ridi-
cule our ideas in this regard, to exag-
gerale the alleged wrongs and to in-
duce the people to believe thal they
were in the clutches of a giant monop-
oly without remedy or hope of redress.
~. Last week the Montgomery county
grund jury indicted (he L. & N. rail-
road for an alleged discrimination-
When a matter gets into the courts it
passes beyond the purview of newspa-
per comment. It is not becoming in
a newspaper (o assume the role of a
solicitor and seek to inflame public
sentiment with gratvitous arguments
on one side or the other, but we will
go 5o far in this instance as to sav that
we are glad this much talked of matter
has taken such a tangible shape and
that we earnestly hope simple and ex-
act justice will be done.

We indulge in none of that senseless
prejudice against railroads which dem-
agogic politicians and newspapers so
assiduously plant in the backwoods
mind. Railroads are the greatest and
most useful of those wonderful inven-
tions of modern times that have revo-
Intionized the world. A community
without arailroad is practically beyond
the pale of progress and civilization.
We are always glad tohear of railroads
being built and delighted to know that
those already built prosper. They de-
rive their prosperity from that of the
country through which they run, and
it is to their interest to lovk after the
welfare of such country. But railroads,
like all things controlled by human
agency, can do wrong, and all wrong
must be punished.

The courts are the guardians of all
rights, and we are glad that the courts
have been resorted to in this instance.
We have full confidence in the integri-
ty and ability of the eourt officials and
the Montgomery county jury that will
handle this case. We believe that jus-
tice will be done and the CHRONICLE'S
position vindicated.

The nation was shocked Thﬁd-y
morningat the news of Vice-Presi-
dent Hendrick's death, which had oec-
curred suddenly in Indianapolis the
night before.

The Vice-President was 66 years old
and bad been an active politician since
early manhood. He was a man of
unimpeachable character, even tem-
perament and more than average abil-
ity as a statesman and party leader.
He was one of the few Democrats who
maintained » great influence at the
North during the war, and one of that
small band of conservative Senators
that battled manfully against the radi-
cal measures of reconstruction times.

His death is a great loss to the De-
mocracy and especially so at this time.
His exgfficio position as President of
the United States Senate, will be sup-

THE VICE-PRESIDENT DIES
SUDDENLY AT HOME
IN INDIANAP-
OLIS,

Full Particulars of the Sad Event,

INpiaxaronss, Isp, Nov. 25—Hom:
Thomas A. Hendricks, Vice-President
of the Unised States, died very sudden-
1y at his residence in this city at 445
a'clock this evening. Nobody was with
him when the end eame. He returned
from Chieago last Saturday, and since
then has been complaining of pains in
his head sand breast. Last night he
and Mrs, Hendricks attended a recep-
tion given at the residence of Hon.
John J. Cooper, treasurer of state, re-
turning home in their carriage about
midnight. Mr. Hendricks had taken
off the heavy clothing which he usually
wore and put on a dress suit of lighter
material.  He complained of chilliness
and a certain degree of exhaustion, but
attributed it to malarial influences.
He sut by the fire for an hour or more
before retiring, but declined to send
for a physician.

He slept restlessly until about 8
o'clock this morning, when he arose,
dressed himself and ate quite a hearty
breakiast, saying that he felt muec
better and intended to attend to con-
siderable delayed business doring the
day.
