The Blair Bill for Schools.
To the Ciironici.s .

Education, from .time immemorial,
has been the truest indication of success
and prosperity. 'In Greece nnd Italy
the natives fostered education to nn un-

limited deg reej nil that was necessary
to secure increased funds in those an-

cient kingdoms was to let it bo known
that it was needed, and immediately the
appropriations wero made. In those
schools wero reared some of tho bright-
est intellects that the world has ever
known. England has, together with
other European states, made culture its
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There have been many rumors during
the week of impending Cabinet changes.
These rumors are periodic nnd usually
unfounded. The Treamry and Depart-
ment uf Justice uro the offices par-
ticularly referred to, and in the case of
tho latter, gossip goes so far us to desig
nate the Attorney-General'- s mccessor.

There has been more quiet pressure
brought to bear upon tho Administra-
tion to ell'fct Mr. Garland's removal
than the public is aware of. lint the
President keeps his own counsel, and
he is quoted as having intimated to an
officious friend, after patiently listen
ing to Ins suggestion on this subject,
that when he desired advice touching
his own business, h'j would ask for it.
Besides, Mr. G irland is a proud man,
and would not be willing io remain in
his present .position a day were he not
assured of the President's fullest confi-

dence.
As for the S Tretary of the Treasury,

should ho conclude to ret ri it could
scarcely bo from dis;'i;.4.iction with
his position or with the President, or
for any dissatisfaction on the part of the
President with him, as they have
worked in perfect accord together for a
longer period than this Presidential
term. Mr. Manning has often said,
however, that he only entered the Cabi-

net to assist the President in inaugura-in- g

certain reforms. This being done,
be had no further object in remaining,
lie could not desire to make money
while holding so important a place as
that of the Secretory of tho Treasury,
and he has often spoken of a settled
purpose to retire from public life.

During the present week, Elueation
will be the subject of debate in the
Senate and the Fit. John Porter case
will be again dragged through the
House, llepre'senlative Swinburne, of
New York, in a speech on the Porter
bill, bore testimony, from personal ob-

servation, to the jealousies which ex-

isted among the oilieersof the army nnd
said jealousy seemed to him to be
one of the line arts taught nt West
Point. The findings of tho Court mar- -

tial in tho case of Gen. Porter, were,
he thought, largely the result of jeal-

ousy. He was followed by Mr. llouk,
of Tennessee, who said Porter was
guilty of treachery, and crj'jlit to have
been shot.

The discussions which the B!air Ed-

ucational bill elicited in the Senate
during the last Congress ure likely to
be repeated in this. The subject was
exhaustively considered then, and lit-

tle that is new can be said upon it now.
Senator Morgan, of Alabama, is still

in the fore-fro- of the opposition with
a clearer field before him now that
Mr. Garland is not there to confute
him. He still argues that the bill can-

not tind a foot-hol- d in the constitution,
and that it is an unwarrantable invasion

.i it.oi tne states rights, lie does not
believe that the whole country should
be taxed for the benefit of localities
and he protests that the Government
has no more right to make appropria
tions for the public schools for a Slate
than for its churches or dispensaries.

The Senator said he knew many
would reproach him for opposing a

measure that seemed to be a great ben-

efit to tho people of Alabama but he
prayed God he might not falter in giv-

ing obedience to the constitution he
had sworn to support. His answer to
the enlightened people of his State
would be that he preferred the spirit of

truth, which dieth not, to the body of
error even though crowned with jewels,
for it's bridal with death.

In the course of these remarks, Sena-
tor George, of Mississippi, asked him if
Calhoun had not voted for a certain
measure. "1 don't know," replied the
Senator from Alabama, "and with all
respect for the memory of Mr. Cal-

houn, I don't care. Mr. Calhoun
voted on both sides of many questions,
and voterf sincerely every time."

There were two brilliant events at
tho White House during tho past week.
The President's third State dinner was
held in honor of tho Supreme Court,
and the first card reception of the
winter was given to the Diplomatic
Corps. To this both Houses of Con-

gress wero invited, besides tho officers
oi tho Army and Navy, the judiciary,
and various other officials in Washing-
ton. Tho rain poured down in tor-
rents, but it was a carriage reception,
nnd no one attended who did not go in
carriages. Congress had been invited
only through the papers, as it frequent-
ly has been of late years on such occa-

sions, nnd a' number of senators were
conspicuous for their absence. One of
them remarked that lie would not
attend even a caucus on such an an-

nouncement. He knew tho President
did not mean any slight, but he was
not in favor of car-yi- ng Jefiersonian
simplicity quite so far.

young heroes, who are in tho majority,
and who have no experience in the
broad battle of life.

Iho writer favors Blair's bill. The
hoards of money in the treasury are
detrimental to .our interests and should
be dispensed with. I know of no other
way that would lie of more benefit, than
to be expended according to the ratio
of illiteracy. Illiteracy has grown to
an appalling state in the South. We
ought to have ten months of school
every year; if there be not a sufficiency
of public money to teach ten mouths,
teach as long ns we can, then supply the
deficiency with cheaper teachers. We
must have a compulsory law that will
necessarily force parents and guardians
to patronize the public schools. We
need new books in Tennessee. Wre
tench geology, and it is of no practical
benefit to the average pupil. We should
dispense with geology, and substitute
physiology it is nature, and we ought
to know it. Other important changes
could be suggested. We can modify
our system, should we getan appropria-
tion from either Blair's or Caldwell's
bill.
