THE FESTIVAL

The most notable event o ! the he 3

idavs in our citv was the Masonic Fe-- I
tival in the Opera llouso on the night

December 27th, St., John' Day.
This splendid entertainment by the
members oi Lodge No, 89 was largely
attended by members of the old Lodge
and their families, by visiting bretheren
and invited guests, tho committee on
invitation Messrs. W. J. Ely, D. W.
Kincannon and II. W. Roach manifest-
ing their proverbial masonio generos-
ity.

When assembled in the Opera House
the scene was one well calculated to im-

press the unitiated with the sentiment:
'Behold how good and how pleasant it

is for bretheren to dwell together in
unity." The audience was first enter-

tained with a Grand Overture by tho
E. C. Bates Orchestra, which was ren
dered in a rnanner truly artistic. The
proceedings were then opened with
prayer by Brother Peebles, and after
another selection of music by the
Orchestra, the Venerable Brother A. D.
Sears delivered on address which
abounded in masonic history, moral
teaching, and that genuine eloquence

Wilson, Miss
Addie Wilson and Miss Kate Wilson
then entertained the craft and their
visitors with some of their choice songs,
a feature of the entertainment which
