There are about 800 lawyers in the city
of St. Louts. It would appear, though,
Iwiklng over tho records of the courts.
that tho legal business for 400,(KK) people
is done by about 100 men. The lawyers
who havo the important cases in court
can easily be counted, and any one walk
ing along the streets down town, seeing
whole big buildings apparently filled with
lawyers, hearing lawyers' signs creaking
everywhere, is struck with the question:
'How do all these lawyers make a llvingf"

There are in the neighborhood of UOO

lawyers in St. Louis who havo apparently
no vlslblo means of support. There are
lawyers who draw largo salaries from cor
porations who aro comparatively nn- -

known; thero are office lawyers whom no
ono hears of outside tho profession, though
In It they have reputations greater than
tho fellows who figure in the newspapers.
These men are tho ones who delvo among
the authorities and pick out the fine points
of law, and who trace back old laws and
ordinances to the beginning, that flaws
may bo found. When they are found,
eomo lawyer with a reputation is given
them; they aro sprung on the court like a
bombshell, and carried to the higher courts
and dilated upon. Meanwhile the old
burrowor is digging and probing away for
other points, and tho lending member of
tho bar is leading a gay life and reaping
all the honors, bis exertion being no moro
than reciting a lesson ho has learned. No-
body eter hears of tho old John Hurleys,
the production of whoso brains aro stol. n
by tho Randal Leslies of tho bar, whllo
they aro content to receive units of the
hundreds of dollars tho others obtain in
fees.

There is then another class of lawyers
who seem to hang out their signs and have
their cards printed for no other purpose
than to get beyond the provisions of the
vagrancy act. These are tho dudo lawyers

young fellows who always have lounges
in their offices that they may turn in obi2
sleep upon if out too lato to go home to
the fond parents, who pay their office rent
and keen them in good clothes. They
never have a case in court, and wouldn't
know what to do with it if they got one.
They spend their summers in going to
base ball games and Btenmbont excursions,
and their winters In milium rooms or
roller rinks. Again, thero aro the poor
young lawyers, who wear out their pants
waiting for clients who never come, and
their heads in hoping against hope, and
their minds in dreaming of what they
wonld do in tho event of getting a case.

The Value of London Land.
It has been ascertained, with regard to

the Imperial Institute, that the site cf
nbont 11 vo acres recently secured for the
admiralty nnd war olllces Is valued at

820,000, or rather ov 100,000 per acre
that now vacant In Charles street, opposite
the India otHce, Is less than an acre, and
would coot at least l!i.,000; probably an
other acre might bo secured by private
contract, so tlmt tho value of a limited
site in this position would not bo less than

250,000.

Two and a half acres
on tho Thames embankment havo been
offered for 400,000, and it is stated that
six acres may bo procured from Christ's
hospital for 000,000.
