The surplas revenue for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 1887, will be
about 100,600,000, This means that
the American people have besn com-
pelled to pay in taxes §100,000,000
more than was necéssary,

Very soon the whole of the United
Btates bonded debt which is redeem-
able will have been paid, There will
then be but two alternatives, if the
taxes be not reduced; KEither the
surplus must be applied to the pur-
chase of Government bonds in
the open market; or the surplus
must remain in the Treasury.

To tax the people to raise money
to redeem, at a premium of 20 ar 80

The New Orienns Theatre in the Time
of Old Hickory.

| The most splendid of all these
[places of amusement was the old
| Orleans Street theater, bulit in 1813,
which

a row of boxes, called baignoires, on
a Jevel with the pargnet, which were
usually occupied by the middle
classes, The premleres, or first tier,
with its baleony and boxes, was
monopolized by the most exclusive
and fasionable portion of the popula-
tion. In the secondes, orsecond tier,
the elite of the colored inhabitants
displayed themselves, and a still
lower strata found an alry elevation
in a gallery above these, The opera
was supported by liberal subscrip-
tions, and nearly all the boxes of the
first tier were tuken by the year.
Two grand and two comlie operas
were glven each week, the other
nights being devoted to vaudevilles
by the dramnatie portion of the com-
{lmy. Although it was the correct
hing for all soelety to be present at
ench operntic performance, yet Tues-
da{a apd Baturdays were en|t-~clnlly
fashionable nights, when not to be
seen at the o wis to have com-
mitted a soclal mistake. These oc-
casions purticularly brilliant be-
cause ev: one appeared in full
evening dress; the first tier sparkled
with the ,lewols of the creole ladies;
