A REMARKABLE TOMB,

Always Falthfully Guarded by &
Strange People.

Some 600 miles west of Peking, th¢
Tartar capital of “he Chinese empire,
under the great bend of the Hoang Ho,
or Yellow river, in the country of the
Ordos, a strange people hitherto but 14t-
tle known, stands the tomb of the once
mighty Mongol conqueror, Ghenis
Khan.

The spot was visited some months g0
by the famous French explorer, M
Bauin, in the course of his remarkable
Journey from Tonking across the upper

Hoang o to Aurga, in southeastern 8i.
berin. Besides traveling over more than
1,000 miles of entirely new routes
through regions heretofore almost un.
known to the outside world, M, Banin
vwas able to achieve the distinetion of
being the first Eurepenn ever received
by the Ordos and allowed to visit the
sucred spot where rest the remains of
the great Tartar chieftain.

The place is called “Etjin Karo,”
“The Palace of the Lord,” and lies abont
80 miles south of the city of Khoukon
Khoto, on the Hoang Ho, down the val-
ley of which the explorer's route laid.

The Ordos are a strange people, trans-
Planted by an aceident, as it were, from
another land to a place not of their own
choosing. They are the descendants
of the Tartar hordes whom Ghengis
Khan was leading from the wilds of
Mongolin to the assault of (he Gireat
Wall of China, when he was assassinated
at the Instigation of his third wife,
“Bagha Etjin," “The Little Sultana,”

Here at “Etjin Karo,” where he died,
far from his seat of power at Samar-
eand, his remains were placed in 1227,
under the care of his iImmediate fol-
lowers, the soldiers of his bodyguard.
To this date the descendants of his
bodyguard keep coustant watch over
the tomb, ever expecting his awakenlog
toa new and grander career of conquest,
as predicted by the Mongol legends,

Under a huge canopy or tent of white
felt rests the coffin of silver containifg
all that remains of the “Great Khan,*
Beside It are his saddle of gold, his
two-bladed sword and his bow with his
arrows, planted festher up in fhe
ground. The Ordos prvere him asa wird,
and recognize no other. Their chlef,
the king of Djoungar, is his thirty-sey-
enth and last direct male descendant,
He llves with his five wives and his
nicee, the nearest to him in the line of
descent, in a wonderful palace built of
bricks that were transported on the
backs of camels across the wide desert,
In this lonely place far out in the
desert from where any people wonld
choose an abiding place these people
kave lived for nearly 700 years, genera-
tion after generation, with no other ob-
ject than to guard the glambers of him
whose career was, as they believe, but
Interrupted for a time, expecting him
to arise and again lead them on and
finish the great work he began in dm
recting the destiny of the nations of the
world.—S8t.
