During the weeks since
they have known that the terms of
peace gave Puerto Rico to tho United
Statea they have not dared to exhibit
their aatlsfaction. Secretly mn'**)' of
them began the study of the language
of their deliverers, but English was a

ta booed language.
Rut with the arrivnl of the American

evacuation commissioners, Gen. Brooke
Rear Admiral Scbley and (Jen. Gordon,
the whole atmosphere changed. Every
native Puerto Rican who understood
a word of English sought out the Amer¬
icans, who came in the train of the
commissioners nnd lavished an. English
word or n broken sentence upon them
with ar. air of pride such as one would
if he were displaying some priceless
heritage.
Their fear nnd dread of the Spanish

soldiers in the streets nnd Spnmlsh sol¬
diers in the hotels and cufcis disap¬
peared nt the sight of the American
uniform. They felt that there had al¬

ready been thrown about them the pro¬
tecting aegis of the United States.

ing on. Everyone appreciates the fact
that the curtain is about to risc upon,
a new ern, but nothing yet ls changed.

ARMY REORGANIZATION PLAN

Oem. Mlle Submit* Illa Ideaa Teaeh-
itiK the Volunteer Foreea to

the War Department.

Maj. Gen. Miles has completed his
plan for the reorganization of the vol¬
unteer forces ol the army into sorpa,
divisions and brigades. This plan has
been submitted to the war department
for approval.
The plan contemplates a reorganiza¬

tion of the volunteer iorce which has
not been ordered mustered out, des¬
ignates an army of occupation for Cu¬
ba, provides for the relief of the army
In Puerto Elco and establishes a re¬
serve to relieve the troops In the va¬

rious islands which will be occupied
by the I'nited States.

It is known that the troops of the
"Seventh corps, now under Gen. Lee,
will be designated to go to Cuba, and
that troops from the camps at Lexing¬
ton, Knoxville nnd Middleton will be
selected for Cuban duty.

It isunderstood thatGen. Miles deals
only with organizations, such as corps,
divisions, brigades and regiments. The
matter of commanding and staff offi¬
cers will be settled after the muster¬
ing out of general and staff officer* has
bt en determined.
