HAVE RICHEST SOIL.

The Philippines as Seen and Judged
by an American.

Brig., Gen. Whittler, Collector of
Customs at Manila, Makes an Ex-
tended Report of His Ob-
aervatlons.

Charles A, Whittier, brigadier general
<{ volunteers, now collector of customs
at Maunila, under date of September 19,
last, has submitted a report of his ob-
gervations upon the condition of thinge
in Manila and the Philippine islands,
and suggestions as to methods to be
pursued pending sny permanent occu-
pation of the country which may be de-
cided upon. He says:

“The most important questions are
the currency, revenue (including the
Cedula or head tax) opium and the ad-
mission of Chinese. These are very
grive questions and cannot be decided
un'ar a brief consideration.

Manila, of course, Is & very emall
portion of the Philippine fslands, or
even of Luzon. No one who has not
gone beyond the limits of the town can
have any idca of the wealth, fertility
and resources of the country. It has
happened to me o be the only officer
(rave one companion of mine) who Lna

jacent territory. OnSaturday, Septem-
ber 3, T went over the line of the
Manila railway, 123 miles in length,
running northward from Manila to
Dagupan. The lne has opened and
developed a country of most extraor-
linary fertility. Ilice Is the prineipal
jroduct; much sugar, o gmall amount
of indigo on the nonthern part of the
Mne; possibilities of cotton, coffee and
o!most anything. I have never seen a
country of such splendid productive
power.

“The Inhabitants are unique; the na-
tives clean and clever, the Chincso
more active and persevering; all beusts
¢f burden, accustomed to little in the
way of pay or food or shelter. We pay
a house servant, who works most satis-
factorily, $10 a month, equaling  $4.50
of our money; he furnishes hls own
feod.

“The custom house receipts during
our fncumbency, 24 working days,
amount te $606,000, With the increase
¢! industries, eomtingent upon our oe-
cupaney, they should amount within
fwo years to $5,000,000a year atleast.

“Mining explorations and ventures
promise very well, especially fn conl and
fron. Capital may be profitably ex-
pended in theopening of bunks, cotton
mills, paper mills, ice factories, brewer-
fes, inter-island shipping and trade,

“Few of our people consider that all
of the customs lhere are radically dif-
ferent from those of the UTnited States;
you ean't upset the hublis and tradi-
tions of two centuries in two weeks,
The orientad will for a long time yet
prefer rico and opium to pie and baked
teans, ‘Festina lente' should be the
rule of our conduet.”

DISCOVERS A SHAM TOBACCO.

Charles Efros, a chemist llving at
Fauwood, N. J., bas invented what he
says is a perfect substitute for tobaceo,
with which he hopes to revolutionize
the tobacco industry.

Such an article has been the life study
of Efros, but it is only recently hie per-
fected the produet, Lxperts have test-
€d it, and were unable to tell the ditffer-
ence between the substitute and the
genuine leaf tobaceo.

The appearance, odor, taste, effeet on
the system, are all reproduced, the in-
ventor says, and the difference between
the genuine plug and the sham can only
be told by microscopic investigation or
chemical analysia,

The one essentianl difference between
the real tobacco leaf and the substitute
is the absence of the nitotine in the
latter,
