LIFE IS SACRIFICED.

Vienna Physicians Under Cloak of
Science Torture Patients.

Haanan Delara Apparenllr Held la

I,m* Vain* Than litinih AnlmalB
. AatoaaSins DlaeoTcrlea

IIwto Bee* Made.

Astounding discoveries of systematic
inhumanity, carried in scores of csees

to torturing destii and cloaked In ths
guise of scientific experiment and re¬

search, hare just been made in the free
hospitals of Vienna.
. The disclosures that are now mode
show that humnn life lins been held in
these hospitals ss of less value than tho
lives of dumb beasts. The physicians
who have been guilty of the revolting
cruelties hare sought refuge In the
statement that what they did was for
the good of humanity, but to accom¬

plish the "good" it has been deemed
necessary lo inflict the most horrible
tortures upon the patients committed
to their care in tbe liospit.-il tvsrdf.
The sum nnd substance of tilie dis-

coverlea is that the physicians have
made a practiced experimenting upon
their patients, especially upon *.\omen
and new-born children and upon per-
M»nB whose lives had been given up.
These subjects of experiment have been
unconscious of tbe endn they were serv¬

ing and accepted their rapid decline
and subsequent mortal illness ns the
course of the disease with which tihey
were suffering.
One of the experiments most fre¬

quently practised and the one which
proved most fatal to the patients was
the inoculation of women and children
with thc germs of contagious diseases.
In some cases death has come to tho
subjects within 84 hours after Inocula¬
tion.
As to the lightness with which human

life, has been held by these physicians
In thc free hospitals, one of them was

spoken to in regard to the great num¬
ber of healthy Infants he received from
a foundling hospitnl and his reply was
that for experimental purposes the in¬
fants were cheaper flinn animals.
Of the specific coses which investiga-

Jon has brought to light, one physi-
:ian was found who had inoculated 35
.vomen and three new-born infants
r\ith the bacilli of an infectious disease
aken from a oorpse.
There was one young man who had

'jam under treatment in the hospital
for a long time and was cured. Ile was
.apidly recovering his strength wheo
ie was sisgled out ba a subject for ex*>
leriment. Ile waa inoculated wit_i the
terms of a virulent) disease and in 24
lours he was dead. His condition from
ho time of Inoculation to the moment
if his death was eagerly watched by
he experimenting physician.
The discovery of these inhumanities

las aroused the highest indignation in
'ienna.

Trof. Elias Colbert, of the Chicago
iStronomical society, has prepared a
reatise on tho size and form of the
ITth in which beholds that the oblate
[>heroid theory is incorrect. The

'trahedral theory of Dr. J. W. Greg-
ry oi the Royal Geographical society,
nd is bound to attracttlic attention of
ie scientists of the world.
In the opinion of Prof. Colbert error
os crept into the calculations made by
atronomers, because of the proximity
f such an enormous land mass as the
imnlaya mountains, which must have
tuset*! a deviation of the plumb line in
ie direction of thc mountain chain,
ms altering tho angles, which are cs-
ntial to the calculation of the length
a degree of longitude. The length-

ling of the equatorial measurement
ould result in exaggerating the ob-
tcness of the spheroid. One of Trof.
albert's results ls fixing the ratio of
e polar semi-axis to the equatorial
mi-axls at 20G.CC to 297.06. The fig-
¦ee In feet are 20,835,447 to 20,023,800.
The notion that the sea conforms to
e spheroid form or is level is com-
ited by thc Chicago scientist.

LEEDS' LIGHTING EXPERIMENT
Th* People of the r.na-liah Towna

I ..nn.l to Preter Elecfelc.tr
to Cheap Caa.

The city of Leads, Englsnd, with a

population of 400,000, owns its own

gas works sod sells its gas for 50 cents
for 1,000 cubic feet. It was supposed
thst st this rste it would bs impossible
for the electric lights to compete with
gss, but capitslists decided in 1800 to
make the attempt. The flnsnclsl out¬
look was ao poor, apparently, thst the
city government refused to make sny
sttempta to stop the new oompany's
efforts to compete with their own
works, the capltallstswentahead under
s franchise by the terms of which ths
city of Leeds could purchsse the elec¬
tric plant at any period prior to 1001
by the issue to its owners of Leeds mu¬
nicipal stock that would produce a divi¬
dend of five per cent per annum upon
the sum expended by thntcompsny and
chargeable to capital account.
The new works were opened in July,

1993, with the subsequent result thst
the profit on the working capital was
seren per cent, in 1895, ll1/, per cent.
In 1896 and ten per cent in 1897. Ths
capital was $800,000 the last year. This
succes*. soys the Boston Transcript,
h«s induced the city of Leeds to exer¬
cise its right of purchase of the elec¬
tric plant and pay for it with five per
cent, of stock. Aa this slock sel!** at a

premium of 100 percent., the stockhold¬
ers in the electric company receive s

premium of 100 per cent, upon their in-
vesrtraent of a few years, besides their
dividends, and the city obtains a plant
from which electric lichts can be fui*»
nished at rates considered impossible
a few years ago.
